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What are Options?

Options are financial derivatives that provide the buyer (holder) with the right, but not the obligation, to buy or sell an underlying asset at a predetermined price (strike price) within a specific timeframe. The underlying asset can be stocks, indexes, commodities, or currencies. Options trading offers investors the opportunity to profit from price movements in the underlying asset without owning the asset itself.
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Call Options and Put Options

There are two types of options: call options and put options.


Call Options: A call option gives the holder the right to buy the underlying asset at the strike price before the expiration date. Call options are typically used by traders who expect the price of the underlying asset to rise. By purchasing a call option, they can profit from the price increase.

Put Options: A put option gives the holder the right to sell the underlying asset at the strike price before the expiration date. Put options are often utilized by traders who anticipate the price of the underlying asset to fall. By buying a put option, they can profit from the price decline.
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
