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	his book reveals the components and the purpose of the blessing when God poured the blessing on the man in the time of creation. The intention of the blessing is so rich that the devil have driven this generation from understanding what the blessing entails and this book reveals what it means to be blessed with the blessing. The blessing is not riches alone, though riches are part of the blessing but not sufficient on itself. It is the blessing that makes the riches and not the riches that make the blessing. 


	The blessing encompasses the blessing of the name of God; the blessing of the grace or the mercy of God through Jesus Christ; peace and security in the blessing; the virtues in the blessing through the Holy Spirit; the riches in the blessing; and the eternity home of the blessing: these are the components that make the blessing. 


	Anyone who is blessed must first be blessed with the knowledge of the God of the blessing which transfers on him the grace and the mercy of the God of the blessing.


	“That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith,” Galatians 3:14 (KJV)


	No one can manifest the blessing except the grace of the blessing is manifested by the God of all grace on the one whom the grace of the blessing must come. The blessing confirms security on the carrier and beneficiary of the blessing. The blessing makes the carrier dwells in safety. No one who has the blessing is endangered by the reason of the same blessing.


	“The blessing of the LORD, it maketh rich, and he addeth no sorrow with it,” Proverb 10: 22 (KJV).


	The intention of the blessing is to fulfill the eternal purpose of God, and the blessing is the vehicle that takes the beneficiary of the blessing to the eternal home of the blessing, Eden, the type of Heaven. The one who is blessed cannot be rude or arrogant because the blessing entails virtues which come through the manifestation of the fruits of the Holy Spirit. All virtues are embedded in the blessing and thus mean that the power that fires the blessing is the Holy Spirit. The blessing does not lead in the way of sin because sin is opposed to the virtues of the blessing. 


	No one rich in the world without all the components of the blessing is blessed with the blessing because the blessing encapsulates the fruits of the Holy Spirit, the grace, security and eternity in Christ Jesus. The blessing leads the beneficiary to heaven as the eternity home of the blessing. God gave the blessing so that anyone who may willingly access it will make it to life eternity in heaven which is the ultimate intention of the blessing: to have an eternal fellowship with the Giver of the blessing.


	 


	





CHAPTER ONE: 
THE COMMISSIONING
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	he blessing of God, which is in Him, was spurred on the new creature, man, full of the benevolence and privileges of the Godhead. The man was created in dominion because of Who created him. He was created in God’s image and likeness, which conveys the very nature of God. This reflection defines the origin of man and his composition: he is from God and was made up of God; this is what the image and likeness of God convey. By the very nature of man, he was placed in a position of privilege and honor because the creatures of God were subjected to him, those that were even older than him. God preferred him and by that standard, he was treated uniquely and in honor among all other creatures. They were created for him as the forerunners of the earth. They were formed to be the provision of God in supplying his needs as soon as he emerges. The provision of man was under the command of God compelling the visible from the bank of the invisible. This also reveals to us the guiding principle that would rule the life of the man created by God and placed in the Garden of Eden: commanding the visible from the invisible through the power of God since he carries the life of God.


	“Through faith, we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that things which are seen were not made of things which do appear,” Hebrew 11: 3 (KJV).


	The provision was through the command of God; God formed the man who enjoys the provision and this also highlights the position of privilege that the man enjoys in the hands of God. This privilege is enough to compel all things in heaven and earth to defer to God’s authority over the man because the man was uniquely created and placed in a place of dominion and provision. The other creatures of God through the command of God became living things.  The creation of man carries with it a different responsibility: God formed him from the earth and breathed into him before he became a living soul.


	“And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul,” Genesis 2: 7 (KJV).


	The component of the soul capacity in man differentiates him from the other creatures of God. He received the life of God in him to manifest as the god of the earth, the component of the foundation for dominion inherent in him. It is certain that by design and providence, the man was created to have dominion because of the nature and reflection of the life of God in him.


	“I have said, Ye are gods; and all of you are children of the most High,” Psalm 82:6 (KJV).


