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Hello and welcome to this course on Affiliate Recruiting. In this course, we're going to cover how to skyrocket your traffic and sales by recruiting affiliates. This course is divided into three modules, Module 1 covers creating a JV or affiliate page, Module 2 covers posting on popular JV hubs and launch calendars and Module 3 covers one-on-one recruiting. By the time this course is over, you'll know how to effectively rally an army of affiliates to send traffic to your offers. So without further ado, let's dive into the first module. Okay, guys, welcome to Module 1, in this module, our expert will be teaching you about creating a JV or affiliate page, which will be the foundation of your recruiting efforts. So get ready to take some notes and let's jump right in.
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All right guys, so for this lesson, I figured the best way to break down what needs to go into your JV page is to dissect a couple of existing ones. So we'll be looking at a JV page for a very popular product launch in the internet marketing niche called niche marketing kit. This is a hard launch, meaning it has a specific date associated with it, but it's also a recurring one, meaning they relaunch it every year. Then we're going to look at evergreen JV pages by a company called Promote Labs, which has a whole lot of software solutions also in the digital marketing and online business niche. So first things first, you need to treat your JV page like a sales page and the customers in this case, or the equivalent of customers are the affiliates. You need to be selling your JVs or affiliates on this launch. You want them to promote, you want them to send the traffic from their email lists, their blogs or their audiences to your sales page, you've got to sell them on it. You've got to treat your launch as though it's a product that you're selling to them. What do I mean by that? The copy, it's just like a sales page. You need a headline that catches their attention and tells them why they should promote your product. You should ideally have a video, and I'm not going to play this video, but it’s kind of a funny attention getting and goofy video, inviting people and reminding them what all the benefits are of joining this launch. 


I want to mention something because there's a lot of instances on this page and other pages of affiliate and JV being used interchangeably, and I want to clarify something. Traditionally, if you're being really Orthodox, the phrase JV or Joint Venture partner, means somebody who goes in on a launch with you, on a product and the sales process with you, and actually gets a percentage of the profits after marketing, affiliate, and advertising costs. So technically that would be an actual partner in your business sort of co-launching, co-creating, or co-selling a product alongside you and not one of the affiliates. However, because there's a little bit of nuance and similarity there, it just became popular many years ago to start referring to affiliates as JVs, because they are doing marketing for you, and they're getting a percentage of the sale. It's not really correct if you really want to be legalistic about it, it's not the best two phrases to be using interchangeably because the phrase Joint Venture partners still also retains its correct original meaning. But just be aware that in most cases, especially in internet marketing, JV and affiliate are used interchangeably, and when somebody says JV, they're referring to sales affiliates. So now that's out of the way we can continue down the line here.
