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    Introduction




    




    This title is the second volume of the complete publication “Guide to the Tarot Pairings” composed, too, of a first volume “The Pairings of the Major Arcana”. The separation in volumes, as for my books about the meaning of the tarots, is due to the readers’ different needs. Some of them use only the major arcana and some others use the full deck. The majority only uses the major arcana. This is the reason why in volume one I wrote about one hundred and twenty pages while in this text I only write about fifty. In volume one, I not only wrote about different pairings, and their interpretation, but I also tried to suggest my own reading technique. In this volume, instead, I ignore that part because who uses the full deck of the tarot, often times, is a person that is already an expert. This person only needs other points of reflection about the reading technique. There will be readers that won’t agree with some of my interpretations, this happens to me too when I read other authors, but I remind and warn them, that sometimes a different reading is the result of the subjective meaning that we give to a single tarot. There are, especially in regards of the minor arcana, many divergences of opinions about their meanings. In the major arcana the non-uniformity of the meaning is less evident. I maintain that the purchaser of this title will know the value of the tarots being propaedeutic in every study of the pairings. Like I wrote, in particular cases, the reader may find it hard to understand my readings, but it is only because he/she gives a subjective value to the tarot that is different from mine. In this specific case, I will refer them to my text “Minor Arcana Tarot, their meaning without learning it by heart” where I explain my thoughts, and subjective meaning, of each minor arcana. In this volume, I omit the pictures of the arcana, too, leaving more room for the text. In specific, the images are not very helpful. My point of view is that each tarot, of any deck, should have the same meaning. Each author that writes about tarot changes symbols and images in a single card but this does not change the real meaning for the scope of the reading. As I wrote in volume one, it is impossible to write a book that includes all the possible pairings, which are 462, considering those composed only of two cards, (ignoring the orientation, otherwise they would be many more), and 9240 considering the pairings formed by three cards. The reader should not think that the proposed examples are few. In this volume two, for every major arcane, in fact, I will write around eight parings and I will write around ten pairings for every minor arcane; in the final result the minor arcane will be involved almost 200 times (22 minor arcana X 9, the average number of examples), observing like this, in practice, all or almost all 56 minor arcana. In this way there will be the chance to observe how all the minor arcana react when they are close to a major arcane, in either case, when one of the cards is extracted from the right or reversed. I give a practical example. If in this text we use the minor arcane of three of swords for a total number of four readings/examples, the reader will be able to perceive by intuition how to interpret such a minor arcane even when it is extracted from close by to other major arcana, not involved in the previous examples. As I wrote in previous lines, this volume 2, together with volume 1, form my book “Complete Guide to the Tarot Pairings” for a total of almost 180 pages, a very respectable book.




    




    





    The Fool




    




    -Fool followed by the five of cups reversed: a love story without stability. A confusing situation, that wears down our sensitivity. Contradictions.




    




    -Fool followed by the two of cups with the three of swords: a restricted or unstable love that is passing through a moment of physical and/or moral separation. A moment of moral crisis that requires our physical or spiritual distancing.




    




    -Five of swords followed by the fool reversed and by the six of cups: it is the end of an emotional situation. We are living a sad moment and in the memories of the past. Looking for a balanced moral state after a loss or defeat.




    




    -queen of swords followed by the fool and by the King of swords: A confusing situation with a partner. In the positive sense, the spread itself indicates that the couple is planning a new beginning about which they are still not certain. At work, it can indicate a shallow relationship with a coworker or a complicated one with an employer.




    




    -ace of batons followed by the fool and by the seven of coins: a new job or the execution of an action that will give results that won’t satisfy us or lead to contrasts.
