	pposition only comes to a man who has taken a definite position. According to oxford dictionary, the word peril is defined as serious danger. There are dangers in fulfilling purpose. Every purpose is a warfare. It is my earnest opinion that anyone who desires to fulfill purpose should be equally ready for warfare. In executing our purpose we will be in direct combat with the enemy. The enemy would not want us to liberate her prisoners without a   strong force. It is a terrible mistake to want to fulfill your purpose without expecting oppositions. Oppositions as the name implies only reveals that we have taken a position. The prince of darkness would rouse hell against any man who dares to stand out of the crowd. He would set several traps to indict the man. Where he could, he would even kill the man. I have seen brethren who are seemingly oblivious of this fact. Should they encounter any negative thing, they would quickly sink down into discouragement. And more seriously some might even descend into the pit called depression. 


	When you speak with such brethren, you’ll hear them say stuffs like, ‘why me! I thought the Lord called me and things like that’. This attitude only reveals that they were not expecting what befell them. The enemy who has always been trying to paint God a wicked King would quickly seize the opportunity to make it look as if God is being unfaithful to His promises. However, we know that when He called us on mission, he did not promise us a smooth voyage but a safe one. The word says, ‘in the world, you shall have tribulations…’ 


	Every purpose is executed in the world. It means that as long as I am in the world, it will really do me good if I expect tribulation. One thing about perils that is very noteworthy is that they are revelation peels. They are the quickest ways to know that you are doing something impactful. When life goes easy, it shows that the driver is taking the path that leads to hell. But when the sea is stirred, it reveals that we are heading heaven-ward. 


	My encounter with several soldiers on the road to destiny has revealed to me that many of us are not fully ready for what lies ahead. The hard truth is: we cannot avoid perils. If you aren’t seeing them, then consider changing your route because you might as well be taking the wrong path. They are there at every bend like the check points along our roads to destiny. There is no man who has ever journeyed this path that escaped them. On the journey of purpose, perils are not only necessary but they are also mandatory.


	Purpose is not fulfilled by mere children. Weak people are not enlisted in the enemy of the Lord. Passion alone cannot get the work done. We need turgidity. We need great staying power. We need resilience.

	In journeyings often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils by mine own countrymen, in perils by the heathen, in perils in the city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils among false brethren;2 Cor. 11:26 KJV


	We could see this brother was on a journey.  And this journey was not different from the one we are involved in. It was a journey in purpose. Chapter One


	PERIL OF WATERS

	he first peril a man of this mission must be mindful of is the peril of waters. Some versions call it the peril of rivers or the danger of rivers. What does this mean to us? They are perils that present themselves as we begin to experience the water that flows in the sanctuary. This is the peril of revival.


	Wonderful enough, every missionary on purpose needs the rain; he needs the water. Water signifies the divine touch of God on a certain work. As we continue to move with the Lord, He moves us from water to water. However, these waters come with their perils. So there is a peril of waters. One may ask what kind of danger revival could bring along.


	Even a casual peep at the scriptures will reveal several men that missed only at the time of rain. As I pondered, the first example that came readily to me is one brother in the time of Elisha. The story of this brother is indeed a pathetic one. It is a painful thing to be trapped by the peril of the waters. This brother in question survived hardship. He passed the test of dryness. Several persons would readily overcome the time of dryness; time of no water. But unfortunately, many are caught in this peril of waters. This brother is one of such brothers. When it was time for heaven to release the waters, he doubted. The man of God, Elisha made the declaration by the word of God that the rain would be released soonest. But this servant of the King was caught in the sin of disloyalty to the king of kings. And what happened to him was a lesson for all of us.


	Surely the word of God through His prophet came to pass. When this happened:


	(Read carefully the following scripture to get the full gist.)


	And the king appointed the lord on whose hand he leaned to have the charge of the gate: and the people trode upon him in the gate, and he died, as the man of God had said, who spake when the king came down to him.


	And it came to pass as the man of God had spoken to the king, saying, Two measures of barley for a shekel, and a measure of fine flour for a shekel, shall be tomorrow about this time in the gate of Samaria:


	And that lord answered the man of God, and said, Now, behold, if the LORD should make windows in heaven, might such a thing be? And he said, Behold, thou shalt see it with thine eyes, but shalt not eat thereof.


	And so it fell out unto him: for the people trode upon him in the gate, and he died.2 Kings 7:17-20 KJV


	A lot happened but finally he died. My fear is that many would die at the gate of the waters. It makes it more serious for us to study this matter with soberness of heart. He was asked to man the gate to the Revival he did not believe which is a spiritual suicide mission. I have been wondering how one can be in hardship to the point of adapting to it. This deadly adaptation becomes even more deadly in such a way that some persons do not expect anything good from the Lord. 


	We also heard of the story of Ananias and the wife Sapphira who died at the waters. They died at the point when the church is experiencing the best of God’s move. This trend must stop. For there to be advancement, there must be knowledge, and knowledge being an adequate one. We will study few perils of waters in details. 


	Conceit


	Most men would be fine as long as they do not succeed. What we are looking at here are the perils that arise when we succeed. The oxford dictionary defines conceit as having much pride in yourself and what you do. To have pride in what one does and especially in what one is doing is very necessary to our success. This is often referred to as self-confidence. Many times success means self-confidence. The problem we are noting here is not just having pride but having much pride. One may ask what the danger in succeeding is. The only one I can think of is the risk of allowing the success get into the head. 


	In physics, the velocity in travelling up is not the same with the velocity in falling down. To climb up may take ten years but falling down ten minutes. To fall down, you only need to press the pride button. It blinks red by your left hand side as you travel up. As you go up, it becomes even more noticeable. In times of struggle, it is very likely that more people will put up. The ratio of those who will put up with struggle to those who will make it through success is weird. If you ask me I will say 70:30, if not more. Some people argue 80/20. Whichever you will notice the consistency of disparity in the negative. 
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
