The shedding of tears and the screaming to God, I’m through with the ministry if He didn’t give me something fresh and new. I told God that there were only a few sermons left and then if I didn’t have something new and fresh from Heaven, I was done. This went on for days. I would play music and yell for a while, cry for a while and just lie on my bed and wait for I don’t know how long. There was still nothing and the longer it went with the deadness I got more intense toward God and felt like if He didn’t show up, then I was abandoned.

    I felt so alone and started to think He wasn’t going to show up. I screamed out God I need you more than anything else. God I’m tired of this and then began to tell God that I loved Him and needed Him.     After I felt God’s presence come in my room and knew God had visited me. I didn’t want to stop there. Every day I would go into my bedroom around 8:00 A.M. and begin to press in. I would start to play worship music turn on the computer in case God gave me something to write. I would pray in tongues and really worship the Lord and an hour or two would go by and then I would feel that same awesome Glory I felt before. I would continue to do this every day for hours. Sometimes I would lay on my bed quiet for hours after I felt that presence of God.

    What began to happen to me has changed my life forever. I got to a place I couldn’t wait to press in. It was like a romance between me and God. I was now in love with God. I would run up the stairs like I couldn’t wait any longer to be with Him.

I didn’t have to press in to get Him to come. He was there already. There were weeks like this. God of the Universe was waiting for an average man like me. He wanted to be with me as much as I wanted to be with Him. WOW! I would just go in and still press in even though He was there already. I wanted to please Him more than any thing.

Soaking In God’s Glory





    I will explain how I came into the experience of soaking in God’s Glory. We will all learn how hunger is rewarded by an awareness of God’s very presence and by an experience of Him that results in the every day practice of the presence of God.




    I believe that these coming years will be an incredible season to come up higher and going deeper in our relationship with God. His heart so desires us, His glorious church, to be in a place of intimacy with Him and to walk in holiness.




    Ephesians 5:27 “That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.”




    It’s time to come into the embrace of God, pressing into His heart of love and allowing Him to bring conviction of sin so that we can be cleansed and forgiven. God is doing a great thing among us all. It will not come with out a price.




    1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.




    Wow! We’re on the way to becoming that pure, spotless bride that will be a trophy of His grace!




    What happened to me in God’s presence can be attributed to a period of many months that I spent soaking in the presence of Almighty God.




    It was a time of incredible visitation when I encountered God in what I call the glory liquid honey cloud of His presence. For nearly a year there was grace upon my prayer life where from one to four hours a day, all I could do was lie and be still in His presence. I called it soaking.




    All I was doing was positioning myself away from the everyday life and seeking God. Not that I wanted to. I just learned that I had to separate from the busyness to be in God’s Presence. I began by praying in hunger, pressing in for the power of God to bring me revival.




    I kept saying, “Holy Spirit please come. God You said if I would draw near to you that you would draw near to me. You said if I would seek you and search for you with all of my heart I’d find you.”




    “God I am pressing in violently, aggressively. I’m not letting go.”




    It was a radical pursuit of God’s presence crying out, seeking. I was desperately in search of the Lord and I was pursuing His glory. It was a time of holy hunger, a time of extreme anxiety.




    I was in a holy desperation for Him as a person and I was determined to be deeper in His glory than I had ever been before. I wanted to experience His presence in way that I had never known and I purposed in my heart to have an encounter with Him unlike any other that I have had before. I did everything that I could. I prayed in tongues for hours. I mean prayed! With praise, worship, intercession, supplication I would make my requests known to God. I was pressing in and I wanted a breakthrough. I wanted God and I knew how to sense His presence but I was never satisfied with where I had been the time before. I wasn’t content with what I had seen. I said, “Lord I want more.” And I pressed in.




    The fire was gone, the passion was gone, the newness was gone, the adventure was gone and the excitement was gone.




    That was my condition as I cried out in holy desperation, hungry for God before I learned to soak. That’s how I discovered soaking. I found it when I had this God given opportunity for pressing in, reminding myself of God’s promise that if I would draw near to Him, He would draw near to me. In desperation I yelled, “God of the heavens and come down.” And He did! He came down to show me that soaking is mainly quietness, listening and waiting.




    I have found in my walk with the Lord more power and revelation in quietness than in anything that I’ve done in prayer. I’ve come to understand that there is a place in the spirit that I believe is the highest form of prayer. It’s the silent prayer of the heart. It is so high that most Christians never get there. They don’t get over the demands of the mind. They fail to learn how to silence the busyness of their minds and emotions so they can enter in to true communion and fellowship with the Lord through quietness. In the church today we aren’t being quiet before the Lord. We don’t understand soaking and waiting. There is a practicing the presence of God and exercising our spiritual senses. We need to learn how to enter into the rest of God. We don’t know what it means to be still and know that God is God. We don’t know what it means to wait on the Lord. During my many months of learning to soak I had very real encounters with the person of Jesus Christ which I will talk about later.




    At the end of months of waiting, basking, bathing, marinating, just being in His presence I had a visitation of the Lord Himself.




    He came up behind me and I could feel his breath on my neck. I know it was the Lord and I long to have these types of visitations again and again.




