	ery few readers can say they’ve known the author of a book their whole lives, but I can! And because I’ve known him my whole life, I have had a front row seat to observe and also be involved in the healing ministry that God has graced my dad with. And let me tell you: It is real, and it is authentic. He doesn’t pray or minister for show. He ministers from the heart, and he equips others to do the same. It is not about making a name for himself; it is about leading people to the name of Jesus.


	One of the titles I remember my dad considering for this book was “Un-Hyped Healing.” That is truly an accurate description of how he ministers and how the Lord has used him over the years. He is very humble and sensitive in his approach to praying for others, praying lovingly and gently, yet firmly and with compassion. I believe this approach both honors the Lord and the people being ministered to, and it leads to many glorious and miraculous testimonies—many of which you will read in this book.


	I believe the reason for this can be largely attributed to how my dad endeavors to live by the reality that Jesus only did what He saw His Father doing (John 5:19). So if Jesus lived that way, it is a good indication that we should too. It is not about following a certain method, as if there is a one-size-fits-all approach to healing ministry. Rather, it is about following Jesus. And Jesus ministered in all kinds of different ways in all kinds of different situations. That is because each person is different, and each circumstance is unique. My dad has often stated that Jesus prayed for six different blind people in six different ways. So the key is to find out what Jesus is doing, and then do that; rather than just doing something because we’ve always done it.


	The topic of healing can encompass many things. A particular theme that will stand out to you in this book is that there is value in the healing process, whether that process involves medical or miraculous healing—or a combination of both. Jesus healed people instantaneously; He healed people through a process; and He even utilized the assistance of medical professionals. All are biblical, and all can be effective in their own right. Another thing you will discover as you read is that healing can encompass many facets of life, including physical, emotional, and spiritual. And God wants us to be healthy in all of these areas.


	With these things in mind, let me conclude by stating that my dad is the same in the public eye and in private. He has prayed for my healing many times when I was sick, injured, or even had a simple headache. He was always gentle; he always sought to pray how Jesus led him to pray in that moment; and he never hesitated to seek the appropriate medical care for me when needed—but he always started first with prayer. I remember many occasions when I began to quickly feel better as a result of that prayer. I can recall other instances when the prayer opened the door for a strategy to help solve the problem, and when we implemented that strategy, the healing came quickly. And I know that he didn’t simply pray for me; he taught me how to pray too, because he was always interested in equipping others to do the work of the ministry.


	So as you read this book, get ready to be encouraged but also equipped to do the work. I believe God will use this book in your own personal healing journey, and He will use it in your journey of learning how to pray for others and see God’s healing power manifest in their lives too. 	hank you for choosing to read my book. I believe you have made a good choice, and I pray that this fun approach and interpretive rendering between medical healing and supernatural healing will provide a hunger for fruitful encounters with God. You have permission to get well at any time while reading this book!


	My motive in writing books is to get the message out about how wonderful God is and how He so desires to work for you and minister through you, just like He has for me. One of my theme Scriptures is centered on Ephesians 4:11–12, where the five-fold offices of ministry are given by Jesus, as recorded by Paul, for the purpose of equipping and training the people of God to do the work of the ministry, rather than just doing it for them. So many church congregations have the attitude that the pastors and staff are hired to do the work of the ministry, but this is not the mandate of the New Testament. Keep reading, and you will learn to discern how God can work through you just as well and effectively as any pastor or church leader. This discovery can literally change your whole perspective on your present ministry.


	Instead of using the word chapter, each section is called a “Checkup,” to align with the theme highlighted in the forthcoming Preliminary Diagnosis. Another word for checkup is examination, and in each chapter we examine what the Word of God says about healing. A further reason for using the word checkup is because almost every time I’ve concluded a prayer for healing I declare that there is a miracle when you check. My prayers are directed up toward heaven, so using the word checkup has a companion meaning, both from a medical perspective and that of actually checking for supernatural results after praying for someone.


