I was and am often sick.” Or: “My life was marked by fate.” Or: “In my life I lacked courage and persistence.” Or also: “I was often alone in my life; I was lonely and unhappy.” Or: “Now my life is coming to an end. My body is worn out and old.” Or: “If I could be young again, I would live my life totally differently,” etc., etc.

Each person has his own individual life.
