THE

      Zion (Ps. 134). Mark the Spirit’s words: “Behold, how good
      and
      how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity
      (Ps. 133).
      It is like the precious ointment which is not only upon the
      Head, but
      which reaches to all connected with Him, whilst the fragrant
      perfume
      of it pervades all around. It is also like the dew of
      Hermon’s
      height: descending, distilling, and refreshing Zion. No
      wonder we
      read, “There the Lord commands the blessing—even eternal
      life!”
      It is not surprising that this is the only place eternal life
