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IS IT POSSIBLE TO BECOME RICH?

Once you have done this, please close this book and go on with your life as you have been doing so far. Do not waste any more time reading this text. Keep dedicating yourself to tormenting your existence, torturing yourself in the confidence that with a salary or an average income that they give you to survive, you will one day have everything you want.

Now, if what you want is to change your life, attracting fortune to you in the exact measure of your exact desires, keep reading this book, here you will get the answers you are looking for.

To become a millionaire or multi-millionaire, it is not necessary to be very smart, because most of the world’s rich people are not, on the contrary, those who strive to develop their intelligence always end up working for the rich ones.

Neither does one have to be exempt from illnesses or physical deficiencies, since there are many disabled people for whom their handicap has not been an obstacle to becoming immensely rich.

The things that are needed to be done and the steps that are needed to be followed to access Goddess Fortune are actually very few, but foolproof. Surely you already know some of them, but you have never put them into practice. As soon as you know them fully, have absolute awareness of them and start executing them, your life will change definitively and irreversibly.

THE DECISION

It is irrefutably true that wealth or poverty are not a material situation of some people who have more than others, but a way of thinking, which has its practical consequences.
