Emotional Manipulation - which makes use of different feelings and emotions to manipulate and influence the behaviors and thoughts of your target

Cognitive Distortions - which involve the use of logical fallacies, selective attention, and misinformation to shape and form the perception and beliefs of others

	
Lies And Deception - which means you will have to use half-truths, false information, or omission so you can confuse and mislead those around you. 

	
Control And Power - which is all about the use of rewards, punishments, or threats as a means of asserting your control or dominance over the other - The techniques here also aim to shape one’s behaviors.

	
Mirroring - which involves adapting the mannerisms and behaviors of another to obtain power and control

	
Anchoring - which often occurs whenever someone negotiates with another - Here, one party will supply a starting point at first, which will serve as the benchmark for the settlement. The discussion or negotiation will then be anchored or centered around the benchmark before the two parties explore the adjustment prices for the settlement even further. 

	
Agreeableness Bias - which works by depending on superficial similarities and neglecting systematic differences between the viewpoints and core beliefs of people - The goal here is to earn the trust of those around them. 

	
Seduction - which aims to obtain bonds and attachments depending on trauma - These traumatic bonds are the ones that develop or leverage psychological wounds, instead of mature affection and love. 

	
Innuendos - involving the use of loaded statements and communicating them to people without providing explicit explanations on what they mean - This can greatly affect the ability of someone to make decisions since they have already succumbed to manipulation. 



Understanding Dark Psychology Triad

Looks Selfless

Note, though, that these are workings of covert-aggressive manipulators.
