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Albert Bridge




    It is a Grade II* listed road bridge over the River Thames connecting Chelsea to Battersea.




    Designed and built in 1873 as a cable-stayed bridge it proved to be structurally unsound. Between 1884 and 1887 some modifications were made.




    The Greater London Council carried out further strengthening work in 1973.




    As a result the bridge is an unusual hybrid of three different design styles.




    Big Ben




    When people think of Big Ben, they think of the clock tower near the House of Parliament. Big Ben is, in fact, the name for the bell inside the tower. Regardless, it is probably one of the most famous landmarks in London.




    The bell chimes every 15 minutes so all Londoners can hear. If you’re a native of the UK, you can climb the clock tower to see Big Ben, however oversees visitors are not permitted to tour the tower.




    
Bloomsbury Pubs




    Fitzroy Tavern




    The pub took its name from a local aristocrat the Earl of Fitzroy.

    Named after the prominent political philosopher and early supporter of University College London.




    The Lord John Russell




    Authentic pub popular with University students




    The Museum Tavern




    A very good pub, offering a wide range of real ales.




    The Pint Pot




    Gets exceptionally crowded after office hours.
