	Introduction

	What reverberates in our hearts with the desire to go deeper in our relationship and knowledge of the Father, Jesus the Son, and the Holy Spirit? 

	I believe it is resident in the deepest part of our being, even our DNA. On that finding I make this statement of our need, and desire to pursue personal growth to that fullness of our destiny. 

	Destiny is a very important word in my spiritual vocabulary, and I am passionate about seeing people fulfill their destiny in their generation. The Father has gifted me to see people’s destiny, and speaking to that destiny as I encounter them. If I am not able to speak it, I will pray to the Father that it to come to pass. Nothing excites me more than to see an individual move step by step into the fullness of their destiny.

	I have tried, but I cannot get away from this subject of destiny, so here we are again talking about destiny, but this time it is from the Father first. If you have read any of my other books, it is resident within the pages of those repeatedly.

	Also found within the pages of this book are themes of intimacy, faith, and revelation of the days to come. Those seem to be the most prevalent.

	This began about 2006 as a weekly prophetic word from the Father sent out by email every Monday.  It was called Monday Manna. It was awesome to hear from the Father and then send it out to hundreds of people to start their week. It included direction, encouragement, and sometimes correction. Many forwarded each week’s Monday Manna on to friends and family, and along the way I would find out or see them posted on a number of other websites, prophetic bulletin boards, and even on TV programs. 

	After about five years of releasing Monday Manna each week, the Lord revealed to me that the season had ended. Then several years later I began to hear “it is time to publish Monday Manna as a devotional for my body to use over and over and expand on each week’s word by bringing understanding and expansion of its meaning.”  You can start anytime no matter the date on the calendar. It is intended to be used again and again.

	I trust this will be a time of growth, destiny and purpose in your life. As always, I would love to hear the reports of its impact on you and others.  I love hearing from my readers. It encourages me to keep to the path of impacting people that I would never meet. This is a 40 day journey you are about to embark on. It surely is unknown at this point for you, but I trust it will quickly unfold for you.

	The number 40 is of great significance in Yahweh’s Kingdom. In Kevin Conner’s book Interpreting the Symbols and Types the number 40 is referenced in the following scriptures: Numbers 13:5; 14:33-34; Matthew 4:2; Acts 1:5; Exodus 34:27-28; Ezekiel 4:6; Acts 7:30; 1 Kings 10:4-8. Kevin states the number 40 represents “number of probation, testing, ending in victory or defeat.”

	In Paula Price’s book The Prophet’s Dictionary she writes regarding the number 40: “The number of spiritual preparation through trials and wilderness bouts. When applied to time it refers to a season predisposed to natural disaster and calamities.’ Also, forty years is the length of time it takes Pleiades – the star cluster of the seven stars—to appear. Forty is an ancient number linked to purification and used in the Bible to commemorate significant events in the calendar of God. Whenever the number is employed prophetically, it is indicative of a dramatic, elongated act of the Almighty. Biblical events associated with the number forty are:

	The importance of understanding the spiritual significance of numbers is valuable in seeing the fulfillment of destiny in your life.

	Almost every day has a prophecy as the foundation for that day. It is italicized to stand out to the audience as to its importance. 

	I have referred to God in several of His names in this devotional. I want you to understand that God is not a name but a function. Yahweh and Jehovah are some of the names of the creator of the universe. We want to call him by his name and not his function. 

	He is a personal God who desires personal relationship with his creation and desires to be called by His name, of which there are hundreds. I did not want you to be confused by this so I wanted to communicate it to you from the beginning. If you want to understand more about the names of our God then I would highly suggest the book His Glorious Names by Rev. Quamaniq and Dr. Suuqiina. They write of 365 names of YHWH and all the significance of each name. You can order it from their website Indigenous Messengers International. It is a necessity for every Christian’s bookshelf in my opinion. It will change your understanding of the God we serve. It covers the Hebrew letters and their meanings, the musical notes, because every Hebrew letter is also a note and the biblical passages.

	In my first book Take Back the Night as an Appendix I listed the more than 200 names of our God compiled by Dr. Sam Sasser, a wonderful man of Jehovah and missionary to the Micronesian Islands for many years.
