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    Shortly after I was saved in 1987, I received various prophetic words about my participation in Purify and Sanctify the Bride. It’s a “John the Baptist” Ministry, so I was told. If I only knew what it meant and what was waiting on me.




    A very long time of training and teaching by the Holy Spirit followed with regard to my calling, specifically the spiritual activities in the kingdom of darkness. A life of a spiritual soldier wounded on a regular basis – fall, stand up again with a flaming flickering sword held up high for the battle. In the prophetic ministry, I learnt at a very early stage that the end time prophets will have to stand in the gap of the walls for the Bride of our Jesus Christ. False ministers, false prophets, Satanists, Freemasons, Roman Catholics, Jezebel, sons and daughters of Belial, spirits which cause emotional and physical illnesses and a whole lot more of demonic powers which are on this earth to steal, and to kill and to destroy have crossed my path. In the past I have bled, cried, fled, got depressed, been filled with fear, sinned, lost a fight and been victorious in battle. But my faith in Christ was and will never be lost. HE IS KING FOREVER. Every knee shall bow - mankind and demon – and will confess that He is the Christ.




    I’ve met Satan personally in March 2009. He is exactly everything that the Word says about him, and nothing less. I thank our Father, our King Jesus and the Holy Spirit that Satan was slain on the Cross of Calvary. I am calling out with the Holy Spirit to you to get ready, fill your lanterns with oil, for the Bridegroom is coming. My message to all is very simple:  I am going to Heaven, come with me. If anything is troubling you, let’s deal with it in the Name of Jesus Christ.

    The Holy Spirit And Spiritual Counselling




    Spiritual Counsellor: Holy Spirit and Word inspired




    Luke 4 verse 18 and 19: “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,”




    19 “To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.”




    “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because the Lord hath anointed me to proclaim the gospel to the poor.”




    To serve as a successful counsellor the anointing of the Holy Spirit is very important, because as a counsellor you operate on a regular basis in the super natural world. The Holy Spirit empowers you with gifts described in 1 Corinthians 12: the word of wisdom, the word of knowledge, the gift of faith, the gift of healing, the working of miracles, prophecy, discerning of spirits, and diverse kinds of tongues and the interpretation of tongues.




    Frequently in spiritual counselling it is found that, the people are financially poor because they have become spiritually poor. The preaching of the gospel of salvation of Jesus Christ is always the main focal point. The counsellor’s central goal needs to be two fold. Firstly there needs to be a co-working with the Holy Spirit to bring inner healing. Secondly we need to minister the gospel in such a way that the person receiving counselling will be armed by the Word to enter into the Kingdom of our Father fully insured of his or her salvation.




    He has sent me to heal the broken-hearted:




    A broken heart is in need of trauma counselling. Rape, severe assault, the death of a loved one, sudden divorce and severe rejection are only but a few examples thereof. Such a person experiences that his or her life is worthless and is without hope. To be consoled together with the powerful working of the Holy Spirit is an urgent need for such a person.




    Some people can be living with a broken heart for many years without ever receiving healing; which may lead to severe emotional problems and even severe behavioural disorders. The counsellor needs to apply deep level healing, under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, whereby the counsellor takes that person back to that traumatic incident in his or her life.




    To preach deliverance to the captives:




    These captives are not criminals locked up in jail; they are in captivity because of Satan and his evil spirits for several reasons. Taking part in activities of the occult and persisting with wilful sins leads to this kind of captivity over a person’s body, mind and soul.




    “When the Son sets you free, you are free indeed!”




    This freedom is the Saving Power in Jesus Christ that declares that He is the Son of God who came in the flesh to save us and to set us free from all the works of the devil. These captives must accept this and believe this. Only then, can the counsellor proceed and deliver them.




    “And to recover sight to the blind”:




    Jesus accused the church leaders of His time of “being blind” and “leading the blind”. They were unfit to receive the gospel of the Kingdom of God for which Jesus came to preach and did not recognise Jesus as the Messiah. Jesus described them as being spiritually blind. Even though they were always studying the holy books, they could never see God’s love and understand His plan of salvation.




    Human beings are sometimes blinded by a religious spirit. They leave out very important scriptures or even twist scripture around and never experience true freedom in Christ. They ask a lot of questions, stir up quarrels and believe that only they themselves or their church denomination alone is true and correct. They are dressed in God’s salvation but the power thereof is lost.




    “To set at liberty them that are bruised”




    A broken hearted person is a person who over a long period of time has severe emotional problems that affect the quality of his life. All of his relationships are also negatively influenced. Spiritually related illnesses such as bipolar, compulsive behaviour disorders, depression and anxiety attacks are all symptoms of a broken heart.




