	Publishing a manuscript is what we're going to talk about. It gives you the power, the ability to leave your thoughts beyond your grave; that's because ideas outlive men. All of us have great ideas. Some are still cultivating and developing those ideas, but those ideas are essential, and I think the first thing you might need to get over is that you do have ideas that are worth reading. I think the average person might feel like, what do I have to say to the world, who wants to read what I have to write? And that barrier can stop you from writing. You almost assume that other people are opposed to writing, but not you. So, you enjoy reading other people's ideas, and never thinking that perhaps you may have something worth reading. So, those issues we want to reset, we want to sell them. 


	Another point when and why should you write because your ideas should live beyond your generation. Nothing is as powerful as a book, no matter how much they develop electronic technology. The book will remain supreme, they now have e-books that you can buy, but there are still books, and somebody's going to write that manuscript to download into that e-book. So, writing is always permanent. It'll be forever. No matter how you use electronic media, someone has to write the content so that the book will live forever.  Also, books are so important that God used one himself. And God preserved his ideas for humanity, not on a C.D, not on tape, and not on a DVD. He preserved his ideas in a book, so if God uses books to preserve divine knowledge, how much more should we use the instrument and the medium of a book to preserve our ideas to outlive our generation. 


	When you go to college, and you pay money to study, you pay money to read books. A college education is you not being disciplined enough to read books by yourself. So, you pay someone to make you go to the library and read, and that is called a college the power of ideas. You go to a college to get ideas, and then they certify you when you get a certain amount of ideas. It's called a certificate or a diploma. So, books are so vital that you pay an institution to make you read them. And what are in those books' ideas, so why should you write? Well, because you want to document your ideas because documented ideas gain credibility. Now, what do I mean by that? If you speak ideas as a public speaker, whether you are a motivational speaker or a teacher in a classroom, or a preacher in a pulpit or a politician, those ideas will normally die as soon as you finish talking, and they would only be credible to the point of people's knowledge of you. In other words, based on what they know about you, that will determine how much credibility they will give to the ideas coming from your mouth, but the minute you write your ideas on paper, something happens to them. There is a tendency in humanity to believe anything that is written, even though it may not be true. Once you document it, it receives credibility. This is why you can document foolishness, and people will buy it. Because once you write it, it gains credibility. That's why you should write. Writing will automatically give credibility to your ideas.


	Why should you write? Because writing gives you life. It also brings life to readers. Beyond on your grave, a book will outlive you all the time because the book freezes your experience; it makes you eternal. It makes you speak beyond your grave. Writing allows you to multiply and expand your influence; you might be able to speak to one audience that could be ten to thousands, but that's it. The world has billions of people. When you write a book, your ideas can go beyond you and enter countries you'd never thought possible that you've never visited, you will enter people's homes that you can never get into legally, you will enter universities and schools and colleges and children's lives and young people's lives who will never invite you in, but they'll invite your book. So, your book and your writing will give you influence. It expands your capacity to impact people. And this is why writing is important. 
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
