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	“I have not spoken in secret, in a dark place of the earth: I said not unto the seed of Jacob, Seek ye me in vain: I the LORD speak righteousness, I declare things that are right,” Isaiah 45:19 (KJV).
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	here is a purpose to whatever God does and is doing. Anytime God chooses a man, He has a purpose for that man. God created the earth to be inhabited and such whenever He chooses a man, He does so to fill the earth with His will. This is the eternal will which He has proposed in the Lord Jesus Christ. The man God chooses will be a seed before he becomes a son and through him raise a people for Him (God).


	Before the man becomes a son, he must be prepared and handled by God in making the purpose of that one a seed which is wholly a right seed. It must be planted in the right soil, which is the purpose for that man to experience the privileges that fulfilling the purpose of God accords one that does it in grace. The whole right seed planted must grow, and by so doing must be accessed with the richness of heaven above (dew and rain in their seasons) and of the earth beneath which will empower the seed to grow into a tree. The growing of the seed is the revelation or manifestation of the sonship of the seed. It is only by growing that the son can manifest.


	“For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God,” Romans 8:19 (KJV).


	As the seed grows into a seedling and further into a tree by the provision of the richness of God’s supply, the strength of its purpose is the overcoming grace to part the topsoil which is the initial primary breakthrough that reveals the seedling from the seed. All the energy that was in situ in the seed before growing is used cooperatively to part the topsoil for manifestation. When the seedling is revealed, it must further grow into a tree planted and accessible to the compendium of divine provisions necessary for growth. As the tree grows more also to maturity, it puts on the nature of its purpose. God's people have been referred as trees of righteousness, and several descriptions of the power of grace in trees are used when describing the sons of God. So Christians all over the world are referred to as trees. So as you grow from the seed in the hands of God into a tree, you must retain that purpose for which God handled you in the right soil of destiny. It is only in this that you may be adjudged to have excelled or triumphed. But the ultimate is that as a son or a tree, you must be able to turn in all that heaven has endowed you with into fruits that adequately express and justify the provisions and handling of God. God wants His investment in you to turn or churn out the likes through the re-creative grace upon your life to duplicate and multiply His will on the earth with you becoming a tool of transformation. Like a tree with excellent green foliage, you must bear fruits and further develop the seeds to trees for the Lord. God wants you to be able to fill the earth with your likes adequately furnished with the divine provisions and help to grow aright and further groom others. This sequence will populate the earth with God's will and on the earth will be found the people of God.


	So as you grow, you must develop from seed to son and multiply to a peculiar people of God. This is the ultimate and the long run expectation of the God of the universe.


	 


	





CHAPTER ONE
THE SEED THAT GROWS
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	he plants that provide food for humanity exist first as seeds which could be handled by the hand of man; it could be preserved, stored or processed. The seed of the plants allows the whole plant miniatures in a seed. So the manifestation of the potential of the plant would depend on the handling of the seed. If seeds are well handled, they thrive better in growth. Technology has even gone further to provide genetically enhanced and modified seeds for a better quality harvest that meets human needs.


	God provided plant bearing seeds to man for food to grow to the stature of maturity and strength. 


	“And God said, Behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed; to you it shall be for meat,” Genesis 1:29 (KJV).


	This command was given to man in a place where God provided for him to dwell and tend. Among the things that God wanted him to take care of; the plant or tree bearing seeds for his food was there for his duty of care. Part of the duty of care of Adam in the garden was also to trim riotous growing plants and replace dead seed-bearing plants in the garden through their seeds. To ensure they grow timely, some rivers water the Garden of Eden to nourish the plants.


	“And a river went out of Eden to water the garden; and from thence it was parted, and became into four heads,” Genesis 2:10 (KJV). 


