	The Book of Jasher offers a fascinating insight into the life of the patriarch Enoch, who was a just ruler over men, continually instructing them in truth and righteousness, and in the knowledge of the Lord. From this book we also learn that Noah and Abraham were contemporaries of the same time.

	Undoubtedly the same translator conclusively points out that the book of Jasher is not an inspired book, however, it is a powerful historical and ancient work that is faithfully and directly related to biblical historical times and events. Thus, the translator does not recommend it to people as a work of divine inspiration, but he does it as it is: as a monument of history, comparatively covered with the ivy of the remotest ages; as a work, possessing in its language, all the characteristic simplicity of patriarchal times, and as such, he conceives it peculiarly as an act to illustrate and confirm the sacred truths that have been handed down to us in the Scriptures.

	In conclusion, the translator mentions that, just like the majority of ancient writings *(excluding sacred books) with the passage of time and due to the different translations, it is natural that they suffer small variations, however, he can safely affirm that it follows preserving the original essence of the book of Jasher. In short, such a work, captures a history of the lives and memorable relationships of all the illustrious characters recorded in the canonical sacred history, from the first man Adam to the time of the Ancients, who immediately succeeded Joshua. Having said that, let's take a closer look and see how The Book of Jasher impacts our understanding of the great events and happenings in Biblical chronology, and what it means for us to this day.

	And it happened, that the serpent that the Lord had created with them on earth, came to them to incite them to transgress the mandate of their Creator that he had given them. And the serpent seduced and persuaded the woman to eat from the tree of knowledge, and the woman listened to the voice of the serpent, and transgressed the word of the Lord, and took from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, and she ate, and she took from him and gave also to her husband and he ate.

	So, Adam and his wife transgressed the command of the Lord that he commanded them, and he knew it, so his anger was kindled against them and he cursed them.

	And it came to pass that the Lord expelled them that day from the Garden of Eden, to till the ground from which they were taken, and they went and dwelt to the east of the Garden of Eden. And there Adam met his wife Eve and she gave birth to two sons and three daughters. And he called the name of the firstborn Cain, saying, I have obtained a man from the Lord, and the name of the other he called Abel, because he said; In vanity we enter the land, and in vanity we will be taken from it. And the boys grew up and his father gave them possession in the land. And Cain was a tiller of the land, and Abel was a shepherd of sheep.

	And at the end of a few years, they brought a rough offering to the Lord, and Cain brought of the fruit of the ground, and Abel brought of the firstlings of his flock of its fat, and the Lord turned and bowed down to Abel and his offering, and fire came down from heaven from the Lord and consumed him. And to Cain and his offering the Lord did not turn, and did not bow down to her, because she had brought of the inferior fruit of the earth before the Lord, and Cain was jealous of his brother Abel because of this, and he sought an excuse to kill it.

	And some time later, Cain and Abel his brother, went out into the field one day to do their work. And they were both in the field, Cain plowing and plowing his land, and Abel tending his flock, and the flock passed through the part of the land that Cain had plowed, and this greatly distressed Cain. And Cain approached his brother Abel in anger, and said to him: What is between you and me, that you come to dwell and bring your flock to graze in my land? Then Abel answered his brother Cain of his and said to him: What is between you and me, that you eat the meat of my sheep and clothe yourself with their wool? And now therefore, take away the wool of my sheep with which you have clothed yourself, and pay me for the fruit and the meat that you have eaten, and when you have done this, will I leave your land as you have said? And Cain answered his brother Abel: If I kill you today, who will demand your blood from me? And Abel answered Cain, saying: Surely the Lord, who has made us on earth, will avenge my cause, and will demand my blood from you if you kill me, because the Lord is the judge and the arbiter, and it is he who will repay man according to his wickedness, and to the wicked according to the wickedness he does on earth. And now, if you should kill me here, surely the Lord knows your secret opinions, and he will judge you for the evil you declared to do to me today.

