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Empty stage, lit in the centre by a cone of soft light while the
rest of the stage remains in semi-darkness. At the centre, in the
front half of the stage, is the flute stand; to its right - in the
shaded area - and slightly further back is that of the bass
clarinet. When the curtain rises, the clarinet is already in place,
while the flute emerges from the shadows in the upper right-
hand corner to reach the music stand: from this moment it will
play and act standing in that position, unless otherwise specified
in the score.

The clarinet, with reference to the last section of the work, may

make use of a strategically positioned second register.

Performers may be of either sex and must be dressed in a strictly black suit, shirt and tie. The voice and flute parts must be entrusted to the same

performer.
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
