	Foreword by

	Candi MacAlpine has blessed the Body of Christ with the understanding that there are women in the Church that have an apostolic anointing to accomplish great things for Jesus and His Church. Some are even called to be one of the 5-fold ministers with the calling and commissioning of an Apostle.

	This is revolutionary thinking to an evangelical dispensationalist theologian for prior to 1948, 99% of the Christian world did not believe that there were any active Apostles or Prophets in the present day-Church. A few centuries ago, those dispensational theologians developed the doctrine that the ministry of the apostle and prophet were depleted after the function of the Church was established and the Bible was written. Nevertheless, the restoration movement that was birthed in 1948 received revelation and taught that Apostles and Prophets were still part of the fivefold ministry that Jesus gave to equip and mature the Church to Christ’s ministry and maturity. A few years back a major Pentecostal organization put out a white paper to all their ministers directing them that they could say they were prophetic or apostolic, but they were not to call themselves a “Prophet or Apostle.” One of their ministers shared that with me because he knew that I had been recognized as a Prophet for 60 years and as an Apostle for 24 years. I asked the fellow minister, does that mean you can call yourself pastoral but can’t call yourself a Pastor, evangelistic but not an Evangelist. 

	Eph. 4:11-13 reveals that Jesus gave all five of His ascension gift ministries to the Church and they are to function until the mortal Church becomes the immortal, eternal Church. Nowhere in scripture does it say that any of the five were to be depleted from the Church. Nor does scripture say that they could only be given to the male part of the redeemed mankind race. After writing my three books on Prophets and the prophetic ministry, I wrote my book called “Apostles, Prophets, and the Coming Moves of God ''. It covers the history of prophets and apostles, and the part they play in building the Church that Jesus had in mind when He said, “I WILL BUILD MY CHURCH.” The book gives understanding concerning how a Christian can determine their participation in the prophetic and apostolic. The Bible declares that those who are in Christ are members of one body called the “One Universal Many Membered Corporate Body of Christ.” There is no difference between male or female or Jew or Gentile when it comes to God’s call or ministry. The Holy Spirit does not look at whether a Christian is Jew or Gentile male or female when He calls and anoints them to be an Apostle or Prophet, Evangelist, Pastor, or Teacher. 

	I believe a woman can be any ministry that Jesus has established in His Church. Balance and wisdom must be maintained in using the title of Apostle and Prophet. The first prophecy in the Bible is God prophesying to Adam, Eve, and the Serpent. God prophesied that the serpent would bruise the heal of the woman, but the woman would stomp on the head of the serpent. Every time another anointed woman goes into her God given ministry the devil gets an awful migraine headache. If you receive a prophecy declaring that you will have a prophetic or apostolic anointing/mantle/ ministry or work, it is not necessarily saying that you are going to be ordained as a fivefold Prophet or apostle minister. You can have an anointing of one of the five-fold ministers, but it isn’t declaring you are to become an ordained five-fold minister. If you receive a personal prophecy or a revelation that you are “called to be” you do not immediately print business cards saying I am an Apostle will govern, or Prophet will prophecy, or Pastors will shepherd you. If a thirteen-year-old girl received a prophecy that she would be a good mother, she wouldn't start calling herself a mother until she gets married and has her own child.

	I say let God’s Apostolic women arise and fulfill their ministries even though some old order ministers may not recognize them as such.

	After the Prophetic movement was established in the 1980’s and then the Apostolic movement in the 1990’s. I had our local church start addressing their husband and wife, team pastors as Apostle Tom and Apostle Jane. Because my son and his wife Jane have the dual calling of Prophet and Apostle like their natural father and spiritual Bishop. The purpose was to make the ministry of the apostle as accepted and recognized in the Church as the other Fivefold ministers. Our Christian International Apostolic Network ministers who were apostles took on the name Apostle to make it known and more accepted in the church world. The CI home Church members refer to them as their Pastors but formally call them Apostle Tom and Apostle Jane.

