Chiromancy

 

 

 

Chiromancy is the art of describing the personality and predicting the fate of an individual through the study of the palm of his hand. The word comes from the Greek "cheiromantéia", composed of "chéir", hand and "mantéia", divination.

The practice, widespread throughout the world, albeit with numerous cultural variations, is also known as palm reading; the chiromancy practitioner is called a palmist, chirologist, or hand reader.

Chiromancy, universally considered a pseudoscience, is divided into two main disciplines:


	Chirology, which deals with the study of the palm lines.

	Chirognomy, which deals with the study of the shape of the hand.



 

Chiromancy has its origins in Indian astrology of which it was a discipline; the Hindu sage Valmiki would be credited with a book now lost, the title of which could be translated as "The teachings of Maharishi Valmiki on male palmistry".

This book would have contained 567 stanzas and may have been written more than 5,000 years ago.

From India, the art of palm reading then spread to China around 3000 BC; subsequently it reached Tibet, Egypt, Persia and developed in Greece, where it was also practiced by the philosopher Anaxagoras.

Indian chiromancy claims to be the oldest, but it is mostly transmitted verbally, through a process known as "parampara", within family, social and cultural groups.

In India, palm reading is an integral part of most natural medicine practices.

Palm reading is also part of the Indian version of astrology, known as jyotish; it is quite common for Indian Ayurvedic practitioners to be skilled in palmistry. Indian chiromancy is more predictive than Western palmistry which is holistic and focuses more on psychological qualities.

Chinese chiromancy is said to be about 3,000 years old and part of the original traditional Chinese medicine; in China, palmistry is known as shou xiang and shou zhen. Chinese chiromancy uses its own terms to define parts of the hand, referring instead to lines based on elements or mounts based on certain stars, rather than planets.

Chinese chiromancy has three different systems based on trigrams, stars or lines. The Chinese trigram system is based on the bagua map, which is also used in feng shui, and has clear and direct links to different organs and systems within the body.

 

An ancient Chinese belief believes that each finger corresponds to someone dear to us:


	The little finger represents the children.

	The middle finger represents ourselves.

	The thumb represents the parents.

	The index finger represents brothers and sisters.

	The ring finger represents the partner.



 

The development in the classical era has left traces in the terminology, which indicates some parts of the palm and hand using the names of the ancient Greek and Roman gods.

Chiromancy, named after the famous palmist Count Louis Hamon, also known as Cheiro, is a very popular and accurate type of divination; from the scant information we have about Celtic Europe, there is reason to believe that here too the hand was considered a source of information about the person.

The hand changes throughout existence; the lines we see on our palm now weren't the same a year ago and will likely be very different five years from now; although the hand provides an outline of life, it is only generic.

Palmistry also spread through Roma and other Gypsy peoples, who traditionally still practice it. To date, no satisfactory research has yet been conducted either in support or in contrast to the scientific nature of this practice, which is generally considered a pseudoscience, like astrology and cartomancy.


	This is due to its total lack of scientific foundation and possibility of verification.



 

There are many different interpretations of hand lines in different schools of palmistry, and modern palmists often combine traditional fortune-telling techniques with psychology, holistic medicine, and other methods of divination.


	The complete reading should not be done only with the palm.



 

The hand, like the foot, contains all the information concerning the life of the person, so it must be studied in its entirety, the lines, the palm, the back, the fingers, the nails, and NOT just the left hand, typically gypsy like method, but both hands, since:

 


	The left is what will be. Not only that, the palm of the left hand reveals the predispositions, the gifts we receive even before birth. If the lines of the left hand are more marked than those of the right, it means that we have not fully exploited our abilities and that we have more possibilities than we ourselves believe, but we have let ourselves be hindered by the passive nature, by adverse conditions, by laziness. This is characteristic of misunderstood geniuses, of unknown poets and of the resigned.



 


	The right is what it is and has been. The palm of the right hand therefore records the use that we have made and continue to make of these qualities. If it is the right hand that has the most marked lines then the hands belong to stubborn, resolute, brutal and careerist individuals.



 

If the lines are almost equal in the two hands, the subjects are peaceful, but without strength of character and little personality.

In left-handed situations previously listed, of course, are reversed.

In women and men the situation is different:

W omen have the right hand which represents the status in which they came into the world, while the left hand tells us about all the life experiences accumulated over the years and which have acted to change the cultural baggage with which we were born .

In humans it is quite the opposite: the left hand will be the "speaking" one at the moment of birth, while the right will represent all the experiences made during one's life.

Some currents of thought argue that it is the left hand that shows the future, but with a probability rather than an absolute certainty.

If the person whose hands you are observing shows a difference between the two palms, this could mean that he has taken or is taking actions to change the potential of his life.

The size of the hands offers a first indication of the character. The length of the hand corresponds to approximately one tenth of the person's height, as well as the distance from the chin to the hairline, or a little less.


	Very small hands signal great sensitivity, as well as cheerfulness, inconstancy and imagination.

	Very large hands indicate poor sensitivity and analytical intelligence, as well as slow instinctive reactions.

	The long and large hand is a sign of selfishness and a strong ability to impose one's will on others.

	Large hands with short arms are associated with great aggression.

	The well-proportioned hand, compared to the size of the body, indicates a balanced, honest, judicious and discreet person; this hand, opening, forms a straight line with its fingers.



 

Color, temperature and humidity of the hand reveal the psycho-physical conditions of the subject.


	Rosy hands show affection and happiness.

	Reddish hands both optimism and anger.

	Very pale or yellowish hands. Nervousness, low energy and inner closure.



 

In the back , joint flexibility, skin texture and hairiness reveal important characteristics.


	Stiff hands can show both resoluteness and energy as well as clumsiness and shyness.

	Flexible hands show adaptability.

	Soft and soft hands indicate the weak character of someone who is easily influenced.

	Hands with rough skin express practical sense .

	Hands with fine skin indicate delicacy in feelings.



 

For the value to be given to the signs it is important to recognize the prevailing hand which, commonly understood, is the one most used both for writing and in the various activities in which the hand is involved.


	In doubtful cases, the automatic crossing of the thumbs while bringing the hands together helps determine which is the prevailing hand for chirology: the thumb of the prevailing hand is always placed on top of the other.



 

The left hand expresses our most feminine part, our affectivity, sensitivity, imagination and aesthetic sense, while the right hand expresses the masculine part, logical thinking, rationality and active behavior.


	In case of left hand prevalence, we have a lively imagination and little adaptability to social conventions.

	If the prevalence is in the right hand, we find rationality and conformity.



 

The prevailing hand often has a greater number of lines than the other and it is important to define how these lines differed, or in any case are different, from those of the non-prevailing hand, which is considered less changeable.
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
