	Prior to that, the Prince and his wife participated in an official tour of Scotland, taking part in a number of events like a dance to Elvis impersonator's music, the naming of a ship appropriately called The Prince of Wales, a garden party, a visit to a stately home, meetings with community groups and kids, and so on and so forth.

	In a span of two weeks, all of these. in favor of a 68-year-old man. Still not the King.

	He is of an age where the majority of people are slowing down and retiring, yet the biggest task still lies ahead for him. He naturally became king of Britain and the Commonwealth on that day.

	Some of these organizations are rather modest, like the Royal Drawing School, which provides art training to deserving youngsters.

	But also significant organizations like the Prince's Regeneration Trust, which promotes the preservation of historic structures.

	He is the director of the British Asian Trust, an organization that provides support to regional charities around the continent, including those in Bangladesh, India, Pakistan, and Sri Lanka.

	Additionally, it aids Asian charities in the UK. He now serves as the public face of more than 400 charities of all kinds.

	He has hosted more than 6000 visitors annually to functions at the different royal residences as the Queen has slowed down in her activities.

	He travels close to 100,000 miles each year for foreign trips, where he meets officials, shakes hands with throngs of supporters, and motivates troops stationed far from home.

	He is 68 years old right now, almost 69, and for all but three of those years he has awoken knowing that, should his mother pass away unexpectedly, he would be king.

	The Queen has always enjoyed riding horses and never uses a helmet. A terrorist assault has always been a possibility.

	She's always run the risk of being attacked and killed by a lunatic. He had the potential to rule at any point.

	He would either assume the throne or abdicate if that were to happen.

	But it hasn't taken place. There is no sign that the Queen will step down, and we assume that she is in excellent health and believes in her responsibility as monarch.
