  Guest Feature - Art Zeal interviewed by K D Rose


  


  Today we have Salter Hutchinson and Airam Zenemijil, co-founders of Artzeal.org, along with As Lah and Nikhil Rathod. This team created Art Zeal to become a place for artists, writers, or those who express any art form to share their work. Since INNOVATE is dedicated to publishing emerging voices, art, and writing, we thought Art Zeal’s project, Artzeal.org, would be perfect to showcase.
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  Innovate: Can you explain the concept of Art Zeal to everyone who has not yet seen it?


  


  Art Zeal: This group was founded for the sake of those who love creating art such as drawing (colored or not) and other crafts related to anime/manga, comics/cartoons, or any form of art and want to share it with those who have the same interests. We tell people: do not hesitate to invite your friends, join conversations, share your experience and knowledge, while at the same time learning from other members. Art Zeal is about learning from other artists—pushing yourself to be better at what you do. Teamwork is key; it is also a safe place for artist to talk and share ideas. Art Zeal has no borders and no home land, just powerful artists, designers, and more, expressing themselves as a team and as individual artists.
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  Innovate: Did you have any problems getting artists to put their work up to be seen by others for free?


  

  Art Zeal: Not at all. Most of the art work on our pages is fan art. Everyday more and more artists show up and teach us that we actually don’t know anything about art. We are not professional or out to make a buck. We are a family out to show that above all else we can do anything. We hold an event with different themes almost every month to help the members interact with each other and experience the joy of sharing knowledge while at the same time having a friendly competition with each other.
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  Innovate: You host a lot of anime and manga on Art Zeal. Can you explain what those are?


  


  Art Zeal: Well let's start off with “Frozen Fire” created by Airam Zenemijil. She is a founding member of Art Zeal. Without her Art Zeal would not exist. She and I got together last year to create a place to showcase Art Zeal and everything the team learns. After I created my first free comic and webpage, I was let into Art Zeal.org in late 2012 a few months after it began. We planned a website for 2013. We started Artzeal.org as a fun project. Now we treat it as a place to freely advertise our artwork, designs, and the many talented styles of art that others create. People all over the world now have a place to read and post free comics, manga, photos, music, and so much more. The most important part of Art Zeal is that everything remains free.
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  Innovate: Art Zeal also has a place for writers and poets correct? What do they contribute?


  

  Art Zeal: Mostly poems and short stories. I am writing a book and I plan to post the first half on the site for free. Helping to teach new writers, comic and manga artists that anything is possible with teamwork is the goal. This includes things like how to tell a story and collaborate on the work being done behind the scenes while learning to write at the same time.

  Author Interview with Brien Foerster


  


  Innovate E-Magazine welcomes Brien Foerster, best-selling author who has written extensively about the prehistory of Peru, South America and the Pacific islands, and has also produced 'A Brief History of the Incas' and the 'Gringo Guide to Machu Picchu and Cusco' both of which are not only sold globally, but at the tourist venues in Peru.

  His face is well-known from his extensive commentary on Ancient Aliens, where his depth of knowledge about the many pre-Inca megalithic constructions in the Andes shines through. His company Hidden Inca Tours runs excursions amidst this environment together with a team of local experts, including Brien's wife Irene Mendoza, a native-born Peruvian.


  


  Brien Foerster is most famous for his exploration of enigmas such as the elongated skulls of the Paracas region, and the lost ancient technology of Peru and Bolivia, focused on megalithic blocks, often smoothly cut, both indicative of a technology not possessed by the Inca.


  


  Most recently Brien co-authored a book with David Hatcher Childress on the elongated skulls found in diverse areas of South America, and undertook a tour of the South Pacific focusing on the many legends of red-haired natives pre-dating European arrival, as well as looking at stories of remnant pre-Polynesian peoples.


  


  


  


  Brien, thank you for agreeing to do an interview with Innovate.


  


  As a historian and a researcher, do you find that writing in book form comes easily to you, or did you have to adapt?


  


  I actually write a book as if I am having a conversation with someone. My two greatest inspirations for this kind of approach are Ernest Hemingway and John Steinbeck. The concept for a book usually wanders about in my head for several weeks or months, and I never start writing until I have a fair amount of concrete information well processed. At present, I am “considering” 4 new books.


