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	ONE SINGLE PRIMORDIAL TRADITION?

	 

	 

	 

	Many esoteric and initiatory schools of thought, in both East and West, tend to assert – with unprecedented and dogmatic insistence and sometimes assiduous regularity – the alleged existence of one single Primordial Tradition and a hypothetical transcendent unity of all religions. However, the Mystery Tradition of the Eleusinian Mother1 branch has always vigorously opposed such a view. In this short essay I shall explain why.

	The Italian scholar and writer Moreno Neri, in his excellent and well thought-out preface to Edizioni Aurora Boreale’s recent new edition of Arturo Reghini’s essay Sulla Tradizione Occidentale2, writes:

	 

	«The Western Tradition branch, which is a single aspect of the Only Tradition, is still operational and is certainly the one that is most in accordance with the spiritual constitution and the most adherent to the fate and duty of an Italian and his spiritual psychophysical structure. Before arriving at what René Guénon called Primordial Tradition, Frithjof Schuon Transcendent Unity, Raphael’s One Universal Tradition, one should follow their own tradition, the one best suited to their disposition, background and cultural-historical roots».

	 

	This is an impeccable analysis, from a Latomistic and Pythagorean point of view, and it can certainly be accepted or shared from an Eleusinian point of view except on two particular focal points: the issue of the purported uniqueness of Tradition and of an alleged “transcendent unity” of religions. On these aspects the Eleusinian viewpoint is quite distinct and clear: no matter how much esteem and respect one may have for a giant of the thought of the 20th century such as René Guénon, we believe that the theorizing and the “certainties” of this great researcher, like those of Schuon and Raphael on the matter of Tradition reflect that fallacious cultural orientation which, in the wake of the syncretistic tendencies of Late Antiquity and the late medieval and Renaissance rediscovery of the Hermetic Tradition (which had nothing to do with either Eleusinity or the Mystery Tradition in general), harks back to that deleterious relativistic attitude, unfortunately also embraced by various initiatory orders and even by Freemasonry, which has resulted historically in the delusional idea of an alleged “transcendent unity of religions” under the banner of an alleged “One Single Primordial Tradition” contemplated even by the Pythagoreans, particularly by the late Pythagoreanism. An idea, the latter, which the Eleusinians have always abhorred and strongly refuted. I shall attempt to explain why.

	According to the Eleusinian Mystery Tradition, it is by no means true that all religions that over time have formed and/or differentiated would derive indistinctly from a mythical “primordial religion” enunciated by the Pythagorean-Platonic vision, as adaptations of the Palaios Logos in the form of a Hieros Logos specific to each single spiritual form. Moreover, it would be an aberration even to think this, since, just remaining in the Western world, if we correctly locate in the most authentic known Primordial Tradition that original Titanic religion which arose and became established in that golden age when the Titan Gods still ruled with justice over this world, with the first traumatic breaking of the golden chain of that Tradition occurring with the Titanomachy and the victory of the Olympian Gods, the vast majority of the religions that have arisen and developed and succeeded at the various civilizations have done so under the aegis of the latter, and certainly not under that of the defeated Titan Gods. They have thus clearly distanced themselves from the Palaios Logos and the Primordial Tradition of the West – which had its roots first in the Seven Great Islands of the Western Sea and later in the matriarchal Atlantic and Mediterranean megalithic civilizations, in Egypt and Crete –, adapting to doctrinal compromises and contaminations that allowed the respective priestly castes to survive and exert their control over the masses of the faithful, but which inexorably and inextricably bound them to the catabasis. Such religions have thus given their followers only the illusion of possession of the Sophia Aionia, the Sapientia Aeterna, while as a matter of fact they have clearly distanced themselves from it. While some legacy of the Palaios Logos, of the Primordial Titanic Tradition, may be partially discernible in such religions or doctrines, it represents only a pale and faint shadow.

	The most authentic Western Primordial Tradition, the one related to the ancient Titanic cult, has managed to survive and perpetuate itself certainly not because of the multiple religions that arose and developed after it, but in spite of them. On the contrary, in the history of the last millennia it has always been the object of systematic persecution by them and their priestly castes, since nothing can frighten the new usurping gods and the priestly castes of the religions subservient to them more than an awareness on the part of humanity of its true Titanic nature and potentialities, a reunion of humanity with its true and authentic Primordial Tradition.
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
