		Once you press Install, it will ask you to pay and how you would like to pay it. Don't worry; you will only pay $10 for downloading without any subscription and renewal fee after that.

		Once downloading is done, press the Open icon to launch the app. The app icon will also display on your home screen for easy access.

	That's correct. This is one of the most significant advantages of Procreate. There's no need to go out and get a separate program to perform your animating.

	Procreate features an animation capability built right in, complete with onion-skinning. You may easily save your animation as a JPEG, PNG, GIF, or MP4 file to your camera roll.

	In the Procreate system, there's a brush studio to manage pressure sensitivity, glaze, blending, the strokes of your brush, and the brushes you already use, are all things to consider.
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
