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	In The Gates of Europe, Plokhy investigates the lives of significant Ukrainian historical people, from heroes to invaders. The book offers a detailed account of the elements that shaped the Ukrainian state and its national identity. It exposes readers to the unending stream of external and internal dangers to both constructs.

	Plokhy set out to rewrite Ukraine’s history from the days of Herodotus up to the present, a difficult task fraught with ideological pitfalls. Unlike his predecessors, he has interpreted Ukrainian history using the contemporary notion of national identity. This is still unknown in post-Soviet countries.

	
The Gates of Europe depicts a far more complex and intriguing history of Ukraine than Russian or Ukrainian nationalists suggest. Plokhy chronicles how swiftly the Ukrainian aristocrats morphed to survive within the prevailing political cultures of the kingdoms and empires to which Ukraine belonged. Through this, he illustrates how adaptable they were throughout history.

	
The Gates of Europe was created to assist Western readers in sifting through a slew of contradictory historical material. These issues arose early in the 2014 Russian-Ukrainian war. It may also help Russian and Ukrainian readers comprehend and embrace their countries’ complicated history.

	
The Gates of Europe is comparable to Orest Subtelny’s Ukraine: A History (1988) and Paul Robert Magocsi’s A History of Ukraine: The Land and Its People (1996). However, only Plokhy’s book covers the events of 2005-15, giving it a clear edge over its predecessors. This broader and contemporary perspective allows Plokhy to propose novel ethnic and territorial solutions to the conflicts mentioned in his book.
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
