  A Tribute to Italian Landscape
  


  


 


 


For 25 years the LAND studio has promoted a project for the Landscape - in its fullest and culturally richest sense - in both Italy and Europe. 
  In primis its founders, Andreas Kipar and Giovanni Sala, have introduced a vision of the “Landscape” that is not the two-dimensional scenic, picturesque curtain in a postcard image, nor the badly treated residue of uncontrolled anthropization of the territory.
  Contrary to an interpretation of the Landscape that is all too often reduced to a passive backdrop for economic, social and urban events, LAND interprets it with an active and productive connotation, capturing the complexities and stratifications accumulated over time.
  Starting from these premises, the LAND 25 exhibit is first and foremost a tribute to Italy’s Landscape, or rather to the numerous series of contrasting landscapes along the peninsula. During its first 25 years the studio’s activity has been spread over the whole country, always aiming to valorise existing potential and searching for new synergies on large scale, ones that are able to create useful transformations for the future of the territory.
  The exhibition condenses LAND’s many experiences, organising them into a journey through 5 geographical areas and establishing unexpected short circuits within, between territories, their potential and characters, and the visions that Kipar and Sala have suggested.
  In the Po Valley, the suggestion of a Green Landscape Economy combines the productive heart of the valley, the Milano of the Raggi Verdi, of the Expo and the widespread urbanity of Brianza, with its more peripheral and largely agricultural areas (the Langhe, the Vercelli area and the morainal amphitheatre of the Canavese), with the Alpine valleys (Valsesia, Valtellina and Valsorda), smaller centres (Gorla and Sommacampagna) and, finally, the Triveneto, with Marghera, Aquileia and the Karst Plain. The Via Emilia is grafted on to this system as a second possible territorial continuity, involving the Apennines (the Enza Valley) and meets the sea at linear, Adriatic towns (Rimini and Riccione). On the Tyrrhenian coast, the cycle track of Western Liguria dialogues with the environmental regeneration of Palmaria Island and looks south, where it meets the Green Archipelago of Rome, which overflows its borders down to the coast and the Sacco Valley. In Campania, the exploration continues between the Regi Lagni and Pompei, then sailing to the islands with the project for La Maddalena, Sardinia’s coast and inland areas and Lampedusa, a place of arrival of great symbolic importance.
  The LAND laboratory is summarised in an extremely rich kaleidoscope of images, photographs, drawings and texts, which invites the viewers to immerse themselves in the beauty of the peninsula and reflect on the possibility of a finally reconciled relationship between man and nature, through responsible, respectful and sustainable project development.