	“Jesus answered them, Many good works have I shewed you from my Father; for which of those works do ye stone me? The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy; and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself, God. Jesus answered them, Is it not written in your law, I said, Ye are gods? If he called them gods, unto whom the word of God came, and the scripture cannot be broken,” John 10: 32 – 35 (KJV).


	The scripture cannot be broken means that the man who is the god of the earth must manifest the nature of one who is in command as God is in command in heaven and all defers to Him. The above scriptures reveal that the man’s capacity to dominate is the nature of God’s spirit in him. This is the essence of God’s spirit in man that carries the recreative power of God which came to him by the expression of the love of God in His image and likeness. The other creatures came into existence by command, but man was formed and made god over all the other by the breath of life which carries God’s life into his nostril and the Spirit of God to form the image and likeness of God in the man. The man was created by the command that summons the Godhead to manifest the nature in him, so by this design, the man would be readily available to fellowship with the Godhead at any representation. The Bible says that all things created were created by the Lord Jesus, the Word of God.


	“All things were made by him; and without him was not anything made that was made,” John 1: 3 (KJV).


	“For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him,” Colossians 1: 16 (KJV).


	The Lord Jesus made man after the combined meeting of the Godhead, a preference that was not given to the other creatures. The Three in the Trinity manifested in the man, and he became a combination of the fullness of God.


	“And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them,” Genesis 1: 26, 27 (KJV).


	The Each in the Trinity took a turn to reign with man in different eras of command: the era of God the Father through the prophets and the era of God the Son through Jesus Christ and the era of God the Holy Spirit through the Holy Spirit. God manifested in man through the various Personalities of the Godhead to bring him to the fullness he was made of from the beginning.


	“God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds,” Hebrew 1: 1, 2 (KJV).


	“But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me,” John 15: 26 (KJV).


	“What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?” 1 Corinthians 6: 19 (KJV).


	With these eras of command coming to an end in this dispensation of the Holy Spirit, man would have completed the circle of the Godhead that was involved in his creation. That means man would have had an encounter with the Trinity by the close of this dispensation. The circle of the Godhead representation would have been concluded, and this should have translated man to the superior image and likeness of God which Adam lost in the garden. It all means that God in each of the dispensation was working a redemptive plan bordered on the restoration of His image and likeness on the man. God made all things ready as in a feast and invited the man and blessed him with the blessing of the commissioning. The relationship of man started after the commissioning because the man was made up of the nature of the Godhead and the likeness and image of God must attract the like. That like-attraction is the basis for fellowship. At the commissioning, the nature and purpose of creating him were revealed as God gave the man the blessing of the Godhead with which he was to dwell in and conquer the earth.


	“And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth,” Genesis 1: 28 (KJV).


	BE FRUITFUL


	The first component of the blessing of God to Adam and Eve was to be fruitful. There is no way one can be fruitful without first growing. Fruitfulness is a product and the size of your growth. Only rightly grown trees can manifest right and desirable fruits. Growth is not possible without committing a seed into the ground. This seed committed is the nature of work that the one who wishes to be fruitful must do to be fruitful. The size of your growth provides ground for the size of the fruits. The man who must be fruitful must grow in relationship or fellowship with his Maker. In essence, God was telling Adam and Eve that they must be fruitful in what they do as far as the relationship with the Godhead is concerned because as at that time, that was the only thing man would depend on to be fruitful. The food that was meant to sustain man was already provided in the garden, and it could not have been in the supply of the provision that God told the man to be fruitful because, in the Garden of Eden, the provision was there. If fruitfulness has anything to do with the ground, what was God saying when he said they should be fruitful? He was telling them to be obedient to Him, and the fellowship with them would start every morning, and in that, they would manifest the fruits that emanate from the fellowship. As long as they walk in obedience, the ground was already blessed. The blessing was not on the ground but was on them because they carry the nature of God in His image and likeness and they must sustain that in obedience and fellowship.