    Now I am going to share with you some thoughts the Lord gave me about soaking and what it means to soak.




    Acts 1:5 For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence.




    Believe it or not there’s an aspect of baptism that has to do with cooking and preparing food. I think of pickles, BBQ, even chili is better the next day. It is like God wants us to soak and the more we soak, the more we get flavors to appear like Him.




    The word baptize as it appears in Acts 1:5 is translated from the Greek word abbath, which is derived from the verb bapto meaning to dip.




    It contains the ideas of dipping repeatedly, immersing, submerging, and also overwhelming




    (See the KJV New Testament Greek Lexicon)




    Now let’s consider marinating, as done to a rack of ribs. The ribs are so much improved when they are marinated. After being soaked in sauce for a few hours it becomes tender and juicy.




    There’s a similarity between marinating and soaking in the presence of the Holy Ghost. That means to be in His presence with no thought of self, resting in His glory and letting Him, saturate us. Remember Godly saturating takes time, weeks. We may have to soak for a long time before we’re really tender. These word pictures may help you to understand the meaning of the biblical meaning for baptism.




    The word of God is really saying, Come and be in the river of my presence over and over again! I want to immerse you, submerge you and overwhelm you with my presence.




    God invites you to stay with Him until you’re so changed, that nobody recognizes you when you come out. God wants to pickle all of us. I’m eternally glad that God pickled me when I soaked in God’s presence for months.




    I came out saturated with the Holy Spirit and His power so that I was no longer the man I used to be. Soaking transformed me.




    In the same way I came to understand the anointing of God, the power of God and His miracles. I gained a comprehension by lying in His presence in stillness and quietness. I would sit before meetings and God would speak and show me people in the meetings. I just sit quiet before the Lord. I received a greater revelation of who He is as I meditated on His words, “Be still and know that I am God.”




    In stillness God said to me, “I release to you the revelation of who I am and I cause you to know, I cause you to see, and I reveal myself in the stillness.”




    It is harder than you think to be quiet before the Lord. Revelation is in stillness. It’s waiting with an expectation, waiting as if you are going to see something. That’s how I was as I learned to soak. I was waiting with my mind and thoughts on Jesus. I was waiting with music playing in the background. All my attention was on Jesus. If my mind began to wander I pulled it back in.




    




    I invite you to try it for yourself.




    I want to begin our study emphasizing the sponge and the water because sometimes we’re like that old dry sponge before we come into contact with the fountain source of living water.




    Isaiah 58:11 And the LORD shall guide thee continually, and satisfy thy soul in drought, and make fat thy bones: and thou shalt be like a watered garden, and like a spring of water, whose waters fail not.




    John 4:14 But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.




    But listen. When the fountain of living water touches us, and it can come suddenly like an outpouring of the Holy Spirit, we won’t look the same anymore! God and His ways will actually spill out of us like rivers of living water.




    John 7:38 He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.




    In fact, with the right attitude, being dry can be a driving force that will push us to bear down and really seek the Lord the outpouring of His presence; His friendship and protection; His forgiveness and His cleansing power. In fact, the dry times turn out so often to be the best times!




    Earlier in this Chapter I shared with you about my journey, being so desperate and hungry for God, and how I began to be transformed by soaking in His presence. We examined several conditions of the heart, such as hunger, thirst and desperation. All of these attitudes go hand in hand with softening our hearts to the point that we really long for God, above all else.




    So let’s take a look at David, because he understood just how holy desperation and devotion will give us an important key for breakthroughs to be released in our lives.




    Psalm 63:1 A Psalm of David, when he was in the wilderness of Judah. O God, thou art my God; early will I seek thee: my soul thirsteth for thee, my flesh longeth for thee in a dry and thirsty land, where no water is; To see thy power and thy glory, so as I have seen thee in the sanctuary. Because thy loving kindness is better than life, my lips shall praise thee. Thus will I bless thee while I live: I will lift up my hands in thy name. My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness; and my mouth shall praise thee with joyful lips:




    Here David expresses the longings of his heart. He knows the loving kindness of the Lord. When he wrote this Psalm he was in the wilderness running for his life from King Saul. Now don’t miss this. When David said, “My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness, and my mouth shall praise you with joyful lips” he was actually making a prophetic decree. This declaration held the key to breakthroughs being released to him, breakthroughs that would deliver him from that dry and weary land.




    Here’s the key.




    He offered the sacrifice of praise




    Hebrews 13:15 By him therefore let us offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, that is, the fruit of our lips giving thanks to his name.




    That’s the key to breakthrough. That’s the key to finding God. That’s the key to going deeper. And I will be filled. I will be satisfied. I can say I’ll be satisfied because I know that if I can seek You and praise You even when it’s dry, You’ll fill me. Today many believers are dry, finding themselves in the wilderness. To those who are in this situation, it may look like a never-ending desert. However, if you can come up higher and dare to offer God the sacrifice of praise, your desert experience will begin to be transformed.




    David didn’t stay in the wilderness forever and neither will you.




    Hebrews 12:1 Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us,




    God is faithful and He will see you through.