	Unlike my previous three books, this one has no study guide at the conclusion of each chapter. This is intentional because I really dislike methods and work hard at doing only what I see the Father doing. Jesus did the same when agreeing to this practice in John 5:19 and 30. So as you read this book, please stay focused on what the Lord is sharing with you and telling you to do. If He gives instructions, step out in faith and do what He asks you to do, responding with faithfulness and gratitude that He has chosen you to carry out His assignment within your sphere of influence. Isaiah 1:19 declares that if we are willing and obedient, He will give us the good of the land. Boldness is a byproduct of knowing Jesus and being filled with His Spirit.


	 Someday when I get to heaven, I want the Lord to say, “Well done, good and faithful servant” (Matt. 25:21). I don’t want to hear Him just say, “Well, well, well, look who showed up.” Personally, I enjoy it when God shows up with me today. Receiving Jesus as your Savior and Lord includes two important components. Having Jesus in our lives provides the opportunity to get to heaven from earth when we die, but also gives us the option to access heaven while still living on earth. In what is often called The Lord’s Prayer, these words were penned for all eternity: “Thy Kingdom come, Thy will be done, in earth [in your location right now where you are] as it [already] is in heaven” (Matt. 6:10, KJV, emphasis added). Remember, with God’s Word and power, there is no expiration date.


	Lord, I pray that Your Kingdom will come to every person reading this book, that new dimensions of truth will be secured, that new waves of glory will be experienced, and that we will all learn how to flow in Your presence and in Your Kingdom operation. Let the encounters begin. If you agree, say, “Well, well, well! I am well!”


	 


	 




 


	Preliminary Diagnosis

	art of my goal while writing this book was to recognize that in addition to supernatural healing, God can and will use medical doctors to promote healing. There is a passage in the Bible at Acts 28:8–9 that describes both of these options. Let’s use it as a heavenly prescription for the rest of this book. Since many prescriptions are written with Latin terms, I will list the verses in Latin and then in English:


	 


	contigit autem patrem Publii febribus et dysenteria vexatum iacere ad quem Paulus intravit et cum orasset et inposuisset ei manus salvavit eum quo facto et omnes qui in insula habebant infirmitates accedebant et curabantur (Latin Vulgate)


	 


	And it happened that the father of Publius lay sick of a fever and dysentery. Paul went in to him and prayed, and he laid his hands on him and healed him. So when this was done, the rest of those on the island who had diseases also came and were healed.


	 


	In verse eight, the Greek word for “healed” is iaomaio, but in verse nine the Greek word is therapeuo. That second word is where we get our English word therapy, implying that the healings in verse eight by Paul were supernatural, while the ones in verse nine could have been more therapeutic with Luke employing either natural or therapy-related medical care to those who were touched by Paul.


	But since I am not a biblical language scholar, I consulted a good friend of mine, Dr. Bill Jackson, who has functioned as my mentor and who is also an author and leads his own ministry called Radical Middle Ministries out of Corona, California. Here is his response to my question about these two words that are both translated “healing”:


	 


	Hi Jay,


	 


	I checked out your options and concluded that this interpretation is possible. Historical narrative is assessed for its probability. In this case, while the two words iaomai and therapeuo are basically synonyms for healing, therapeuo can have the connotation of “care for” or “cure.” Cure could easily have the shade of meaning of medical help. But given that Luke here implies that the healings were immediate, this might mean that some needed care afterward in some way.


	 


	Given the number of people that had come forward for healing prayer, even though Luke is using hyperbole (overstating the case to make the point), Paul would have needed help. Luke’s presence there as a physician would lend itself to his involvement as one of Paul’s teammates, not just in “doctoring” but also in the laying on of hands for healing. I would say that it is very possible that Luke was involved in the healing process. I’d also say this moves this interpretation over into the realm of very possible and maybe even probable.


	 


	In Ben Witherington’s commentary on Acts, he says, “It is not impossible that Luke was involved in some way.” Witherington is a top notch scholar who teaches at one of the best seminaries in the country, a Methodist school in Wilmore, Kentucky, called Asbury.