    The Word states clearly that these people must be liberated. Demons are ever present with these kinds of illnesses and it is in this area that a spiritual counsellor operates. Root problems such as fear, bitterness, rejection, depression must be treated and people need to be set free from the operating demons in their lives.




    To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord:




    When a spiritual counsellor, together with the Holy Spirit brings to fulfilment the Word of Jesus, which states: “When the Son sets you free, you are free indeed”, then we proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord when a life of love, peace and joy in the power of the Holy Spirit in honour of the Father and the Son has been brought forth.




    
Child Of The Most High God - “Peace Be With You”




    The Fall of Man:




    The temptation of Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden had very bad repercussions for all humankind. Adam was the ruler on earth but Satan deprived him of this position. Through Jesus Christ we are able to have victory over the evil one and to rule again in our own lives and circumstances by the guidance of the Holy Spirit.




    Adam Lost:




    a) His Peace




    His relationship with God, with whom he walked in peace in the garden, was hurt and he had to hide himself. Gen. 3: 9-10 “And the LORD God called unto Adam, and said unto him, Where art thou? And he said, I heard thy voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked; and I hid myself.”




    b) His Rulership




    Where he once ruled from the Garden of Eden over the earth, now it is cursed by God and Adam must work with effort to generate food to eat. Gen 3:17 “And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life”. God created mankind to walk in peace with Him and to have a relationship with Him, like he once had with Adam. However that relationship was broken between man and God there was no longer peace.




    Jesus Restores:




    a) Peace




    Before Jesus was crucified, He made us a promise that He will leave us with His peace. By doing this, He restored and took away the fear and dismay Adam felt after he had sinned.




    John 14:27 ‘Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world giveth, give I unto you.  Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.’’




    b) Authority – Important Weapon




    Authority – Greek EXOUSIA; delegated authority and freedom to express and exercise the mandate of God in His interest, total authority to do the work of God as if it is God himself doing the work. All believers have the following:




    Authority over the enemy




    Luke 10:17 ‘and the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils are subject unto us through thy name.’




    Authority to rebuke unclean spirits and to heal the sick




    Matt. 10:1 “And when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, he gave them power against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease.”




    Authority to forgive sins




    John 20:23 “Whose so ever sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them; and whose so ever sins ye retain, they are retained.”




    Authority to bind and loose




    Matt 18:18 “Verily I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever ye shall loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.”




    The works of the enemy:




    Experience has taught me, after counselling hundreds of people, that Satan and his demons have set a goal to rob people of their peace, joy and love. Even believers, washed in the blood of Jesus sometimes experience psychological problems or have inner struggles. Normally these kinds of struggles have their origin in the impact of the works of evil at one stage or another, even long before birth up to the present time in their lives. Jesus said the following regarding the work of the devil; John 10:10 “the thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.” Because of the impact of such works of evil in our lives, we do not experience the life of abundance that Jesus referred to. For this reason, in this course, we will be looking into and discussing the following works of the enemy.




    a) To prevent believers entering into the kingdom




    Jesus said that we must first seek the Kingdom of God and His righteousness and all other things will be added unto us. The aim of the work of darkness is to prevent this from happening, so that we may not receive spiritual and financial blessings.




    The Kingdom of God exists of:




    Rom 14:17 “For the Kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost”. And also in 1 Cor 4:20 “For the kingdom of God is not in word, but in power.”




    By creating circumstances or by using people, the ruler of darkness is scheming to rob the believer of his inner peace, joy, strength and by doing so the outcome is sin causing us to lose our righteousness in God.




    b) Activate curses and seeing them through




    Sometimes we as believers experience spiritual, bodily, emotional and financial problems because of curses placed upon our lives and because of sins of disobedience. Should a person, for example speak a lot of negative things about himself he will give an opening to the powers of darkness to activate such things (curses) in his life and to see it through. The power of life and death is in the tongue. Some movements in the occult activate these spoken curses on believers and their families.




    It is possible for a believer to live under a certain curse because of the sins of his forefathers.