	The plant-bearing seeds and source of nourishment need a hand that can handle them for expected results. These two criteria were available in the place God put Adam, and He gave him the handling command to produce results that are expected. So whether the Lord gives you good seeds and nourishment, He still requires your handling because He says that He shall bless the work of your hands. The seed and provision of nourishment must meet God to bless them in your hands so that the desired result could manifest. Having good seeds for planting, a good and well-nourished soil and proper handling do not all translate to bumper harvest except the blessing of God is released on the labor. You need the blessing to be released to enable your effort to produce admirable results.


	“So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that sheweth mercy,” Romans 9:16 (KJV).


	So your effort is good, but it alone is not good enough; the handling is good but not alone, and the nourishing could be appropriate for the seeds but does not always manifest in the good harvest. When the trio is in place, you need the fourth, which enforces the expected end. Whenever you honor God, the fourth will always come to act on your effort.


	“One day the leaders of the town of Jericho visited Elisha.  "We have a problem, my lord," they told him. "This town is located in pleasant surroundings, as you can see. But the water is bad, and the land is unproductive. Elisha said, “Bring me a new bowl with salt in it.” So they brought it to him. Then he went out to the spring that supplied the town with water and threw the salt into it. And he said, “This is what the Lord says: I have purified this water. It will no longer cause death or infertility. And the water has remained pure ever since, just as Elisha said,” 2 Kings 2:19-22 (NLT). 


	In the above passage, the trio was not all in place, but the fourth, which is the command of the blessing, turned the barrenness of the land into a fruitful field that could grow plant-seeds for food. The nourishment was what turned a well-situated land to an infertile land: water of bitterness was flowing over the land and deposited barrenness in it.  Whatever is sown in the land would not be fruitful except the source of the nourishment is right. Elijah spoke a word according to what the Spirit of God put in his mouth, and it became as it was pronounced. This word changed a whole generation and rewrote their history. It was spoken in obedience. This is what confirms the command of the blessing on the land: first, they went to seek God, and in obedience to God, Elisha spoke the word that carries the authority of the blessing. If you want the seed to grow, you must obey God absolutely.


	“And so it was, when the cloud was a few days upon the tabernacle; according to the commandment of the LORD they abode in their tents, and according to the commandment of the LORD they journeyed,” Numbers 9: 20 (KJV).


	Obedience is what binds God's commitment to any covenant and promise. The seeds would be wasted if you handled them in disobedience; you would then suffer loss and pains. At the commandment of the Lord, the Israelites moved and at the commandment of the Lord they encamped. The Israelites were planted in the purpose of God, and there was a man who led them in obedience and all went well at such times. Obedience strips off the power of infertility of the land and refreshes the covenant of prosperity. If you want to prosper, you must obey God and do as He bids. Isaac wanted to follow also the course of Abraham; at the time of famine, Abraham went to Egypt and so Isaac intended to do. But God told Isaac; "you need not go as the Philistines do because if you do, I would not be able to confirm your terror on the people of the land through My name." Isaac stayed in that land and planted in obedience and the earth yielded her increase, and he got an astounding result that within a year he was already flourishing.


	“And the LORD appeared unto him, and said, Go not down into Egypt; dwell in the land which I shall tell thee of…. Then Isaac sowed in that land, and received in the same year an hundredfold: and the LORD blessed him. And the man waxed great, and went forward, and grew until he became very great: For he had possession of flocks, and possession of herds, and great store of servants: and the Philistines envied him,” Genesis 26:2, 12-14 (KJV).