	And when Cain heard the words that Abel his brother had spoken, behold, Cain's anger was kindled against his brother Abel for having declared this. And Cain hurried up and got up, and took the iron part of his plowing tool, with which he suddenly struck his brother and killed him. And Cain shed his brother Abel's blood on the ground, and Abel's blood was shed on the ground before the flock. And after this Cain repented that he had killed his brother, and he was very sad, and wept for him and grieved him greatly. And Cain got up and dug a hole in the field, in which he put the body of his brother, and covered it with dust.

	And the Lord knew what Cain had done to his brother, and he appeared to Cain and said to him, "Where is Abel thy brother who was with thee?"      Then Cain concealed himself and answered, "I do not know; am I my brother's keeper? And the Lord said unto him, What hast thou done? The voice of your brother's blood cries out to me from the land where you killed him.  For thou hast killed thy brother, and hast concealed thyself from me, and hast imagined in thine heart that I did not see thee, neither knew all thy doings. And she again conceived and bare a son, and he called her name Jubal. As for Zillah, her sister, she was barren in those days and had no offspring. Because in those days the sons of men began to rebel against the Lord, and to transgress the commandments that he had commanded Adam, in order to be fruitful and multiply on earth.

	And some of the sons of men made their wives drink a drink that would render them barren, so that they would preserve their figure and so that their fair appearance would not fade. And when the sons of men made some of their wives drink, Zila drank with them. And pregnant women seemed abominable in the eyes of their husbands as widows, while their husbands lived, because only they were united to the barren.

	And at the end of days and years, when Zillah grew old, the Lord opened her womb. And she conceived and gave birth to a son and called her name Tubal Cain, saying; after having withered I have obtained it from the Lord. And she conceived again and brought forth a daughter, and she called her name Naamah, for she said; after I had withered, I got pleasure and delight.

	And Lamech was old and advanced in years, and his eyes were dim and he could not see, and Tubal Cain his son was leading him and it was one day that Lamech entered the field and Tubal Cain his son was with him, and as they walked through the field Cain the son of Adam advanced towards them; for Lamech was very old and could not see much, and Tubal Cain his son was very young. And Tubal Cain told his father to draw his bow from him, and with the arrows he struck Cain, who was still far away, and killed him, because it seemed to them that he was an animal. And the arrows entered Cain's body though he was far away from them, and he fell to the ground and died.

	And the Lord repaid Cain's evil according to his iniquity which he had done to his brother Abel, according to the word of the Lord which he had spoken. And it happened that when Cain died, Lamech and Tubal went to see the animal that they had killed, and they saw, and behold, Cain, his grandfather, had fallen dead on the ground. And Lamech was very sad that he had done this, and when he put his hands together he struck his son and caused her death. And the women of Lamech heard what Lamech had done, and they sought to kill him. And the women of Lamech hated him from that day, because he killed Cain and Tubal Cain, and the women of Lamech separated from him, and would not listen to him in those days. 	Chapter 3

And he commanded that proclamation should be made in all the places where the sons of men dwelt, saying, "Where is the man who would know the ways of the Lord and good works? let him come to Enoch." And they gathered together, one hundred and thirty kings and princes, and made Enoch king over them and they were all under his power and command. And Enoch taught them wisdom, knowledge, and the ways of the Lord; and he made peace among them, and there was peace in all the earth during Enoch's lifetime. And Enoch reigned over the sons of men two hundred and forty-three years, and did justice and righteousness to all his people, and led them in the ways of the Lord.

	And these are the generations of Enoch, Methuselah, Elisha, and Elimelech, three sons; and his sisters were Melca and Nahmah, and Methuselah lived eighty-seven years and begat Lamech.

	And it was in the fifty-sixth year of Lamech's life that Adam died. He was nine hundred and thirty years old when he died, and his two sons, with Enoch and Methuselah his son, buried him with great pomp, as in the tomb of kings, in the cave that the Lord had told him about. And in that place all the sons of men made a great mourning and crying because of Adam, therefore, it has become a custom among the sons of men to this day.