	During my 68 years of ministry, I have prophesied to over 75,000 individuals, saints, and ministers. About 20,000 of those received prophetic words that they had a fivefold calling and identified which one it was. During the first ten years I prophesied to women that they were called to be a teacher in the Body of Christ, some an evangelist, pastor, and prophetess, but I couldn’t prophesy---called to be an apostle. God started talking to me concerning His fivefold ministers. He asked me, why do you feel free to prophesy to women every fivefold ministry except that of the Apostle? I answered, I guess it is because of the teaching I received from some of the older men apostles. He said all My gifts are for all My people and I make no distinction between male and female. However, through the Holy Spirit I choose which of my people receive one of My fivefold headship ministries. May this book inspire many Christian women to fulfill their calling. You few who do have the calling to be apostolic or even called to be an apostle do not allow any religious critic to hinder you from being all that your Lord and Savior Jesus Christ has personally called you to be.

Chapter 1

	Jane Hamon

	As a young sixteen year old girl, recently saved and filled with the Holy Spirit, I had an encounter with the Lord that changed my life. I was in my bedroom praying one afternoon, when I heard the audible voice of God speak to me and call me into ministry. At that time in my Christian walk I had never been exposed to a woman preaching or ministering so I asked the Lord to show me an example of someone doing what I was called to do. The Lord’s response to me was “There is no one yet doing what I have called you to do, for I will be doing a new thing in the earth.”

	Fast forward over forty years and we are now living amid this “new thing” God was speaking to me about all those years ago. Not only has God restored women to a full place of function and purpose in ministry in the church, but He is also mightily using women to impact the social structure through their influence in business, government and other aspects of culture and society. This “new thing” also involves the restoration of the ministry of apostles and prophets which have emerged to bring kingdom transformation in the midst of the earth.

	Today we see that God is raising up apostolic men and women in every sphere of influence within society. What does it mean to be apostolic? The word “apostle” means “one sent into a region to bring transformation.” It was a government term conferred on those within the Roman system who carried great authority in aligning conquered territories to the Roman way of doing things. It also became a descriptive term given to the early Church disciples who later became the leaders of the movement who were “sent ones” to take the Gospel to the ends of the earth, introducing Kingdom culture everywhere they went. These early apostles changed cities and nations as they were sent by God and demonstrated His reality and power to those they touched. These early church apostles knew how to heal the sick, move in signs and wonders, raise the dead, cast out devils and bring transformation to the cities to which they were sent. Every where they went they carried the transforming power of the Kingdom of God. 

	In Roman’s 16:7 we are told of Andronicus and Junia who are “notable among the apostles”. Junia was a woman’s name. The Jewish historian, Josephus, says that Junia was the wife of Andronicus and that they were apostles of Rome who went about doing the works of the apostles. Today many modern day Junias are being released to apostolically impact the earth. Let’s look at some of the characteristics of this apostolic company of women.

	Anointed to Lead

	Apostolic women are anointed to be leaders. Judges 5:6-7 says, “In the days of Shamgar, … the highways were deserted, and the travelers walked along the byways. Village life ceased, it ceased in Israel, until I, Deborah, arose, arose a mother in Israel.” Deborah is a great example of an apostolic woman who brought impact to her nation and her generation at a critical hour in Israel’s history. Deborah was called “a mother in Israel” as she stepped into the leadership role of being the only woman judge in the nation’s history. This was an apostolic calling from which she would change the course of history and set a nation free.

	God is raising up women leaders both in both secular and spiritual environments today. It is no longer “a man’s world”. Women are taking their place in culture to be used by God to confront the oppressive systems that hold nations and generations in captivity. Leaders are willing to count the cost and determined to pay the price to see change that will pave the way for future generations to run.

	Anointed with Vision

	Apostolic women are women of vision and full of revelation from the Spirit of God. Judges 4:4 says “And Deborah, a prophetess, the wife of Lapidoth, she judged Israel at that time.” Deborah was a woman called by God as a prophetess. She received divine revelation and insight that enabled her to effectively govern her nation and to release strategies to other leaders to bring Israel into a place of freedom. She was a woman of vision, evidenced by the fact that she was able to hear the voice of God for Israel during a time of tremendous bondage and oppression, and to release the battle plan that would secure Israel’s liberty. 