  


  You have researched the ancient cities of Pumapunku and Tiahuanaco in great depth. How do you personally think they are related? Do you think there is genuine evidence for a third such city submerged under Lake Titicaca, or is calling what has been found a city a stretch too far?


  


  I honestly think that Tiwanaku and Puma Punku are the same site. Puma Punku I believe is the oldest period of construction, mainly done with grey andesite and some huge red sandstone blocks, and that the Tiwanaku culture came on the scene thousands of years later. I have no idea about a “third city.”


  


  Regarding your book with David Hatcher Childress, 'The Enigma of Cranial Deformation' :-


  How do you find writing a book with a fellow researcher; are there areas where you both disagree and you have to work through this, or did you find that you both brought bodies of knowledge which overlapped but did not contradict each other? Did you find there were enthusiasms that had to be reined in to produce a coherent joint project?


  


  Truthfully, David chose the title, and thus the theme of the book. I am presently working on volume 2, which is specifically about the elongated skulls of Peru and Bolivia, and will contain DNA evidence as well as the concept that some of the skulls may have been naturally formed.


  


  Given that museums across Peru and neighbouring countries possess ancient remains with elongated heads, what do you think explains the reluctance to put them on display and publicise them - is it pressure from academic institutions/government, a sense of distaste for the what might seem to be deformed people, or religious and cultural reasons related perhaps to fear, dislike or rejection of them?


  


  In the case of Peru, no; there are many skulls on display in many different museums. What is curious though, is that the Tiwanaku museum in Bolivia had a large display of elongated skulls, and they have been taken off display permanently.


  


  I find the idea of the Ica Stones a fascinating one, but I cannot get away from the feeling that if they were genuine a large cache in situ would have come to light by now, instead of their being presented by Indians. Do you think any of them are genuine, or even that the jury is still undecided?


  


  I personally have not seen one that stands out as being genuinely ancient, but that is my opinion.


  


  To any student of prehistoric civilisations there seems a bewildering array of possible explanations which are often in contradiction with one another. Do you find that this helps or hinders research in this area?


  


  Having different explanations on any subject is fine, as long as there is evidence to back any concept or theory up.


  


  How much stronger do you feel that evidence of a calamity 10-12 thousand years ago, wiping out sophisticated civilisations, has become in recent years?


  


  Much more so. The work of Robert Schock, Barbara Hand Clow and Paul de Laviolette all seem to point to a great disaster occurring about 11,700 to 11,900 years ago.


  


  One is struck in researching the civilisations of unrecorded prehistory how much cooperation there is between historians such as yourself, Graham Hancock, David Childress and Chris Dunn, to name a few. It seems to be much more the case than in other fields of history. Is this because you feel to be part of a team hunting for the truth, so to speak, on the edge of making discoveries that will change everything?


  


  We are all playing our roles in this, and I do not regard any as being better than anyone else. I do hope this is a team effort, globally.


  


  I am looking forward to reading your book "Crimson Horizon: The Mysterious Sea Kings Of The Pacific" which I have ordered in paperback:-


  How have historians before yourself explained the prevalance of red-haired people across the Pacific region, especially since Thor Heyerdal mentioned it, but until your researches it has not enjoyed the prominence it is now getting?


  


  Heyerdahl was brutally ridiculed by conventional academics about his theory. However, he did base it to some degree on oral traditions, and his experience as a sailor. Easter Island, Tahitian, Hawaiian and New Zealand Maori traditions all speak of an early people that had reddish hair.


  


  How do you think most of the ancient megalithic structures found across Peru were roofed?


  


  In fact, I think many were not, or if they were, there are no remains. So they could have been made of organic materials like wood and thatch that deteriorated long ago.


  


  Do you believe there is any controversy surrounding the origins and early history of the Inca, or only in the case of what truly went before them?


  


  Honestly, no one seems to know where they originated. Prior to being in the Cusco area they most likely lived on the Island of the Sun and Island of the Moon, but before that, no one knows…


  


  I am fascinated by the idea that the khipu (quipu) may have actually been a form of recorded language? Do you have ideas as to how this might have worked, and whether it could be read long-term or only within an immediate context?


  


  The Khipu is known to be at least 4,000 years old, so was used long before the Inca were in Cusco. According to Gary Urton, PhD at Harvard, it was not only a system of recording statistical information, it may have been a coded language as well.


  


  Are you planning to write a novel at any time, maybe one set in the Inca court, or perhaps in the prehistory of the megalith builders?
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