	God placed Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden in the midst of fruitful and beautiful trees. It was essential that the man needed to learn the rudiments of what fruitfulness is all about and God decided that that man should be placed in the midst of the Garden of trees. The role of the man in the garden was to tend it to provide a good environment for fruitfulness and ultimately to his maximum benefit because the trees were made for his food. In this, the man would appreciate fruitfulness.


	“And the LORD God took the man and put him into the garden of Eden to dress it and to keep it,” Genesis 2:15 (KJV).


	As the man tends the garden, he was to model his relationship with his God in that manner. God commits to pay the man a visit at every cool of the day so that the man would grow and become fruitful maximally as he was designed and commissioned to be. The fellowship was to spur on the first family the desired nature of fruitfulness which comes only by fellowship with God.


	God provided the fellowship, and the law or commandment to which man was made to subscribe was a design of the test of obedience which comes as a way of choice. So to be fruitful was dependent on the choice to which any man who wishes to be fruitful has and can rightly subscribe. So fruitfulness would not be except you make the right choice and the right choice is dependent on obedience to God. Isaac planted in the land of the Philistines, and his crops yielded much while the Philistines were ripped off of the goodness of the land. It was not because he planted on the ground, but because he obeyed the Lord. So for Adam and Eve to be fruitful, they must first fulfill the choice condition of obedience in that first component of the blessing of God.


	“And the LORD appeared unto him, and said, Go not down into Egypt; dwell in the land which I shall tell thee of Sojourn in this land, and I will be with thee, and will bless thee; for unto thee, and unto thy seed, I will give all these countries, and I will perform the oath which I sware unto Abraham thy father…. Then Isaac sowed in that land, and received in the same year an hundredfold: and the LORD blessed him. And the man waxed great, and went forward, and grew until he became very great: For he had possession of flocks, and possession of herds and great store of servants: and the Philistines envied him,” Genesis 26: 2, 3, 12 – 14 (KJV).


	Isaac was not fruitful because of what and how he sowed in the land, but because he did what he did in obedience to the blessing of God in his life. Except you obey God completely and absolutely, the earth and all its elements cannot be compelled to honor the blessing of God over your life. Only obedience confirms the blessing on us, not hard work alone. The choice of fruitfulness is in the command which God also gave to the first family. If they must be fruitful, they must be obedient to Him with whom to do. Nothing brings fruit except it grows, that primarily was provided by God in the fellowship with man. To be fruitful, you must be obedient and grow in fellowship with God. It means to be fruitful is a choice because one needs to decide to obey and fellowship with God. It is on this every other component of the blessing is based and empowered. The choice is crucial to the fruitful expectation of God on man.


	Through the different eras of the manifestation of the Godhead, there has not been an era where God has not demanded the fruitfulness of man in a relationship with Him. Fruitfulness is the design of His nature which conquers limitations and the works of darkness. Fruitfulness has been viewed over in the context of wealth and childbearing only; the context is far from the physical manifestation alone, though it also emboldens it. The nature of God in man in the form of His image and likeness is the ground that guarantees his fruitfulness. Without the manifest nature of God, man cannot be fruitful. By design, the man was empowered to be fruitful and remain so, but at least, when the man retains the nature of God in His likeness and His image: this is the origin and foundation where the fruitfulness of man dwells. But you must understand that the non-living things cannot be fruitful, only living things do. So the fruitfulness of man would continue and be sustained, so long as he remains alive in  His will. The intention of God was for man to live forever, but even at this, there was also a tree which has fruits that could terminate the lifespan of man if he does make the wrong choice for its fruits. That day would be the day they would die; it means the day of their disobedience to God’s instruction is the end of their fruitfulness.


	“But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die,” Genesis 2: 17 (KJV).


	So death came with the choice of man because the man refused to avoid one out of the many fruits in the Garden, and that removed all fruit-bearing ability in him. Adam and Eve died the day they ate the fruit of the tree of knowledge of good and evil and that was the genesis of a race so bastardized and periled. 