    Look at the words of the Lord spoken through the prophet Isaiah.




    Isaiah 41:18 I will open rivers in high places, and fountains in the midst of the valleys: I will make the wilderness a pool of water, and the dry land springs of water.




    Just as the dry times are often the best times, so too, are the desert wilderness times.




    Psalms 107:35 He turneth the wilderness into a standing water, and dry ground into watersprings.




    Do you know what the desert is? The desert is a place of prayer; the quiet place. The desert speaks of the secret place.




    Psalms 91:1 He that dwelleth in the secret place of the most High shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.




    You can’t walk in the power of God without the desert. I want you to know that then we’re on our way to becoming that pure, spotless bride.




    You know, the true church is the bride of Christ and the bride must go into the wilderness for refining, which involves conviction of sin, forgiveness, and cleansing.




    Such purification is part of the answer to our question, “What else is good about being in the desert?”




    Song of Songs 8:5 Who is this that cometh up from the wilderness, leaning upon her beloved? I raised thee up under the apple tree: there thy mother brought thee forth: there she brought thee forth that bare thee.




    That’s us, those whole-hearted lovers of God who believe in Jesus Christ. And listen!




    There is an appointed time when we come up from the wilderness. But having said that, the way we go into the wilderness and the way we come up from the wilderness are two different things.




    Luke 4:1 And Jesus being full of the Holy Ghost returned from Jordan, and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness,




    Luke 4:14 And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and there went out a fame of him through all the region round about




    God wants us to know that the way we go into the wilderness, or desert, isn’t going to be the way we come out! He intends for us to come out with an increase of His Spirit on our lives. With the right attitude we will come out from the wilderness changed for the better! Also, did you realize that when Jesus came up from the desert place in the power of the Spirit that it was the set time to choose His disciples?




    I believe when we are changed, individually and corporately, as the bride of Christ coming up from the desert, we will be in a very good position to make important choices and decisions. And there’s more!




    I’m convinced that when we come out from the wilderness with the increase of His Spirit upon us, one of the first places that God wants to bring us to is actually our own heart, filled with a revelation of His goodness. He wants us overflowing with joy as symbolized by the wedding celebration at Cana.




    I believe that where the wedding celebration was happening must have been where His glory was! And when our hearts are filled with joy and celebration we’ll be able to be where His glory is. It’s about the hidden place of our heart that’s where we can be surrounded by God’s Glory. So there is a God purpose in our desert experience that’s meant for our good. In the dry desert times we’ll learn to give God the sacrifice of praise; we’ll be purified; transformed; as well as being in a very good position to make important decisions.




    And last but not least, God will bring us to the place in our hearts of joy and celebration, where His glory is.




    Matthew 5:6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled.




    Our hunger shall be satisfied! God is waiting for us to come into His presence and spend time with Him, to be with Him. We get to celebrate and experience God’s glory when we soak in His presence. However, it takes Holy Ghost discipline to shut out everything that pulls us away from God and the secret place.




    Do you know what happens to a lot of pastors, leaders, and evangelists? They start out soaking; they start out in passion. They start out being so in love with Jesus, so lovesick that from the moment they wake up to the moment they go to bed, it’s Jesus. And the presence of the Lord is fresh on them; they’ve got “edge.” The Word of the Lord falls on their lives.




    Then people take notice of their new flame and the phone starts ringing and they get so busy with a mindset of give, give, give, minister, minister, minister. And all this stuff starts happening.




    But we need to stay at the feet of the Lord. There is something about sitting at the Lord’s feet.




    Psalms 46:10 Be still, and know that I am God: I will be exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the earth.




    What happens when we’re still? We come to the revelation of knowing that God is God. In fact the very word know in this verse means perceive




    (Strong’s Concordance 3045).




    It means to know by revelation—the same kind of revelation that inspired Simon Peter with the knowledge that Jesus was the Christ, the Son of the living God.




    Matthew 16:13-17 When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am? And they said, Some say that thou art John the Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the prophets. He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven.




    By just being still and sitting in God’s presence not saying anything, all of a sudden we understand and we perceive, and we come to know God by revelation. Remember, David knew the Lord so well that he had the revelation of God’s loving kindness.




    Isaiah 30:15 For thus saith the Lord GOD, the Holy One of Israel; In returning and rest shall ye be saved; in quietness and in confidence shall be your strength: and ye would not.




    Isaiah shares God’s message about being in that place of quietness. There is a confidence and strength that we can only get from being in quietness, being in stillness; then God strengthens us. There is a place to receive. In his gospel account, Luke the physician wrote that Mary which was the sister of Martha and Lazarus.




    Luke 10:39 And she had a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus’ feet, and heard his word.




    She positioned herself in the place of receiving and surrender. She just sat there quietly looking at His face, listening. How are you positioned in prayer? That’s where God wants to bring us! Oh, how the Father longs for our fellowship—that we would walk humbly with Him.




    Micah 6:8 He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth the LORD require of thee, but to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy God?




    We all can soak in God’s presence. It will require you to put your flesh down. Pray and ask God for a deeper hunger and thirst for his presence through soaking.
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