	 


	Now that you have read this interesting possibility, you may even be saying to yourself, “Well, well, well, isn’t that interesting.” This authentication sets the tone for both insights to be included and explored in the narrative of this book.


	I hope you will share this book with your ministry and medical friends alike, letting them know that there is a balanced approach to healing written and practiced with the intended purpose of helping others get well.

	ecently on the way home from church, I saw a sign for an estate sale, so I decided to go check it out. After purchasing a couple items, I came out to the car and saw an open house sign across the street, so I decided to venture over and look at the house. My wife Diane and I love to look at open houses to get decorating and gardening ideas. As I walked into the house, the realtor greeted me and started to share about the house. He offered to let me roam the house, but I encouraged him to come with me and point things out. Immediately, I noticed he was limping. When we got to the stairs to descend to the basement, he then gripped the handrail with both hands and walked very slowly and sideways down the stairs.


	At the bottom, I inquired as to what was wrong with his feet, and he shared that he had some growths that had been surgically removed but had grown back a couple of times. I casually yet intentionally mentioned that I thought God could heal his feet. Then I proceeded to share a testimony of how I had once prayed for a man at a restaurant who had a bone spur and how God healed him in the parking lot of the restaurant. I added with an encouraging smile that God likes to heal at restaurants and at open houses, and the realtor replied that he would take anything at this point. So I jumped at the chance and offered to pray. My prayer was less than thirty seconds in length, as I declared his healing. Then, I shared that there is a miracle when you check and asked him to walk across the basement floor. He did that and immediately told me that there was substantially less pain. I had him walk again, and this time the pain was almost completely gone.


	I then asked him to go up and down the stairs, and he went right up with a normal gait and came right back down in a natural way too. We went back upstairs, and he went walking on the hardwood floors, just amazed that he had no pain. He then told me that he was Presbyterian and had been taught all his life that healing had passed and stopped with the end of the apostolic age. He went on to say that he never believed in healing for today, and then with a very long pause, he added, “Until today.” He received a gentle wave of healing from Heaven that demonstrated how God’s abiding presence is still available today and did not pass with the apostolic age. One of the reasons it did not pass is because the apostolic age is not over either, but that is another subject.


	God has enabled me to minister in the area of healing now for many years, but with gradual increase over the past few years, seeing quicker responses, faster healing, and more rapid recoveries, as healing impartations have been shared, prayed, taught, and received. I believe God wants all of us to be well. Thus, I have used a little phrase, “Well, Well, Well,” as the title of this book to assist you in promoting a healthy approach to biblical teaching on healing.


	


	Integrate and Disintegrate


	 


	My goal is to integrate faith and disintegrate the hype and the sensationalism that sometimes accompany the demonstrations and manifestations of the Holy Spirit. This hype is at times promoted by individuals who have been mistakenly impressed somehow to think that they are the reason that these things are happening, rather than giving the glory back to God for all that He has done through them. But I have to admit to you up front that even though I am seeing large percentages of people I pray for getting well, and while I have experienced a measure of successful healing manifestations, I am really just an apprentice and continue to learn and grow in my understanding in these areas. It is an area for ongoing growth, and I am learning more and more about healing almost every day. While I am disappointed when I don’t see someone get well, I am also elated at the number of people who do get well and keep on pressing in for more. This is just like the surfer who, when he misses a wave or completely wipes out, will still go back and try to catch the next wave.


	I work hard at ministering in a low-key fashion, trying not to draw attention to myself, but to promote Kingdom life and encounters with God while seeing Jesus get lots of credit, honor, adoration, devotion, and adulation. Simultaneously, there are times when God just shows up in a huge way and the manifestations happen like rapid fire from a weapon that no one can control (nor would they want to). It’s during these times that we see God’s Kingdom on display, which is His way for that particular moment to draw more people to Him. It’s His deal, His party, and His event, and I am just along for the ride. Jesus is the agenda!
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