    These are termed bloodline curses or generational curses and illnesses. Ex.20:5 “Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the LORD thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me”. Jesus Christ became a curse on the cross for us, so that we will be redeemed and saved from all curses.




    c) Root problems




    There are normally six root problems in the soul dimension of humans:




    1) Fear




    2) Bitterness




    3) Rejection




    4) Rebellion / Depression




    5) Boasting / Pride




    6) The Occult




    All six of these root problems could be passed on from one generation to another. should a person have any one of these root problems in his soul dimension, the following symptoms will appear:




    Incapable of experiencing the presence of God;




    Find it hard to praise – sing songs of praise to God – to preach the gospel;




    Find it difficult to experience the love of God and to accept it;




    Spiritual growth in the Holy Spirit is lacking;




    Experience feelings of guilt and cannot accept the gospel of Jesus;




    A feeling that one cannot talk to God – prayers hit  the ceiling;




    Problems in relationships with co-believers, marriage partners and family etc.




    NB: Tactics of the Evil one




    Man is created in the image of God and comprises of soul, spirit and body. Various kinds of demonic attacks or bindings are used to put people into captivity.




    The Spirit:




    The spirit of man exists in three dimensions: conscious, unconscious and subconscious.  The evil one uses “controlling spirits” to capture the spirit of the person, the spirit which God gave to people to make them aware of God and his presence making it possible for them to worship Him.




    The Soul:




    The soul of man exists in three dimensions: intellect, will and emotions. Here the evil one makes use of ‘power spirits’ to undermine the will of man and to influence his emotions negatively. For instance this can be obtained through: Rage, hatred, bitterness, jealousy and so forth. The six root causes which were referred to earlier are: Fear, bitterness, rejection, rebellion and or depression, pride and the occult; these we will find in the soul dimension of mankind.




    The body:




    The attacks or bindings of the evil one on the body work in on the mind or thoughts and also on our sexuality. Sexual lust or sexual coldness springs forth from these bindings.




    The Good news – Jesus did come!




    With the coming of Jesus Christ it is now possible for believers to receive inner and physical healing.




    Luke 4:18-19 “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the broken-hearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.”




    The purpose of this course is purely to create an opportunity for Jesus, through the Holy Spirit, to set the captives free, to heal the broken-hearted and to bring healing to the sick.




    If we have a concise look at Jesus’ ministry on earth as shown in the four gospels we find that He mainly did three things:




    1) He preached the gospel,




    2) He healed the sick,




    3) He set the captives free.




    JESUS DID COME TO GIVE US INNER HEALING!




    The ministry of Jesus




    1) Preach the gospel of salvation




    Jesus was sent by the Father to preach the gospel of the Kingdom of God and for that reason: God loved the world so much and did not want anybody to be lost but saved and to receive eternal life. In the New Testament we find that 111 references are made to the gospel of salvation. Luke 4:43 “And he said unto them, I must preach the kingdom of God to other cities also: for therefore am I sent.”




    According to the Word, Jesus mainly concentrated on preaching the gospel to the poor and to the lost (sinners). From my ministry’s point of view I understand just that, poverty (with exceptions) is caused by curses resting on peoples finances.




    Jesus came so that we may have a life in abundance.




    Luke 4:18 “The spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor;”




    Matthew 9:13 “But go ye and learn what that meaneth, I will have mercy, and not sacrifice: for I am not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.”




    2) Healing the sick




    If we look carefully at the manner in which Jesus healed various people, we will find that some illnesses are caused by organic causes, or that the person can get an illness in the body because of sin caused directly by an evil spirit. The Lord healed people who were disturbed by evil spirits.




    a) Organic illnesses




    In the Word we find various examples of people being healed by either a word or action from Jesus. Mark 8:22-23 “And he cometh to Bethsaida; and they bring a blind man unto him, and besought him to touch him. And he took the blind man by the hand, and led him out of the town; and when he had spit on his eyes, and put his hands upon him, he asked him if he saw ought.”




    b) Sin causes illness




    Extreme use of alcohol causes liver illness, harlotry causes sexually transmitted diseases, revelry can cause heart related diseases.




    NB: Jesus first forgives the person his sin and then heals them. Matt 9:2 “And, behold, they brought to him a man sick of the palsy, lying on a bed: and Jesus seeing their faith said unto the sick of the palsy; Son, be of good cheer; thy sins be forgiven thee.” Matt 9:6 “But that ye may know that the Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins, (then saith he to the sick of the palsy,) Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thine house.”




    c) Illnesses caused by evil spirits




    Later in the course we will see that the spirit of fear can cause Peptic conditions for example. The example in the Word, we are going to read, shows us that a person can be made deaf and mute by a bad spirit.  Mark 9:25 “When Jesus saw that the people came running together, he rebuked the foul spirit, saying unto him, Thou dumb and deaf spirit, I charge thee, come out of him, and enter no more into him.”




    d) People disturbed by evil spirits – healed




    Experience has taught me that people being disturbed by evil spirits can experience serious psychological and spiritual problems. The most dramatic example we find in the Word is most probably the possessed man of Gadara; who had a legion of demons within him.  From this course we will learn that Satan specialises in creating emotional disturbances in a variety of ways. We also see that the apostles, like Peter, carried on with the ministry of Jesus, to heal those possessed by evil spirits. Acts 5:16 “There came also a multitude out of the cities round about unto Jerusalem, bringing sick folks, and them which were vexed with unclean spirits: and they were healed every one.”