	Isaac obeyed, and he flourished to an excellent level such that within a year he got the wealth of many years. The land brought forth for him and the harvest attracted many servants and workers. The Philistines became slaves to him because they as hirelings worked for their wages on his farm and they envied him. It was in the land that the owners could not sow because of its inability to prosper the growth of plants that Isaac obeyed God and sowed and it yielded the results. The land was not the problem because we are not told of what manure Isaac applied to grow his seeds in the land. The blessing of the covenant was what was called to function, and the land surrendered its cooperation because the commitment of God was involved. The commandment of God came, and the land cooperated. God wants us to sow and reap in joy; He does not want us to suffer losses, and that is the reason He gives instruction to aid us in our ways. God provides guidance by His benevolence or when we seek direction at His hands. The blessing of God is what translates handling during planting to handing in the bumper harvest. Our hands must be blessed before we can receive any blessing from God. A cursed hand is a wasteful hand; that is the reasons many hands have wasted and exhausted their resources because they handled the resources with cursed hands. Some will never do anything with their hands that prospers if they do handle it by themselves, except they transfer such to another to do on their behalf: that is a hand that is cursed. Life will tend to be a waste with anyone that has this burden. God intends that whatever we do should prosper so that His sufficiency will thrive in our hands.


	“And this is the blessing of Judah: and he said, Hear, LORD, the voice of Judah, and bring him unto his people: let his hands be sufficient for him; and be thou an help to him from his enemies,” Deuteronomy 33:7 (KJV).


	Leaders of Jericho cried to Elisha because there was an unpleasant situation in the land that was aborting purposes and destinies; no doubt it was sickening. But they had the synergy of purpose to direct their energies to seeking the help of the Almighty God. Moses saw a future ahead of Judah, how devastating and inconsequential Judah would be in the eyes and the rating of his brethren. He interceded for Judah to avert the pains that Judah would find himself if nothing is done about it. Moses expected that because the situation would be sickening; let God hear the prayers of Judah about his tomorrow when he calls. In the same breath, he prayed for Judah that God should bring Judah to his brethren or his people. Many people have not been brought to their people; this is the reason no one reckons with them. Such people have no positive impact on their people, and as such, they become unrecognizable because they lack all strength to help solve the problems or challenges of others. What Moses was saying was that God should make Judah such that all his brethren should be at his command; in this manner, Judah would be brought to his people. But this would be achieved in twosome: sufficient handling and God's strength available on Judah's account to defeat his enemies. The twosome is enough to attract Judah's brethren's attention or attraction to him. If the hands of Judah are adequately equipped with all that is required to draw the brethren's attention, that would be enough to promote the image of Judah among his brethren and of course they will be at his beck and call. God should grant his hands sufficiency and give dominant power over the enemies; with these, the brethren will respond to his authority. 


	Sufficiency will be far from Judah if he does not possess good seeds of sufficiency, nourishment, a blessed land, and blessed handling; surely his hands will not be sufficient for him to attract the brethren's loyalty to his authority of command. This authority must also be seen to overcome the power of the enemies of appropriating the blessing. So as Judah becomes blessed and defeats all enemies of his blessings, the brethren will swear to his authority over them. They will find him a helper to and against any of the challenges that may confront them in life. The role of Judah would place him as a king among the brethren. This spills on Judah, the coordinating influence over the brothers because he would solve their problems and be able also to help them against their enemies. You must be able to overcome the enemies of your growth seeds before the seeds manifest the blessing. The hands of Judah will be sufficient for him, and then he will be able to meet the needs of his brethren. In addition to those above, the fifth thing required for the seed to grow is keeping the enemy of the seed in obedience. This will not be a comfortable ride! Until your obedience to God is complete, God would not punish every act of disobedience against the blessing.


	“And having in a readiness to revenge all disobedience, when your obedience is fulfilled,” 2 Corinthians 10: 6 (KJV).


	Every act of disobedience that the custodian of the blessing indulges in will attract the wrath of God, and the enemies will have a spree to destroy the seeds. Psalm 85 chronicles the causes that hinder the release of the blessing on the beneficiaries. These may also be regarded as enemies of growth or the blessing. If the chronicle of these enemies is put at bay, the Psalmist opines that the reign of the blessing then sets in.


	“Yea, the LORD shall give that which is good; and our land shall yield her increase,” Psalm 85:12 (KJV).