	And Adam died because he ate from the tree of knowledge. He and his sons after him, as the Lord had said. And it was in the year of the death of Adam that was the year two hundred and forty-three of the reign of Enoch, at that time Enoch resolved to separate himself from the sons of men and hide himself as at the beginning to serve the Lord. And Enoch did, but he didn't completely hide from them, but he kept away from the sons of men for three days and then he went to them for one day. And during the three days that he was in his chamber, he prayed and praised the Lord his creator, and on the day that he went and appeared to his subjects, he taught them the ways of the Lord, and everything they asked. And the day came when Enoch went out and they all gathered together and came to him, and Enoch spoke to them the words of the Lord and taught them wisdom and knowledge, and they bowed down to him and said: Long live the king! Long live the king!

	And some time later, when the kings and princes and the sons of men were talking to Enoch, and Enoch was teaching them the ways of the Lord, behold, an angel of the Lord. He then called Enoch from heaven, and wished to take him to heaven to rule there over the sons of the Lord, as he had ruled over the sons of men on earth.

	When Enoch heard this at that time, he went and assembled all the inhabitants of the earth, and taught them wisdom and knowledge and gave them divine instructions, and said to them; “I have been asked to ascend to heaven, therefore I do not know the day of my departure. And now, therefore, I will teach you wisdom and knowledge and I will give you instruction before I leave you, how to act on earth so that you may live.” And so he did.

	And he taught them wisdom and knowledge, and gave them instruction, and rebuked them, and appointed statutes and judgments for them to do in the land, and made peace among them, and taught them eternal life, and dwelt with them some time, teaching them all these things.

	And at that time the sons of men were with Enoch, and Enoch was speaking to them, and they raised their eyes, and the likeness of a great horse descended from heaven, and the horse walked in the air. And they told Enoch what they had seen, and Enoch told them; "Because of me this horse descends to earth, and the time has come when I must leave you and I will no longer be seen by you." And the horse came down at that moment and stood before Enoch, and all the sons of men that were with Enoch saw it. And Enoch again commanded a voice to be proclaimed, saying: “Where is the man that delights to know the ways of the Lord his creator? Let him come to Enoch today before he is taken from us.” And all the sons of men came together and came to Enoch that day; and all the kings of the earth with their princes and counselors stayed with him that day; and Enoch then taught the sons of men wisdom and knowledge, and gave them divine instruction; and he commanded them to serve the Lord and walk in his ways all the days of their lives, and he continued to make peace among them.

	And on the sixth day some of the men stayed and clung to him, and said to him: We will go with you wherever you go. And only death will separate us. And they were so urgent to go with him, that he stopped talking to them, and they went after him and did not want to return. And when the kings returned, they caused a census to be taken, to know the number of the remaining men who went with Enoch; and it was on the seventh day that Enoch ascended to heaven in a whirlwind, with horses and chariots of fire. And on the eighth day all the kings that had been with Enoch sent to bring back the number of men that were with Enoch, to that place from which he ascended into heaven.

	And all those kings went to the place and found the land there full of snow, and on the snow there were great stones of snow, and one said to the other: “Come, let us break the snow and see, perhaps the men who were left with Enoch they are dead, and now they are under the snow stones, and they looked for him, but they could not find him, because he had ascended to heaven.”

	But in the last days of Methuselah, the sons of men turned from the Lord, corrupted the earth, robbed and plundered one another, and rebelled against the Lord and transgressed, and corrupted their ways, and did not listen to the voice of Methuselah, and rebelled against him. And the Lord was extremely angry against them, and the Lord continued to destroy the seed in those days, so that there was no sowing and no harvesting in the land. For when they sowed the land to obtain food for their sustenance, behold, there came forth thorns and thistles that they did not sow.