	Because she was a woman of vision, Deborah was able to look past the seemingly impossible situation which her nation faced, and lay hold of the hope of God’s promise of deliverance and find His strategies for freedom. Someone once said of people who have vision:

	“People of vision see the invisible, hear the inaudible, believe the incredible, think the unthinkable and do the impossible!” (Unknown)

	It is imperative that we rise as women of vision and begin to speak life to this generation which seems to have lost its way. As we release vision and a sense of destiny and purpose, we will confront hopelessness, discouragement and fear. We will take people from a place of perishing to a place of flourishing, from a place of death to life! 

	Anointed with Wisdom

	Apostolic women have a tremendous capacity for wisdom and implementing the government of the Kingdom of God in the earth. Deborah is the fourth in a list of twelve judges that ruled in Israel during a critical period of their history. She was a woman of influence and great wisdom who effectively led her nation to victory. God is raising up apostolic women throughout the earth today with the same wisdom and governmental leadership qualities that can bring God’s transforming power into their communities and even nations. 

	This word judge is the Hebrew word “sapat” meaning, “one who judges, governs, passes down divine judgment, pronounces sentence, and decides matters.” This word would imply every aspect of the function of government. This position was much more than simply settling disputes. Old Testament judges were basically the governors of the land and would rule in all judicial, legislative and military matters. They were the executive, military and religious leaders of the land, and because of their divine appointment by God, were the ultimate authority in ruling the people. They were respected and honored for their wisdom in judgment and ability to bring the people of God from a place of oppression and cursing to a place of rest and blessing.

	For us to truly operate in divine wisdom and Kingdom government we must understand that God has released this ability to us by His Spirit. The Apostle Paul prayed for the Church at Ephesus that God would grant them the spirit of wisdom and revelation and that the eyes of their understanding would be enlightened and they would know the hope of their calling... (Eph. 1:17-18). We must realize that having vision and revelation is imperative, however, without the wisdom to implement the revelation our lives will be frustrated and fruitless.

	We must draw on the wisdom of the Word of God and its principles rather than basing our judgments out of our emotions or soul nature. We must be wise in our discernment; that we are truly discerning by the Spirit of God, and not after the flesh. We must be wise with our emotions. We must walk in full pursuit of wholeness in Christ, not as victims but as victors. We must be wise with our words for “life and death are in the power of the tongue.” Women of God, let’s allow our conversations to be life giving rather than death dealing.

	It is time to receive the impartation of divine wisdom to enable us to legislate God’s agendas in the earth. Let us marry the anointings of revelation and wisdom within us that we might be fully equipped to effectively minister truth to our generation. Let us be women who can discern the times as did the sons of Issachar. Let us receive the gifts from the Spirit that will enable us to properly discern between good and evil. Let us put aside all criticism and judgment and walk righteously before God and man in love. Let us be the women of wisdom we are called to be, for this day and hour!

	Anointed with Balance

	Apostolic women have their lives ordered in such a way that they can balance family responsibilities and their destiny calling. Deborah was not only a respected prophetess and judge in the land of Israel, but she also exemplified being a woman of balance by being a wife and maintaining a home.       This is part of our calling that cannot be neglected or trivialized in order to fulfill other aspects of our ministry call. I have seen women who have sacrificed their calling to only focus on their family. I have also seen women who have sacrificed their families to only focus on the call of God. How sad! As God is raising up apostolic women, we will be those who have ordered our lives in such a way as to succeed in business, career, government, and ministry without losing our most important area of influence, our families.

	The scriptures paint a clear picture of a woman who can raise a family and still run a business, minister to others, be a successful wife, and manage a household, all at the same time. “The Virtuous Woman” from Proverbs 31 was a woman who did it all. This word that has been translated “virtuous” has a very different meaning when looking at the original Hebrew. The same word translated in Proverbs 31 as “virtuous” when referring to a woman is translated everywhere else as “valor” or “valiant” when referring to a man. We need to make a shift in our identity to realize that we are to be as the Proverbs 31 “Valiant Woman” to accomplish all God is saying in this strategic time.