	"See, I have set before you today life and prosperity, and death and adversity,” Deuteronomy 30: 15 (NASB).


	It is only the living that can prosper. So the day that Adam and Eve died was the day fruitfulness went into exile because they abandoned the nature that sustains it: obedience and the likeness and image of God. They ate the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil; that did not take away the life of them, but it took away the likeness and image of God from man. By design, the man was not meant to till the ground before he eats, but that came when he was driven from the provision and forced to forage for his welfare among the creatures by living wild among them. Since the man did not die naturally, they died spiritually; the nature that makes him more of God died. The man lost His glory and got the opprobrium of his disobedience.  Adam and Eve wore the nature of God until they ate the forbidden fruit in the garden and they died and lost the likeness and image of God. It was at the point that the human race through Adam and Eve died and were banished from the presence of God and they shed off all that God has ordained for them to bear fruit. So fruitfulness by God’s design from the beginning was consequent on the life of glory and obedience that the man lives. You cannot view fruitfulness in the increase of wealth alone and downplay the relationship part of it with God. God placed fruit-bearing trees in the Garden; among them was one forbidden tree on which man was to exercise his power of choice or discretion. The nature of God transmitted to man gave the power to decide to the man. His decision was to determine his growth or otherwise because growth is a responsibility. The image and likeness of God are the investment of God before the fall that empowered mankind for fruitfulness. At that, man was designed to be fruitful, not by personal will or decision until the fall. When the man lost the spiritual image and likeness of God through disobedience, the fruitfulness of man after that depends on his response to God. As the image and likeness of God subsist with him, he was bound to be fruitful. Thereafter the fall of man, the type of fruit he bears depends on the nature of whom he manifests through his response to God.


	“Either make the tree good, and his fruit good; or else make the tree corrupt, and his fruit corrupt: for the tree is known by his fruit,” Matthew 12: 33 (KJV).


	From this scripture, the likeness and goodness of God in man produces the good fruits expected of him by God. This is very evident in the concern of Jesus of heaven to meet the needs of the disciples. Men have just focused on the needs as the plausible ground for explaining what fruitfulness is all about. This is secondary to God because the latter is dependent on having to sustain the image and likeness of God as man interacts on earth.


	“Ye have not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in my name, he may give it to you,” John 15: 16 (KJV).


	The scripture reveals that the world was created by Jesus (Colossians 1: 16). By that extension, God blessed Adam and Eve and said to them to be fruitful in the same manner Jesus said to the disciples to be fruitful. This command of God was at each time given by God to not an individual, but to more than one according to the creation account (Genesis 1:28), after the deluge in Noah’s days (Genesis 9:1) and of the most recent of the disciples. It means that fruitfulness cannot be sustained without a relationship. It behooves a relationship to establish fruitfulness. This command is not inherently exclusive to an independent individual because fruitfulness spans on fellowship with God on which our earthly needs emanate. Fruit bearing revolves around the character and likeness of God. Without this nature of God manifested, one cannot be said to be fruitful. So when the disciples become fruitful in their relationship to God, then they could ask the Father for anything, and it would be granted. It means that the fruitfulness of the nature or likeness of God in them would have established the Adam kind of relationship with God in the Garden such that at this center of gravity and fellowship, God would grant the man access to the provision of God when he asks. This means that fruitfulness requires a fellowship as the likeness and image of God require a fellowship. Once you miss the fellowship, you will miss the fruitfulness that comes as a result of the fellowship.  When Jesus was referring to the disciples to bear fruit, He was, in essence, telling them to restore the fellowship that man lost in the Garden of Eden to restore the image and likeness of God that the man lost in the Garden. This image transmits and evolves life in the one who should be fruitful, and to others, the one relates. God has life in Him, which He transmits in fellowship and that empowers you to reflect His nature which binds you or restores you to everyday fellowship with Him. This is the bedrock of fruitfulness. So when Adam and Eve died through sin, they took upon them the nature of the natural man. The man became differentiated as the natural man, and at any time he becomes emboldened with the image and likeness of God, would be referred to as the supernatural man. The supernatural man was degraded to the natural man; the impact of what the fruit from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil had on the man who was only known to be God-prone. From this naturalness of man, the man began to give birth after their likeness because sin took off the likeness of God. And because the thing that makes good fruit was lost, the man became fruitful in the likeness of his sinful nature.