Image Of God - Man





    In the image of God




    Gen 1: 26: “And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.”




    “Let us make man in our image, after our likeness”




    The Word reveals that God manifests as, God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit.  People were also created in three dimensions:  soul, spirit and body.
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    God the Father – The Soul Dimension




    Emotions




    Love: John 3: 16 “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”




    Anger: 1 Kings 11: 9 “And the Lord was angry with Solomon, because his heart was turned from the Lord God of Israel which appears unto him twice.”




    Remorse/Sorrow: Gen 6: 6 “And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the earth, and it grieved him at his heart.”




    Mind / Intellect




    Singularly wise: Rom 16: 27 “To God only wise, be glory through Jesus Christ for ever. Amen.”




    Almighty: Gen 17: 1 “And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the LORD appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect.”




    Creator : Gen 14: 19 “ and he blessed him, and said; Blessed be Abram of the most high God, possessor of heaven and earth.”




    Will




    Jesus does the will of the Father: Matt 26: 39 “And he went a little farther, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt.”




    The Father gives commands: Deut 5: 32 “Ye shall observe to do therefore as the LORD your God hath commanded you: ye shall not turn aside to the right hand or to the left.”




    The Holy Spirit reveals the Will of God: Acts 13: 2 “As they ministered to the Lord and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto I have called them.”




    God the Son – Body Dimension




    a) The Word became flesh: John 1:14




    “And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.”




    b) Jesus without any fleshly sin: Heb 4:15




    “For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.”




    Everything existed through Jesus: John 1:3




    “All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.”




    God the Holy Spirit – Spirit dimension




    a) Supernatural powers to teach the gospel:




    Rom 15: 19 “Through mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of God; so that from Jerusalem, and round about unto Illyricum, I have fully preached the gospel of Christ.”




    b) Fell upon Jesus – Miracles followed:




    Matt 3: 16 “And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him.”




    c) Gifts of the Holy Spirit:




    1 Cor 12: 10 “To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues.”




    TEST THE THEORY




    Crucified: Jesus the Son of man




    a) Spirit




    Father receive My Spirit: Luke 23: 46 “And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice, he said, Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit: and having said thus, he gave up the ghost.”




    b) Soul




    Jesus went down to Hades and preached the gospel: Eph 4: 9-10 “(Now that he ascended, what is it but that he also descended first into the lower parts of the earth? 10 He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill all things.)”




    1 Pet 4: 6 “For for this cause was the gospel preached also to them that are dead, that they might be judged according to men in the flesh, but live according to God in the spirit.”




    c) Body




    In the grave, then risen on the third day: Luke 23: 52-53 “This man went unto Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus. 53 And he took it down, and wrapped it in linen, and laid it in a sepulchre that was hewn in stone, wherein never man before was laid.”




    Satan’s attack against people




    Soul dimension




    a) Emotions – Power demons




    Satan tries even before your birth to place root problems in your soul dimension which will cause emotional instability. Such emotional chaos leads to behavioral disorders, unbiblical reactions and unbiblical principals. A good example hereof is Simon the Sorcerer who was rebuked by Peter and it was discerned that Simon had a root of Bitterness within him. Acts 8: 23 “For I perceive that thou art in the gall of bitterness, and in the bond of iniquity”




    Six general root problems:




    Fear:




    Unbelief and characteristics that are not the fruits of the Holy Spirit.




    Rejection:




    The breaking or corrupt making of the natural ties of love.




    Bitterness:




    Mainly an attitude of unforgiveness leading to hate speech and cursing.




    Rebellion and Depression:




    The highest form of this emotional disorder leads to murder or suicide.




    Pride:




    A feeling of superiority of one-self above the rest of creation and God and self-righteousness.




    Occult:




    Direct involvement with Satanic worship which leads to total emotional chaos, for example: Multi Personality Disorder.




    These root problems are the “strongman” which occurs in the soul dimension. According to Matt 12: 28-29 “But if I cast out devils by the Spirit of God, then the kingdom of God is come unto you. 29 Or else how can one enter into a strong man's house, and spoil his goods, except he first bind the strong man? and then he will spoil his house.” Each root will be discussed in depth later in the course.