	When the land yields her increase, then the power or authority of control would be domiciled with Judah to act to provide succor to the brethren. At this, the brethren cannot and would not resist his authority because he is then the custodian of their welfare and the face of their today and tomorrow. When the Lord gives that which is good, the earth will have no cause than to yield her increase. Among other good things God gives; strength is one. Strength is required for the seed to grow and exert its influence on the environment. If you see a newly sprouting cereal, you will appreciate the energy or strength that is required for growth. That strength is supplied when the seed, nourished with adequate water is carefully handled in a proper soil without any overlaying hindrance, and it will sprout out with energy or strength. That inherent strength in the seed will cause the parting of the earth to reveal the new plant in its preliminaries. If that seed is equipped for growth, but a hindrance like a heavy stone rolled on it, that seed, whether equipped for growth or not, would not manifest. Also, the seed could also be equipped for growth, but because it has no sufficient supply of earth, it could just be withered when the sun rises in spite of the moisture present. Growth is manifesting the potential that is inherent in the seed: the plant that is in the seed. Growth means go and manifest. When the energy present or manifested in the seed avails the opportunity and unhindered, growth is inevitable. Growth enforces dominion that flow from the energy inherent in the seed. The seed of strength was found in Gideon, and he was told to go and manifest that inherent seed of growth in him against the enemies of God and his nation.


	“And the LORD looked upon him, and said, Go in this thy might, and thou shalt save Israel from the hand of the Midianites: have not I sent thee?” Judges 6: 14 (KJV).


	The Lord told Gideon to go and manifest that strength that is in the seed of revelation that the nature of the plant that is in him has evolved. The growing seed explores this revelation to grow well and safely. A growing cereal in a pot of earth adequately equipped for growth, but covered with only an opening; that seedling will locate that spot and come through to manifest its inherent strength. This is the revelation required for the seed to grow. This was the revelation that Gideon displayed to the Angel that spoke to him when he told Him of the account of the acts of God against their enemies before that time of his encounter. The Lord responded that he should go in that might: the revelation might. This is what is required for Gideon to go and manifest, to grow. This revelation will enable the viable seedling to exert dominion over all the limitations that are intentionally or unintentionally imposed on it. The seed responds to a call of light which imposes on it the revelation that is needed for growth.


	The seed that grows requires the good ground fundamentally to grow, nourishment adequate for growth, the strength inherent in the seed to enable it manifest its calling; good handling which preserves the integrity of the potentials inherent in the seed, the blessing of the Lord and the revelation which gives path or direction to the seed of growth. Chief among these is the blessing of God. The seed can still grow even if all others are missing except the blessing of the Lord. This is the power that can make all things possible, even if all other situations are at a disadvantage. A typical scenario is the dried rod of Aaron which was without water that would enable it to quicken the strength that is in it to grow. It was just on the floor of the temple without soil or a good ground to grow, but because God’s blessing was upon it in the midst of other numerous rods; it budded, blossomed and yielded Almonds. This is what God’s blessing can do even when all situations are compromising their roles to enable the seed to grow. The rod-seed of Aaron was planted in the house of God; the seed was visited with the blessing of God and all that is required to grow accompanied the blessing. God’s blessing is what gives a choice to your life and because He chooses you; He enables your manifestation.


	It is pertinent to say here that without growth the world will be stagnant and a disinteresting collection of people and things. God swore to the covenant of growth by saying that seed-time and harvest time will not seize. In essence, it means that as you plant the seed, it must grow and bring forth the fruits commensurate with its potential. This is what life is all about. Life is a seed which if it must exert and fulfill all its potentials, it must function in a good ground to which it was called; it must receive adequate physical and spiritual nourishment; must be carefully handled to allow for the manifestation of the blessing; the power of God to bless and sustain the blessing must come to bear on it; the revelation that guides its decisions and character must take the lead, and lastly, it must be stuffed with the strength adequate to function for the purpose for which it was called life. If this is not true, the scripture will not refer to you and me as seeds.
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