	And yet the sons of men did not turn from their wicked ways, and their hands were still stretched out to do evil in the sight of the Lord, and they provoked the Lord with their wicked ways, and the Lord was very angry, and he repented of having made man. And he thought to destroy and annihilate them and so he did.

	In those days, when Lamech son of Methuselah was a hundred and sixty years old, Seth son of Adam died. And all the days that Seth lived were nine hundred and twelve years, and he died.

	And Lamech was a hundred and eighty years old when he took Ashmua, the daughter of Elisha, the son of his uncle Enoch, and she conceived. And at that time the sons of men sown the land, and a little food was produced, but the sons of men did not turn from their wicked ways, and they transgressed and rebelled against the Lord.

	And Lamech's wife conceived and bore him a son at that time, in the revolution of the year.

	And Methuselah called his name Noah, saying The land was in its sabbath days and free from corruption, and Lamech his father called his name Menachem, saying; "This will comfort us in our works and in the miserable work of the land, which the Lord had cursed." And the child grew and was weaned, and walked in the ways of his father Methuselah, perfect and upright with the Lord.

	And all the sons of men turned from the ways of the Lord in those days as they multiplied on the face of the earth with sons and daughters, and taught one another their evil practices and continued to sin against the Lord. And each man made himself a god, and they robbed and plundered each his neighbor, as well as his relative, and they corrupted the land, and the land was filled with violence. And their judges and rulers went to the daughters of men and took their wives by force from their husbands according to their choice, and the sons of men in those days took of the cattle of the land, the beasts of the field and the birds of the air, and taught the mixture of animals of one species with another, to thereby provoke the Lord, and the Lord saw the whole earth and it was corrupted.

Chapter 5

	And it was in the eighty-fourth year of Noah's life that Enoch son of Seth died, he was nine hundred and five years old when he died. And Jared son of Mahlallel died in those days, in the three hundred and thirty-sixth year of Noah's life. And all the days of Jared were nine hundred and sixty-two years, and he died. And all who followed the Lord died in those days, before they saw the evil that the Lord declared to do on earth.

	And after a lapse of many years, in the four hundred and eightieth year of Noah's life, when all those men who followed the Lord had died from among the sons of men, and Methuselah alone then remained, the Lord said to Noah and Methuselah, saying: “Speak and proclaim to the sons of men, saying, Thus saith the Lord: Turn from your wicked ways and forsake your works, and the Lord will repent of the evil that he has told you he will do to you, so that you will not come pass For thus says the Lord: Behold, I give you a term of one hundred and twenty years; if you turn to me and leave your evil ways, then I also will turn away from the evil that I have spoken to you, and it will be no more, says the Lord.”

	And Noah and Methuselah spoke all the words of the Lord to the sons of men, day after day, speaking to them constantly. But the sons of men did not listen to them, nor did they incline their ears to their words, and their hearts were hardened.

	And the Lord granted them a period of one hundred and twenty years, saying: "If they return, the Lord will repent of the evil, so as not to destroy the earth."

	Noah, son of Lamech, refrained from taking a wife in those days to beget children, because he said: “Surely now the Lord will destroy the earth, why then will I beget children?

	And Noah was a just man, perfect in his generation, and the Lord chose him to raise up seed of his seed on the face of the earth.

	And the Lord said to Noah: “Take a wife and beget children, for I have seen you right before me in this generation. And you will raise offspring, and your children with you, in the midst of the earth.” And Noah went and took a wife, and he chose Naamah the daughter of Enoch, and she was five hundred and eighty years old. And Noah was four hundred and ninety-eight years old when he took Naamah as his wife.

	And Naamah conceived and gave birth to a son, and she called his name Japheth, saying: The Lord has enlarged me in the earth; and she conceived again and gave birth to a son, and he called her name Shem after her, saying, The Lord has made me a remnant, to raise up offspring in the midst of the earth. And Noah was five hundred and two years old when Naamah gave birth to Shem, and the children grew up and went in the ways of the Lord, in all that Methuselah and Noah his father taught them.