	Anointed for Breakthrough

	Apostolic women know how to achieve breakthrough in whatever situation they may encounter. Breakthrough is actually a military term. Websters defines it as "A Military movement or advance all the way through and beyond an enemy's front line defense; an act or instance of removing an obstruction or restriction; the overcoming of a stalemate; any significant or sudden advance, development, achievement or increase that removes a barrier to progress." Apostolic women know how to pray with power, how to decree God’s purposes, and how to stand in faith until the breakthrough comes. They understand that if things are going to change in their families, schools, cities and even nations, it will be because someone determines to make a righteous stand and begins to release the power of spiritual breakthrough which results in transformation.

	God is calling us to be risk takers who boldly pursue the things of the Spirit and pioneer a new path for the daughters of the next generation. God is looking for women of courage who will bring forth breakthrough in every battle. 

	Courage is not the absence of fear but the “capacity to meet danger without giving way to fear.” One should not feel condemned because fear is present; it is what you do in the face of fear that counts. Do you press through to freedom and victory, or do you give in, give up and retreat? In order to embrace the fullness of our calling we must be willing to face our fears. The term “fear not” appears over one hundred times in scripture. Why? Because God knew that we would have cause and reason to feel afraid. We must learn to identify, confront and destroy our fears in order to be all God has called us to be. 

	I have a real passion to see women overcome their fears and become women of courage. Fear will rob from you, accuse you, and cause you to feel helpless, hopeless and defeated. I know. One of my greatest personal battles has been in overcoming fear. I know firsthand how fears can affect your life and try to dissuade you from pursuing destiny. I thank God that His power delivered me from the bondage of fear so that I could be who God called me to be.

	God is raising up warriors! Apostolic women must be full of the Holy Ghost anointing, free from our own fears and determined to persist in the face of adversity. We need to realize that our warfare is not only about receiving our own freedom but also releasing that victory to others. Jesus has already won the victory for us and passed sentence on the forces of darkness, but it is up to us to execute the vengeance that He has written. (Psalms 149:6-9).

	Anointed through Passion

	Deborah was a worshiper! Her heart overflowed with praise for the greatness of God, His might, power and majesty. Judges chapter four tells us the facts regarding Israel’s victory over Sisera and his armies, but Judges chapter five passionately re-tells the story through poetry and song. This song was an expressive declaration that flowed out of hearts of worship from Deborah and Barak. They weren’t just warriors, they were worshipers!

	Those who will be a part of this apostolic company of women will be those who have learned to passionately embrace worshiping the Most High God. Unless we learn to truly live lives of worship before the Lord and press into His presence in prayer, we will never fully understand the greatness of His power. By worshiping God and spending time in His presence, we begin to comprehend how big He is, and how big He is in us.

	True worship will cause us to desire His will above our will, His plan above our plan, His way above our way. Having hearts of true worship will cause us to live our lives of obedience to the One we love. It will cause us to yield ourselves completely and utterly to Him. In this manner, every act of obedience becomes an act of worship.

	Apostolic women will be free from dead religion and from empty form and ritual. Apostolic women will be full of life, passion and excitement for their Lord and King! To do so we must meditate on His words to us, listen to His voice and spend intimate time with Him in prayer. Through the depth of our relationship with Him we can stir up a desire that will overcome every desire of the flesh.

Chapter 2

	I love hearing stories about people’s lives, especially women. It seems we have the capacity to navigate through so many different seasons and situations. As the different stories began to come into my email I found myself laughing, crying, and rejoicing because of these women. As I begin my story I pray it will land on people who are also in the path of being in this company of apostolic women.

	As I received each woman’s story I cried through most of them, had moments of amazement and was encouraged and faith increased by the stories of these women in my circle of friends. Some I have known for decades, and some just a few years. They have already impacted my life even before I knew “the rest of the story”.