	“And Adam lived a hundred and thirty years, and begat a son in his own likeness, after his image; and called his name Seth,” Genesis 5: 3 (KJV).


	It was no longer in the image and likeness of God that Adam and Eve were formed that they gave birth to their children. Cain and Abel were the first children that they had, and that likeness and image of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil were reflected in the composition of the children. Cain was a reflection of the evil image and likeness, after the seed of disobedience while Abel was after the likeness of God which was a choice. The substance of life became pronged on the ambivalence of good and evil. But when Abel died at the hands of his brother Cain, the generation of Adam should have been routed through Cain but God would none of this. Seth became their first son, according to the account of Genesis chapter five, but in the image and likeness of Adam. Because Cain chose to retain the nature of the evil image and likeness that he got from the disobedience of his parents, he was no longer accounted that he was of the genealogy of Adam because he was the first man who could question God rudely and walked away from the presence of God. Cain lost the presence of God, and he lost totally and irredeemably the image and likeness of God. He was like the devil to God because he had no intention to plead for mercy, and he walked away. There was nothing substantially different in Adam and Eve that was not in the adopted first son, Seth. The Bible sees Seth as a reflection of the image and likeness of the parents because he was born through the natural nature and means. Remember that when Adam and Eve sinned against God, the image and likeness of God inherent in them from creation was spilled on the altar of disobedience and there evolved the natural man, the man as he was created from the earth, earthy. The supernatural left him, and he became a natural man led by instincts because the nature that confers and confirms fellowship was gone with sin; that was the last time that Adam and God interfaced. So by choice man put on the image and likeness of the natural man through sin and he became burdened by it because the natural is heavy while the supernatural is light. The natural man cannot please God, that is, he cannot have a fellowship with God and manifest His nature and enforces that in fruitfulness. Jesus said to the disciples that they must bear fruit and that the fruit should remain because He remembered how He lost Adam and Eve to the devil because they refused to allow the fruits they were to bear and the innate fruits in them that culminated in a fellowship with God to subsist and remain. He also taught the disciple of the latest version of God’s interest in people. God does not want to enter into any relationship that will not last with humanity and so before any, fruitfulness must be in place and then and there He could avail to that man the provision that Adam lost in the Garden of Eden. The nature of fruitfulness died, which is the image and likeness of God in man that guarantees fellowship with God when Adam and Eve tangled with the devil in disdain to the love of God which He applied to them by forewarning them of the consequences of the forbidden fruit. The natural and sinful nature of man cannot please God and engender fellowship with God. That nature must be ruined before any salvation can come the way of man. Jesus took upon Him the nature of man which came with the choice of man and through His body destroyed its power that has put the human race in bondage and jeopardy. Jesus took upon Him the nature of man and allowed that nature to die on the cross because deadness procedes growth and growth is the caller of fruitfulness. He did it so that man can be dead to sin to be alive in God.


	“For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord’, Romans 6: 10, 11 (KJV).


	We must be alive to God for us to gain access to His fellowship which empowers the fruitfulness that comes from His image and likeness. This fellowship is essential to growth and making the fruits to so remain and attractive to our Maker. It is for this purpose we were all created that we should manifest His nature which is the nature of Godly fruitfulness.


	 


	MULTIPLY


	The multiplication is the essence of the manifest and manifold growth that comes by manifold grace. There is grace for every component of the blessing, and when each of the grace is empowered and manifested, there will be an increase due to the blessing of the multiplication. Multiplication is a concept under grace and fellowship. Again multiplication does not exist without at least two factors; the same way fruitfulness does not. In essence, God wants His children to remain in relationship with Him and thereon multiply to sustain His will on earth. This means that there is always a relationship before there can be a multiplication. We are to multiply His nature and efface the nature of the devil from the shores of the earth by way of establishing His nature in our families and through our interaction with others. God spoke to the first family so that the will of God could pervade the world through the family.