    Negative emotional circumstances are caused by sin, for example:




    Sin of David:




    Adultery: 2 Sam 11: 4 “And David sent messengers, and took her; and she came in unto him, and he lay with her; for she was purified from her uncleanness: and she returned unto her.”




    Murder : 2 Sam 11 : 15 “And he wrote in the letter, saying, Set ye Uriah in the forefront of the hottest battle, and retire ye from him, that he may be smitten, and die.”




    David’s’ depression: Psalm 38: 4-5 “For mine iniquities are gone over mine head: as an heavy burden they are too heavy for me.5 My wounds stink and are corrupt because of my foolishness.”




    b) Mind / Intellect – Mind Control Spirits




    Blinding the mind




    A person’s mind is the largest area of warfare, where the work of the evil one has to be rebuked to attain victory. Demons possess the ability to place thoughts into a person’s mind and communicate through them with people. The enemy sets a goal to impart passive thought patterns to get control over the mind of a person. Misleading, unscriptural, perverse, untruthful and unclean thoughts are placed to blind a person’s mind. By doing so, the Truth of the Word and the gospel of Jesus cannot reach the person. 2 Cor 4: 3-4 “But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: 4 In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them.”




    Binding of the Mind




    Unfortunately it is true, Christians can also be bound by the devil in their minds and have corrupted thought patterns; making them blind in the mind. Therefore they are at risk of not being able to get everlasting life. In the spiritual realm Satan places a steel band around the mind to keep corruptible thoughts in captivity. To mislead is part of the enemy’s plan to place Christians on a road of confusion (wandering). Therefore the truth of the Word cannot set them free or Scriptural truths and principles cannot form good thought patterns.




    2 Cor 11: 3 “But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ.”




    Emotional Binding




    The state of a person’s heart and or emotions has a huge impact on a person’s way of thought.  A very good example thereof is: 2 Tim 1: 7 “For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.” The characteristics of Fear are lovelessness, without inner power and self control. Now thoughts are only focused on problems, fears, possible dangers and these thoughts spin non-stop in the mind.




    FEAR = False Evidence Appearing Real. Shortly – misleading. The Opposite of fear, is truth and mature love drives out all fear.  1 John 4:18 “There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect in love.”




    Test your thoughts




    Power demons and mind control spirits team up to control the mind. Established and corrupted thought patterns placed in a persons mind, must be corrected by the Word. Misleading, unbiblical and perverse thought patterns are Strongholds of demons, which need to be broken down and destroyed. The Sword of the Spirit, the Word, must be actively used by quoting scriptures every time this unclean, unholy thought enters into one’s mind. James 4: 7 “Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.” To wear the helmet of salvation one needs to actively test all thoughts with the Word. That which is the truth, to think it over and all untruths must be cast down and corrected. This in itself is salvation (freedom) of the works of Satan.  2 Cor 10: 3-5 “For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: 4 (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds)




    5 Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ.”




    Think about the things which are above in heaven, and not the things which are beneath on earth. Phil 4 : 8 “Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things.”




    c) Will of man




    The will of man is sovereign




    “Woe the child of man that the Lord gave him his own will”




    These are the words I heard while walking and praying on the beach. Right through the Bible we find the capabilities of Gods crown creation; man, is to do as he pleases. To either accept and do the Will of God or to be disobedient and not to do the Will of God. When a person wants to return from his evil sinful ways, he must resist the devil, the demons will flee from him. The power of mans will and choices made will however determine where man will be spending everlasting life:  Heaven or Hell. The will of God for all people is: 1 Tim 2: 3 – 4 “For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; 4 Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.”




    Aspects influencing the will:




    Holy Spirit: The Holy Spirit guides us to be and wants us to be children of God and convicts us of our sin. By convicting us of sin, we are inspired to convert. John 16: 8 “and when He is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment.”




    Emotions or feelings: Opposing emotions and rebellious feelings are the cause of people not wanting to be obedient to God. Ezekiel 20: 8 “But they rebelled against me, and would not hearken unto me: they did not every man cast away the abominations of their eyes, neither did they forsake the idols of Egypt.  Then I said, I will pour out my fury upon them to accomplish my anger against them in the midst of the land of Egypt.”




    Mind (Spirit of Knowledge):




    The philosophy of the mind can dominate the will in such a way that it will stray off the good pathway of Christ. Col 2: 7 – 8 “Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving. Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.”