	And Lamech, the father of Noah, died in those days; however, he truly did not walk with all his heart in the ways of his father, and he died in the one hundred and ninety-fifth year of Noah's life. And all the days of Lamech were seven hundred and seventy years, and he died.

	And all the sons of men that knew the Lord, died in that year before the Lord brought evil upon them; because the Lord wanted them to die, so that they would not see the evil that the Lord would bring on his brothers and relatives, as he had declared.

	At that time, the Lord said to Noah and Methuselah: “Arise and proclaim to the sons of men all the words that I spoke to you in those days, perchance they will turn from their evil ways, and then I will repent of evil. and will not bring it.”

	And Noah and Methuselah went forward and told in the hearing of the sons of men all that the Lord had said to them. But the sons of men would not listen, nor did they incline their ears to all his declarations. 	And these are the sons of Ham: Mitzraim, Cush, Phut, and Canaan, four sons. And the sons of Cush were Sheba, Havilah, Sabta, Raama and Satecha, and the sons of Raama were Sheba and Dedan. And the sons of Mitzraim were Lud, Anom and Pathros, Chasloth and Chaftor. And the sons of Phut were Gebul, Hadan, Benah and Adan. And the sons of Canaan were Sidon, Heth, Amori, Gergashi, Hivi, Arkee, Seni, Arodi, Zimodi, and Chamothi. These are the sons of Ham, by their families, and their number in those days was about seven hundred and thirty men.

	And these are the sons of Shem: Elam, Ashur, Arpachshad, Lud, and Aram, five sons. And the sons of Elam were Shushan, Machul and Harmon. And the sons of Ashar were Mirus and Mokil, and the sons of Arpachshad were Shelach, Anar and Ashcol. And the sons of Lud were Petor and Bizayon, and the sons of Aram were Uz, Chul, Gather, and Mash. These are the sons of Shem, according to his families; and their numbers in those days were about three hundred men.

	These are the generations of Shem. Shem fathered Arpaxad, and Arpaxad fathered Selah, and Selah fathered Heber, and to Eber two sons were born to him, the name of one of which was Peleg, for in his days the sons of men were divided, and in the latter days the earth was divided. And the name of the second was Yoktan, which means that in his day the life of the sons of men was shortened and diminished. These are the sons of Yoktan; Almodad, Shelaf, Chazarmoveth, Yerach, Hadurom, Ozel, Diklah, Obal, Abimael, Sheba, Ophir, Havilah, and Jobab; all these are the sons of Yoktan. And Peleg his brother fathered Yen, and Yen fathered Serug, and Serug fathered Nahor, and Nahor fathered Terah, and Terah was thirty-eight years old, and he fathered Haran and Nahor.

	And Cush the son of Ham, the son of Noah, took a wife in those days in his old age, and she bare a son, and they called his name Nimrod, saying; At that time the sons of men began again to rebel and transgress against the Lord, and the child grew up, and his father loved him very much, because he was the son of his old age.

	And the garments of skin that the Lord made for Adam and his wife, when they came out of the garden, were given to Cush. Because after the death of Adam and his wife, the garments were given to Enoch, the son of Jared, and when Enoch was taken up to heaven, he gave them to Methuselah his son. And at the death of Methuselah, Noah took them and brought them into the ark, and they were with him until he came out of the ark. And on his way out, Ham stole those garments from Noah his father, and he took them and hid them from his brothers. And when Ham begat his firstborn Cush, he gave him the garments in secret, and they were with Cush many days. And Cush also hid them from his sons and brothers, and when Cushthere wasbegotten Nimrod, gave him those garments through his love for him, and Nimrod grew up, and when he was twenty years old he put on those garments. And Nimrod grew strong when he put on his garments, and the Lord gave him power and strength, and he was a mighty hunter in the land, yes, he was a mighty hunter in the field, and he hunted animals and built altars, and offered on them the animals before the Lord.