	Beginning

	My story begins before I was conceived. She was widowed at age 32, with no children and was living the Hollywood life like many in those days, circa 1940 or about there. 

	She and her husband Cliff attended Whittier College in California. It was about 1936 or so. She had been gifted with the ability to paint on anything. She, like the others in the group from Whittier College, was studying in the art department. They were just living their lives in their 20’s when a man came to them. He shared his dream but had very little money. He suggested to them if they wanted to follow him and his dream it could be fun and would utilize the tremendous artistic gifts they all had. His name was Walt Disney and he had a dream, way beyond most men in that time to entertain the world through the medium of film, and oh so much more. He needed artists, because he was not one. He needed artists who could take his dream and his ideas and put them on an art material called celluloid and bring to life stories that had been around for decades.

	A few years later, pre–World War II, they were living life with gusto, and this new dream they decided to embark on was fun. They were young, most with no children and they were ready to take the world by the horns and see what the results would be. As Disney studios started, she loved her job being one of the first animators of those first films that Walt Disney produced. It was long hours but the results were amazing. Her husband worked in the film department and in a time where their life was going great, but then tragedy and he died, leaving her with grief that was unbearable. She had been drinking since the age of 16 and became addicted to a life of alcoholism. This was just typical for the Hollywood scene at the time. She also was becoming quite well known for her innovative art murals on black velvet. No Elvis was not even alive so no velvet Elvis paintings.

	She was devastated at the loss of her beloved husband, who could not have children. She was totally alone. 

	A few years later World War 11 was impacting the United States and Europe and there were lots of opportunities for party time with military personnel. She met a dashing young sergeant from the Air Force and in quick time they were involved. 

	I did not know until my oldest daughter was three that she had become pregnant with me. She was 34 and thrilled to finally bear a child. Mary Edmonds DeMent was my mother. I happened onto a wedding announcement in some of her boxes of stuff one day while visiting her at her home in Bakersfield! There in front of me was a date that did not coordinate with my birth date of April 26, 1944. She had been ashamed and never told me. 

	He did marry her and immediately left for England and the war. He did not return until I was 17 months old. We lived with my maternal grandparents until his return and then moved into one of the three houses my grandfather owned on a corner property in the city of Madera. We were only 25 minutes from my grandparents’ ranch in Raymond.

	If it had not been for my grandparents, I do not know what would have been my ultimate circumstances. They were my salvation, in a sense, the tools the Lord blessed me with to fashion part of my destiny as a woman leader in the decades ahead. My grandmother was a lover of Jesus. She would write poetry in her Bible next to certain passages. She also told me of the angel who would come to the foot of her bed.

	I grew up in the foothills of Raymond California, on the amazing ranch of my grandparents. There were secret places all over the big wonderful two story ranch house for dreaming of what my life would be. Grandma would share about her Jesus with me. It planted seeds in me that took many decades before they began to sprout even the tiniest leaf of life. She wasn’t able to attend a church service much as they lived seven miles from town. Groceries were brought to the ranch once a week after a phone call to the local grocery store in town. Electricity was not available in that location. Outside a distance from the main house was the wash house. It was a small structure that housed a huge noisy generator. The generator was only to be started up at 5 pm in the evening. The other appliances in the large country kitchen were run on propane, including the refrigerator, water heater, and other needed appliances. It was of no concern to me as everything was provided by my grandparents. I had no idea of the sacrifices’ they made to live there. This is another story for another time. Leave it to say my childhood was beautiful when I was with them. 

	The life with my parents ended in divorce when I was less than 5 and it was just mom and me for the rest of my growing up years. From that point forward it was a very different story. You might call it a horror story in many ways.

	Life Changes

	By the time I was less than five the marriage had deteriorated drastically. Alcohol and adultery being the key components. Two people with bondages that consumed them came crashing down on this little girl. My mother’s alcohol addiction took on a whole new life. My father’s drinking, gambling, womanizing, and sadly sexual, physical and verbal abuse of me came to an end when he left for another woman. She was just one in a line of many women taking my mother’s place. A psychologist once told me many years ago that about age 3 I became a parent and my mother became a child. Little did I know that what the enemy of my soul meant for destruction the Lord would change to good in His time.