	“And God is able to make all grace abound toward you; that ye, always having all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work,” 2 Corinthians 9: 8 (KJV).


	Sufficiency does not come along with fruitfulness alone except the fruits are multiplied. There is a grace that brings sufficiency, and that grace is multiplication. This grace will make us abound in every good work. The good work will please the Lord, and He will further bless us with more of His blessing. God wants us to be adequately prepared for the takeover of the earth for Him such that warranted that He imparted the nature that could champion that and reclaim the earth for that purpose. If we become fruitful and multiply in evil, we do not seem any closer to appropriate the will of God. This venture into fruitfulness and multiplication is to retain the hold of God on our lives to serve God’s purpose and sustain His will. So, in essence, God imparts grace upon man to function and to enforce His presence everywhere man dwells by reproducing the image and likeness of God. Fruitfulness has to do with being alive and healthy reproductively while to multiply a fruitful increase in numbers by the grace factor. The grace factor empowers the evidence that we are fruitful and in the measure of the preponderance of God’s benevolence. The grace will enable the sufficiency to be seen and appreciated as an act of God because it will not follow a natural sequence, but the human effort would follow hard labor which is different from hard work. No man can multiply by his effort because to multiply does not follow the natural addition or sequence. It has a grace factor which gives energy to the course of the fruitfulness. When man lost his place in the presence of God, he lost the provision of God, and he came solely under the cooperation or otherwise of the earth to get his food from the earth by tilling the soil. The earth was cursed through his disobedience and man lost the grace that makes life easy. So when God told the man to multiply, He meant that the man should increase in number in a manner that is indeterminable because the man’s increase was going to be through Him and not by the man’s effort but unfortunately the man lost this also. 


	To multiply is an antecedence of being fruitful. The command of blessing to be fruitful conveys an important expectation and that Adam and Eve should retain the image and likeness with which God made them. The duo did not grow naturally, but they were fully made as matured and grown adult with full grace of the Godhead at their disposal and they were required to exhibit and retain the image and likeness of God to thrive on on this imparted grace. To multiply was a consolidation on the fruitfulness of the image and likeness of God to exact the needed influence on the earth; they were to multiply with the image and likeness of God which enforces the grace in multiplication. This is purely by God’s supply to enrich the earth with the adequacy and the preponderance of the image and likeness of God, the reason it is the grace- supply of God. Whenever God says “multiply,” He means that the one who needs to multiply must have his or her foundation right in Him to attract the grace that brings about multiplication because it is the provision of God that provides amazing results. If fruitfulness is not rightly in place, it would be disastrous to bless anyone with the grace to multiply because that one will multiply evil and it will not bear God any praise. 


	God killed the generation of Noah, except him and the family because the characters of men and women of that generation grieved Noah and he found grace before the Lord (Genesis 6: 8) who saved his family from the flood. God did not want wickedness to multiply on the earth, and He orchestrated the destruction of the earth through the great floods by sparing Noah and his household. God did not want the seed of evil to manifest and be populated, He, therefore, killed the generation of Noah and established Noah and his household as a branch of righteousness. He handed over instruction on how to live because that is the essence of God blessing them to be fruitful and multiply: He wants His image and likeness to fill the whole earth through the instrumentality of the chosen man and his family. This means family means so much to God to cast His life on the earth; the same way God did to Adam and Eve in the Garden. This drives home that the blessing is for the man to impose the image and likeness of God anywhere he goes.  It is therefore certain that to be fruitful and multiply is all about the nature of God that carries with it the responsibility of obedience in the beneficiary who wishes to be blessed and must show cause to be in obedience to the commands of God. 


	“And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth.