    Desires of the flesh: Fleshly desires for example lust, is at war with the soul, willing man to sin. 1 Pet 2: 11 “Dearly beloved, I beseech you as strangers and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts, which war against the soul.”




    Mislead by Satan: The devil deceives the children of God with lies to manipulate them into doing his will. For example Religious spirits which bring about spiritual blindness. Matt 15: 14 “Let them alone: they be blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into the ditch.”




    Paul in conflict with his flesh tries to influence his will.




    The natural flesh inclines to cling to the desires of this world. The will of each believer is supposed to be: that the desires of the flesh must die in context with scripture; to install the will of God, and to walk as revealed in His Word. Rom 7: 15- 21 “For that which I do I allow not: for what I would, that do I not; but what I hate, that do I.16 If then I do that which I would not, I consent unto the law that it is good.17 Now then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. 18 For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. 19 For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do. 20 Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.21I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me.”




    Dimension of the Body




    a) The Brain




    Wounding the Brain




    The evil one sets out to snare to lead us into traumatic events, like for instance: serious assault, motor accidents, verbal rejection, humiliation and so forth. These events are so traumatic and shocking that it leaves a wound on the brain, which even the neurologists can pick up in the brain waves. These wounds normally lead to negative behavioral patterns for example compulsive or impulsive behavior. For instance, a person who was regularly verbally abused or rejected will build up a wall of protection around himself for protection. Should this person feel in any danger of being rejected by others he will verbally attack and reject the other person first. A verbal and/or physically abused child, being subject to constant fear, will as a grown-up have established walls of protection by behaving as an unreasonable, dominating person to scare off people. Should anyone dare to stir up fear through words or behavior, such a person can react in a violent manner. Sometimes the fear of conflict is a wound in the brain. When put into perspective, a wound in the brain is caused by the enemy, the enemy has a “stronghold” on the brain.




    Chemical Disorders




    There are a lot of factors which lead to chemical disorders in the brain. For instance, hereditary, Diabetes, brain injuries, drug and alcohol abuse and so forth. For the purpose of this programme (course) we will be looking into demonic attacks. When a person is constantly under attack by the spirit of fear, his kidneys will secrete adrenalin. Adrenalin is ‘a chemical fluid which enables the body to pass higher levels of blood circulation to the muscles and brain, in order for human beings to fight back or run quickly to safety’. Naturally one does not have to fight or retreat 24/7, so therefore not all of this chemical fluid (adrenalin) will be used. This excessive secretion by the kidneys, caused by emotional stress, for instance fear, means that the unused levels of adrenalin in the body create a chemical disorder in the brain. The end result of this disorder in the brain is called depression, which in turn leads to emotional & behavior disorders. The agenda of the enemy is as such: The spirit of fear opens the door wide for the spirit of depression. Thereafter follows the attacks of the mind control spirits, who bind and manipulate the mind with thoughts and keeps a person in captivity. In exceptional cases, the spirit of death will complete this cycle by giving the person suicidal thoughts and changing it into reality (Bipolar).




    Senses




    The Eye




    The emotions in your heart will fill your mouth, and you will express them. Satan uses our senses to fill our hearts with unrighteousness. The media, magazines, newspapers, television, pornography, occult reading material and for example teachings on evolution in schools and the internet – all of these are channels mostly used by Satan. Through our eyes these channels are used to influence our hearts, minds and spirit. 1 John 2: 16 - 17 “For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. 17 And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will of God abideth for ever.”




    The ear - hearing




    Through hearing, ones obedience to the gospel of Jesus Christ is established resulting in believing. The enemy wants to negatively influence our beliefs by what we hear: He uses false doctrines, unholy and unclean correspondence, for example: dirty jokes, gossip and hate speech – critical attitude spirits. Words of rejection and bitterness could lead a person away from his beliefs back into the world. Matt 13: 20- 21 “But he that received the seed into stony places, the same is he that heareth the word, and anon with joy receiveth it; 21 Yet hath he not root in himself, but dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he is offended.”




    Taste




    When dealing with spirits of addiction, it is clear that the evil one launches an attack on our sense of taste. “An Ice cold beer always tastes very good on a very hot day”. This could lead to drunkenness and in many cases to alcoholism. Obesity starts with tasting and can lead to gluttony. Addiction to drugs, food and alcohol is a way of escape inspired by demons. Emotional problems, like fear, rejection and bitterness are the main causes leading to fleshly bondage. Such a person’s life exists only to feed his addiction. This becomes the god in his life.




    Phil 3: 19 “whose end is destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, who mind earthly things.”