	And Nimrod grew strong, and rose up from among his brothers, and fought the battles of his brothers against all his enemies around him. And the Lord delivered into his hands all the enemies of his brothers, and the Lord prospered him from time to time in his battles, and he reigned over the earth. Therefore, it became common in those days, when a man brought out those he had trained for battle, he would say to them: As the Lord did with Nimrod, who was a mighty hunter in the land, and who triumphed in the battles that prevailed against his brothers, who delivered them from the hands of their enemies, so that the Lord strengthens us and frees us today.

And he took some of his sons as security, and all of them were servants of Nimrod and his brothers, and Nimrod and all the people who were with him went home. 	And the Lord knew their thoughts, and it came to pass that when they were building they shot their arrows into the heavens, and all the arrows fell on them full of blood, and when they saw them they said to each other; "undoubtedly we have killed all that are in heaven." For this was from the Lord to make them err, and in order, to destroy them from off the face of the earth.

	And they built the tower and the city, and they did this daily until many days and years had passed. And the day came when the Lord said to the seventy angels who were before him, to those who were near him, saying: "Come, let us go down and confuse their languages, so that a man does not understand the language of his neighbor”. And so they did.

	And from that next day, each one of them forgot the language of his neighbor, and they did not understand speaking in a single language, and when the builder took from the hands of his neighbor lime or stone that he had not ordered, the builder threw it and throw it at his neighbor, so that he would die. And they did so many days, and they killed many of them in this way.

	And the Lord struck down the three divisions that were there, and punished them according to their deeds and designs, those who said: "We will ascend to heaven and serve our gods," they became like monkeys and elephants. And those who said: "We will strike the sky with arrows", the Lord killed, one by the hand of his neighbor. And the third division of those who said: "We will go up to heaven and fight against him", the Lord scattered them throughout the earth. And those who remained among them, when they knew and understood the evil that was coming upon them, left the building, and they too were scattered over the face of all the earth. And they ceased to build the city and the tower; therefore he called that place Babel, because there the Lord confounded the language of all the earth, behold, it was east of the land of Shinar.

	And as for the tower that the sons of men built, the earth opened its mouth and swallowed up a third part of it, and fire also came down from heaven and burned up the other third part, and the other third part remained until the day of today, and it is on the part that was on top, and its perimeter is three days' walk. And many of the sons of men died in that tower, a people without number.


Chapter 10

	And Peleg the son of Eber died in those days in the forty-eighth year of the life of Abram the son of Terah, and all the days of Peleg were two hundred and thirty-nine years. And when the Lord had scattered the sons of men because of their sin in the tower, behold, they were scattered into many divisions, and all the sons of men were scattered to the four corners of the earth. And all the families were made each according to their language, their land, or their city. And the sons of men built many cities according to their families, in all the places where they went, and throughout all the earth where the Lord had scattered them. And some of them built cities in places from which they were extirpated, and called these cities after their own names, or the names of their children, or after their particular events.

	And the sons of Japheth son of Noah went and built cities for themselves in the places where they were scattered, and they called all their cities by their names, and the sons of Japheth were divided on the face of the earth into many divisions and languages. And these are the sons of Japheth according to his families, Gomer, Magog, Medai, Javan, Tubal, Meshech, and Tiras; these are the sons of Japheth according to his generations. And the sons of Gomer, according to his cities, were the Francum, who dwell in the land of Franza, by the Franza river, by the Senah river. And the sons of Rephath are the Bartonim, who dwell in the land of Bartonia by the Ledah River, which flows into the great Gihon Sea, which is Oceanus. And the sons of Tugarma are ten families, and these are their names: Buzar, Parzunac, Balgar, Elicanum, Ragbib, Tarki, Bid, Zebuc, Ongal, and Tilmaz; all these spread out and rested in the north and cities were built. And they called their cities by their own names, those are the ones that inhabit along the rivers Hithlah and Italac to this day. But the families of Angoli, Balgar and Parzunac, dwell by the great river Dubnee; and the names of their cities are also according to their own names. And the sons of Javan are the Javanim who dwell in the land of Makdonia, and the sons of Medaiare are the Orelum who dwell in the land of Curson, and the sons of Tubal are those who dwell in the land of Tuskanah by the river Pashiah. And the sons of Meshech are the Shibashni and the sons of Tiras are Rushash, Cushni and Ongolis; all these went and built cities; those are the cities that are situated by the Jabus sea by the Cura river, which flows into the Tragan river. And the children of Elishah are the Almanim, and they also went and built cities; those are the cities located between the mounts of Job and Shibatmo; and theirs was the people of Lumbardi who dwelt opposite the mountains of Job and Shibathmo, and they conquered the land of Italy and remain there to this day. 