	I didn’t see much of my father, except for occasional phone calls or showing up on the doorstep for a day or two. Years would go by without knowing or hearing where he was. 

	My mother’s continual addiction continued throughout her and my life at home till her death at 74. Despite her damaged life Father God in his grace and mercy saved her in her 70th year and even baptized her in His spirit. She spent the last years of her life in convalescent care.

	As a child we moved every year because she could not keep her teaching job in the school districts that hired her. This kept me from forming any lasting friendships and as teen years came around, I was in charge. In the summer months she would be drunk in her bedroom for weeks at a time. I did attend a Lutheran church due to my mother spending a short time in the AA program that met weekly. I was confirmed and baptized in the Lutheran church, but I had never heard a gospel message of the saving power of Jesus Christ and personal relationship with him.

	Teen years of rebellion and sin established strongholds in my life. Despite my personal choices Father God knew one day he would redeem me and restore me to the right relationship with him. My grandmother’s prayers during those teen years were the key to so many things that should have happened to me but did not because she was holding me up before the Lord every day. 

	According to Psalm 139 His design for us even before we were conceived will prevail as others are called to intercede on our behalf. It also eventually brings us to that place where we realize Jesus is the only hope of surviving and having a life of value.

	Many more seasons of sin, brokenness, fear, strongholds being established in my life. Bad choices were the norm of my life at that time. My will was in opposition to Father God’s. He used those years and seasons to mold and prepare me for His Kingdom in my life. My pain and fear eventually brought me to salvation at the age of 27. It set me on another path to be the person He destined me to be. I always felt guilty in every sin, but it wasn’t until years later that He sought me out and brought me out of bondages that were destroying my life. Strongholds of fear and rejection, especially self-rejection plagued me every day. Without a relationship with Jesus, sins will destroy others and yourself.

	The Glory Begins

	It really begins at the moment, even before the moment we are conceived according to Psalm 139:13-16: 

	For you formed my inward parts; you knitted me together in my mother’s womb.14 I praise you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made. Wonderful are your works; my soul knows it very well. 15 My frame was not hidden from you, when I was being made in secret, intricately woven in the depths of the earth. 16 Your eyes saw my unformed substance; in your book were written, every one of them, the days that were formed for me, when as yet there was none of them. 1

	I spent a lot of time studying and researching this passage. The key in the passage is before our conception He (Father God) had already decided who we would be and what His design and purpose was when there was nothing of us physically at that time. 

	We are created by a master planner, one who has the ultimate creative gift and has so many ideas of who people will be as He decides when they will be conceived, and eventually come forth from their mother’s womb. Just ponder that a bit, maybe even more than a bit. It should blow your mind in realizing who we are. No wonder there has been such a battle for our destinies. 

	So from this place Father God infused my DNA with His glory to be released at certain times in my life. They would propel me into my destiny in Him, 

	My childhood was wrought with alcoholism, adultery, abandonment, rejection, abuse, sexual and emotional. I really did have to raise myself. Father God would use it to build me into His daughter that would glorify Him. I could spend pages and pages giving you all the gory details, but I do not think that is necessary. So many of the other stories have similar circumstances in their lives, it just shows Father’s promise “all things work together for our good for those called according to His purpose”.

	My teen years in ‘church’ were in that Lutheran Church and even though I went through their catechism, no offer of salvation was offered, and I did not know Him on any kind of personal deep level. The only level I had was from my maternal grandmother Vera Odessa Edmonds. She had this amazing personal relationship with Jesus that she shared with me, her only granddaughter, and favorite of all three grandchildren of course. LOL.

	She and my grandfather were my salvation in those early years and no doubt my grandmothers’ prayers were what kept me from so many circumstances like not becoming pregnant, not dying, not becoming a drug addict or any number of results of life without Jesus. I was 17 when she passed away. I was distraught. I spent a considerable amount of time continuing to live a life of bad choices and more bad choices. 