    Smell




    Incense and Aromatherapy




    While worshipping God, Israel burned incense along with the offerings they brought. Activities in the occult and other religions also burn incense to keep bad spirits away, or to work in on people’s emotions. The New Age Movement uses aromatherapy to allow the emotions to relax. This method can lead to either escaping to a fantasy world or to spontaneous astral traveling - an out of body experience. Isaiah 66: 3 “He that killeth an ox is as if he slew a man; he that sacrificeth a lamb, as if he cut off a dog’s neck; he that offereth an oblation, as if he offered swine’s blood; he that burneth incense, as if he blessed and idol. Yea, they have chosen their own ways, and their soul delighteth in their abominations.”




    Phobia




    To have any kind of fear, can in many ways result in being mislead or to experience false smells. A phobia for fire could wake a person a few times a night, because he smells the smoke of a fire. A phobia of a person using alcohol can bring forth marital problems, for example: The man is eating spearmints, “why were you drinking?” Or when he is using mouth wash he is “totally drunk” – his wife truly “smells” the alcohol. The fear of rejection can even allow a woman to think she smells bad. Thus so much perfume is used that people around her can’t breathe.  Luke 21: 26 “Men’s hearts failing them for fear, and for looking after those things coming on the earth: For the power of Heaven shall be shaken.”




    Sexuality




    Adultery in scripture has two main meanings:




    Firstly it means, when we as children of God run after idols and worship them, or take part in the occult.




    Secondly it means the physical act of adultery by the following actions: to commit adultery, prostitution, or sexual activity out of wedlock. The last mentioned act is a spirit of lust, capable of stimulating a person’s body sexually. With this sexual stimulus come the workings of a mind control spirit – capturing ones mind and thoughts while taking you into a fantasy world. Addiction to pornographic material is brought about by both these spirits.




    2 Kings 9: 22 “And it came to pass, when Joram saw Jehu, that he said, Is it peace, Jehu? And he answered, What peace, so long as the whoredoms of thy mother Jezebel and her witchcrafts are so many?”




    Harlotry leads to corrupted soul ties:




    Sexual activity out of wedlock poses great dangers for both parties. To be one in the flesh means that there is an immediate soul tie between the two persons and this results in the transferal or exchange of spirits to both sides. This means that an evil spirit has free access to use this corruptible soul tie to enter into the soul dimension of either of the individuals. Satan can install any of the six root problems into the soul dimension by demons from the occult to depression which can lead to suicide.1 Cor 6: 16 - 18 “What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith he, shall be one flesh. 17 But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit. 18 Flee fornication. Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; but he that committeth fornication sinneth against his own body.”




    Dimension of the Spirit (Spirits that control)




    a) Idols (Occult)




    In the human spirit dimension the Father placed within us the will to want to worship. Each spirit worships in some or other manner, for example:




    Satan:




    The Occult groups like the Order of Darkness, Brothers of Ram and a whole lot more.




    Sun-god:




    Lucifer - Bäal, idolatry, the Egyptian sun god – Ra, Freemasonry -Bathomet.




    Hindus:




    Holy cows and various other idols, in all their signs we will see the third-eye and Kundalini (the snake).




    New Age:




    Believe in universal powers of energy, in other words power from fire, wind, earth and water: Lucifer, Belial, Beelzebub, and Leviathan.




    Worship of Humans:




    Like Israel told Herod: he is a god and not a human being.




    Worship of sport: Fanatical about certain teams or types of sport.




    Mammon worship:




    Money and earthly goods, for example: houses, cars etc.




    Worship of one-self:




    This is the highest form of pride. Michael Jackson lost his life because of this.




    Ideology:




    People will be prepared to lose their lives, as long as they can be a follower of a certain person or party.




    There are thousands of different forms of idolatry, in which people are held captive through controlling spirits; so as to prevent such individuals from being born again in the Spirit. Even religious spirits can hinder a person from ever truly meeting the true God, creator of heaven and earth and to receive everlasting life. John 3: 3- 7 “Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? 5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 6That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.”




    b) Conscious, Unconscious Sub-conscious:




    Conscious




    God is Spirit, therefore flesh cannot receive God. We are made aware of the presence of the Holy Spirit by our own spirit allowing the anointing to flow through to our soul and physical dimensions. For the same reason, we are also made aware of the presence of evil - you’ll have Goosebumps and say “something is not right in this place”. Because our spirit links us to the spiritual world, we are sometimes made aware of its presence – good or bad. When our human spirit is aware of the presence of the Lord, we are moved (touched), other people lift their hands up in praise and worship, and others will experience joy.