	And the children of Chittim are the Romim who live in the Canopia valley next to the Tibreu river. And the sons of Dudonim are those who dwell in the cities of the Gihon Sea, in the land of Bordna. These are the families of the sons of Japheth according to their cities and languages, when they were scattered behind the tower, and they called their cities according to their names and events; and these are the names of all their cities according to their families, which they built in those days after the tower.

	And the sons of Ham were Cush, and Mitzraim, and Phut, and Canaan, according to their generations and cities. All these went and built themselves cities as they found suitable places for themselves, and they called their cities after the names of their fathers Cush, Mitzraim, Phut, and Canaan. And the sons of Mitzraim are the Ludim, Anamim, Lehabim, Naphtuchim, Pathrusim, Casluchim, and Cafturim, seven families. All these dwell by the river Sihor, which is the brook of Egypt, and they built themselves cities and called them by their own names. And the sons of Pathros and Casloch intermarried, and from them came forth the Pelishtim, and the Azathim, and the Gerarim, and the Githim, and the Ekronim, in all the five families; these also built themselves cities, and called their cities after the names of their fathers unto this day. And the sons of Canaan also built themselves cities, and called their cities after their names, eleven cities, and others without number. And four men of the family of Ham went to the land of the plain. These are the names of the four men, Sodom, Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboyim. And these men built themselves four cities in the land of the plain, and called the names of their cities after their own names. And they and their children and all that belonged to them dwelt in those cities, and were fruitful and multiplied greatly and dwelt in peace.  And Seir the son of Hur, the son of Hivi, the son of Canaan, went and found a valley over against mount Paran, and built there a city, and he and his seven sons and his household dwelt there, and he called the city which he built Seir, according to his name; that is the land of Seir unto this day. These are the families of the sons of Ham, according to their languages and cities, when they were scattered throughout their lands after the tower.

	And some of the sons of Shem the son of Noah, the father of all the sons of Eber, also went and built cities for themselves in the places where they were scattered, and called their cities by their names. And the sons of Shem were Elam, Ashur, Arpachshad, Lud and Aram, and they built themselves cities and called the names of all their cities after their names. And Ashur son of Shem and his sons and his house went out at that time, a very large company of them, and they went to a far off land that they found, and they found a very wide valley in the land that they went to, and they they built four cities, and called them after their own names and events. And these are the names of the cities that the sons of Ashur built: Nineveh, Resen, Calach, and Rehobother; and the sons of Ashur dwell there to this day. And the sons of Aram also went and built themselves a city, and called the name of the city Uz after their older brother, and dwelt in it; that is the land of Uz to this day. And in the second year after the tower, a man of the house of Ashur, whose name was Bela, went out from the land of Nineveh to dwell with his house wherever he could find a place; and they came as far as the cities of the plain opposite Sodom, and dwelt therei. And the man arose and built there a little city, and called its name Bela, after his name; that is the land of Zoar to this day.

	And these are the families of the sons of Shem according to their language and cities, after they were scattered on the earth after the tower. And every kingdom, city and family of the families of the sons of Noah many cities were built after this.