	By the time I was 19 I was living on my own in an apartment and working for the Bakersfield Californian newspaper as a teletype setter. A very bad relationship, that was on track to marriage, got sidetracked, thank the Lord. Even though I did not know Him, the lover of my soul stepped in. It would take another 20 pages to tell it all but I was introduced to a sweet man by the name of Don MacAlpine, 12 years my senior. This was in August 1964, by January 1, 1965; he had told his younger brother that he was going to marry me. The fact we hadn’t even talked on the phone was not a deterrent to him.

	On our first date January 4, 1965, he proposed to me, and I said yes and we were married in 6 weeks. Well, they said it would never last, but 55 years and nine months later we were still in love. I was there as he stepped into Jesus’ arms November 23, 2020. 

	Now there is a story and laughter here to be told. Don had been in our care in our home for the last five years with dementia, PTSD, and other issues. He was in Hospice care via VA mid 2020. He was a disabled veteran of the Korean Conflict. He was one of the original jet fighter pilots and was stationed in Hawaii in the 50’. 

	The night before he passed away (not knowing he was going to pass away) I asked the Lord to let me be there when he left for heaven. Well, I was two hours late getting to the facility where we had finally had to take him for care just a few days before that Monday. I arrived and went into his room. He was not conscious, so I told him sorry I was late and that I loved him so much. He was breathing when I arrived. It was less than 10 minutes, and I sensed him to say “well you got your desire, I waited for you to get here, but I have to go now, see you later Honey”. I had to laugh and think of all the times of the last 55 years when I had made him late. He was always so patient, even to his very last breath. It was so gentle and holy as he gently stepped into Jesus arms, peace filled the room, and I knew he was gone.

	Now with Jesus’ arms around me and Holy Spirit comforting me each day I am learning to live without the man who loved me unconditionally, laughed with and at me for almost 56 years. He was an amazing gentle man who blessed me in more ways that I could ever expect. We loved being together. When he retired from Madera Police Dept after 20 years of service, I was excited to have him around all the time.

	To back up a bit, after marrying our first daughter arrived. I wanted my child to be in church. The only thing I knew was the Lutheran denomination so that is where I went. Let me make sure you understand that God can work in your heart drawing you to him no matter what or where the circumstances exist. A hunger for him began to grow in my heart. A few years later Don said, “Well if I did go to church I’d go to the Presbyterian Church,” where he had attended as a child. After attending the Presbyterian Church for a season, it was announced one Sunday that a family camp was coming up in the mountains above our town and I wanted to attend. By then our second daughter had been born and was just a year old. Don was on duty and couldn’t attend with us, but he agreed we could attend. It was there on the mountain at Calvin Crest Christian Camp that He came to me and I met Him in a most dramatic way and I have never looked back.

	A New Era

	A few years at Madera Pres and my hunger for the Lord continued to grow and we and four other couples decided to plant a community non-denominational church. It had started as a bible study in our home. Grace Community church is still thriving as an evangelical community church and K-12 school to this day. We did not know of apostolic or prophetic or companies of leaders at that time. Father did so gently, and sometimes not so gently, thrust us forward into the fullness of His kingdom and our destinies. 

	Understand that our stories are not of man’s glory, or speaking in front of thousands, or traveling the world to minister, even though many have experienced those opportunities. It has been a journey of day-to-day living, walking in faith, in spite of all circumstances. Walking with Jesus is exactly what He said.

	24 Then Jesus told his disciples, “If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross and follow me. 25 For whoever would save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will find it. (Matthew 16:24-25) 

	Initially that can sound like Joan of Arc. I suggest that you watch the movie to understand what I am saying. Reality is the key to walking in the fullness of our destiny and becoming a woman of an apostolic company. We are ordinary women who follow an unordinary God who promised He would walk with us all the days of our lives and would fill us with His spirit if we would allow Him to mold and make us into the people of God He designed from the foundations of the earth.