    Acts 2: 1 - 4 “And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.




    3 And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them




    4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.”




    Unconscious




    Unconscious does not mean that our spirit is not aware of the spiritual realm, but that the presence of the spiritual realm does not enter into the physical realm. This unconscious state serves as a protective mechanism, so that humans will not be afflicted or attacked by demons the whole day long. The opposite is also true. If we are constantly aware of the holiness of angels, we will end up worshipping angels.  The following is a good example to use of this unconscious state of our spirit: the story of Balaam: Num 22: 33 “And the ass saw me, and turned from me these three times: unless she had turned from me, surely now also I had slain thee, and saved her alive.”




    Sub-conscious




    The spiritual dimension manifests through our dreams, to bring to light all that is happening in the spiritual realm. The spirit of fear is the cause of nightmares, and because of the nightmares a phobia will manifest. Example: fear of heights will give a person a dream where he is falling from a very high building. A person with a spirit of falsehood will experience dreams of falsehood, and those dreams will be stored in his memory. These are spiritual activities brought to light and stored in the memory of one’s brain. This can have a psychological effect on emotions and thought patterns, leading to physical actions at a later stage. Zech 10: 2 “For the idols have spoken vanity, and the diviners have seen a lie, and have told false dreams; they comfort in vain:  therefore they went their way as a flock, they were troubled, because there was no shepherd.”




    God communicates with us through our spiritual dimension, in dreams. He does this to show us His will, or to give prophetic dreams to a person or even to church communities. Acts 2: 17 “And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall prophecy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams.”




    NOTE: We must always remember that not all dreams are from God or from evil spirits; some of our dreams are inspired by our own human spirit.




    Spiritual Blindness and Deafness




    The cause of spiritual blindness and deafness is the presence of a controlling spirit (demon), activated by the occult, a religious spirit or any form of idolatry. When a person is controlled by a controlling spirit (demon), his spirit is in captivity and therefore he cannot receive the good message and gospel of Jesus Christ for he cannot understand it. Even the Word is a closed book to him, listening to a sermon has no message for him.  This kind of person is in total bondage in his body, spirit and soul. Mat 13: 15 “For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.”




    Satan’s attack: Flaming Spiritual Arrows




    Paul in many ways explains to us in the Word that our warfare is not against flesh and blood, but Satan and his evil demons and spirits. Our enemy is a spiritual being, just as God is a spiritual being; therefore the attacks of Satan are launched at the spirit of mankind. Satan shoots real flaming arrows into a person to wound their spirit man. If no attention or treatment is given to such wounds, they go septic and cause spiritual corruption. Let us look into rejection as an example when a child gets rejected by his earthly father through hurting words, then the devil is at work in the father of that child. A flaming arrow of rejection is shot and hits the spirit of the child. As this child grows up with all this hurt and rejection, this spiritual wound becomes corrupt. The thoughts, emotions and will are negatively influenced by this. Now the doors are open wide for another fiery arrow to enter the spirit man namely rebellion, rebellion against our Father in heaven and all other authority. The fiery arrows of the occult and Satan follows.  After all these years of rejection, it is taking its toll – the highest price hell.  The following scriptures refer to it:




    Psalm 57: 4 “My soul is among lions: and I lie even among them that are set on fire, even the sons of men, whose teeth are spears and arrows, and their tongue a sharp sword.”




    Psalm 64: 3 “who whet their tongue like a sword, and bend their bows to shoot their arrows, even bitter words.”  Protection of God:  Psalm 91: 5 “Thou shalt not be afraid for the terror by night; or for the arrow that flieth by day.” Eph 6:16 “Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked.”




    A yoke leading to slavery




    The main goal of the enemy is to place a yoke in the spirit dimension to create spiritual exhaustion. Such a yoke is a misleading task or curse resting on the person. Yokes are a reality and rest upon shoulders in the spirit man. A person suffering from rejection will for instance do a lot for other people and this will result in the misuse of such a person which at a later stage results in them being a slave to people. There are hundreds of yokes like this one, placed upon people by demons, for example: Financial yokes, spirit of infirmity, addiction, worries about children, heavy work load ( no time for the Word) false fears about everything, yokes from the sins of the forefathers (bearing curses) and so forth. Jesus said his burden is light and his yoke is easy, anything more than that is from the devil. In the Word we are taught that we are set free from the yoke of the law. With regard to circumcision, the first church saw it as follows: Acts 15: 10 “Now therefore why tempt ye God, to put a yoke upon the neck of the disciples, which neither our fathers nor we were able to bear?”
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