	In my case the idea of ‘ministry’ was as far as the east is from the west. I never even considered it until I was introduced to the prophetic movement. I didn’t go looking for it, but Father God lifted me up by the nape of my neck and sat me down amid prophetic men and women. They began the process of teaching and imparting to me what they had received from the Lord.

	I experienced a simple process of attending a lot of conferences. I am an avid reader. Another leader in the body saw prophetically the call of God in my life and was the catalyst that brought us into the amazing father of the Prophetic Movement, Dr. Bill Hamon. In a very short time frame my husband and I were ordained with Christian International Ministries in 1997, and we were off to the races, so to speak, prophetically and apostolically.

	I did not go into full time ministry until both of our daughters were married. I felt I couldn’t give the time needed to ministry until then. It was from this place that Bishop Hamon prophesied to me that I would raise up a training center to equip the saints for the work of the ministry. We have done that for the last 21 years. It wasn’t just in our location but all over California and beyond.

	It wasn’t until sitting at my desk one day studying that an angel showed up and I heard prepare and doctorate. It seemed quite foolish to do the doctorate thing for lots of reasons. Within two years I was a member of the ministry and intercessory team of Dr. Peter Wagner and his ministry. We were in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma, doing a Prayer and Spiritual Warfare Conference. Peter got up and dropped a bombshell on us all. He had left Fuller Seminar and given up all his retirement and followed the Lord’s direction to raise up an end time seminary like no other, and not like traditional education. Wagner Leadership Institute, later to be renamed Wagner University was born that day. I knew I had missed it when the Lord told me to train and pursue a doctorate. I immediately repented and went and signed up. I was student #6. I was credited with past experience, etc. and began halfway through the master’s program. I graduated in the first graduating class of Wagner in May of 2000. I continued with my doctorate studies, and graduated in the second graduating class with my doctorate and was now Dr. Candi MacAlpine. Never did I imagine His plan for me. I would never have come this far without the prophetic word implanted in my life.

	The years since that time have held many joys, growing in Him and the knowledge of His plan to be an ambassador for Christ in the earth. He has allowed me to participate in healing the sick, raising the dead, casting out demons, and making disciples of nations. I never would have gotten close to the incredible people, places and opportunities without the prophetic voices speaking into my life. They also spent considerable time teaching, activating, and mentoring me in the ways of God’s Kingdom.

	Prayer the Priority

	Prayer became my friend many years ago. I did not know it was my training ground to be a prayer leader in California and beyond. It became a passion during difficult circumstances and situations. I did not know how to navigate in life, in family, children, jobs, everything thrown in the pot. The only answer was prayer. It took some time for me to realize that. In the whirlwind of life, I began to speak on prayer at different speaking engagements and had built a small three-part series on prayer. The pastor of one of the churches I was asked to speak at with their leaders and youth told me “Candi, you need to write a syllabus for this school of prayer and add to it”. It really shook me. I had no idea it was that significant. He had been a pastor for over 20 years and ministered in many nations. 

	It took me about 10 years to develop my “School of Prayer, Invitation to Intimacy.” At one of my seminars, one of the attendees asked if he could record it. I am not internet, computer savvy and said, “Sure.” When the class was finished, we said goodbye. A few weeks later he called me and said, “I want you to come to my studio. We need to do some introductions to the seminar and each session. The school now includes eight sessions with activations. I had no idea this man was a professional, one who did Ted Talk-type videos and more. Wow! And it was all given as a blessing. He spent many hours making a first-class video series, including the extensive syllabus included in the first DVD that the person can download as many copies as needed. I believe everything I do is from the Lord and does not belong to me, so I tell people if you come to the school the syllabus is five dollars a person. If you buy the DVD series at $65 you get the syllabus for free and can make as many copies as you need to help teach others. I could not get to every place the Lord wants this school, so the “DVD series” makes it possible for anyone to use it, teach it, and share it. I have taught it all over California, across the country, in Washington, DC, in Italy and other locations. It is truly a compilation of so many other prayer leaders. We can always pray and intercede no matter the circumstances. There isn’t sufficient time to share the myriad of stories and testimonies from each School of Prayer. It would be pages and pages.
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
