	Galaxy S21 Ultra: First Impression 

	My first impressions of the Samsung Galaxy S21 are mostly favorable, and that’s to be expected of a smartphone that costs a lot. This is a formidable Samsung centerpiece with equipped hardware fitted to a lovely software, an exciting camera system, and a beautiful display. 

	 

	Galaxy S21 Ultra: Design and Architecture Impression   

	The heavy aluminum plate coated across the camera array is the most visible design feature, which is somewhat intended to cover the bump or make it appear more seamless. This is not an extension of the shiny aluminum side framework, but a distinct block with a matte finish matching the glazed Gorilla Glass Victus rear. 

	I'm still trying to understand this daring design, but I've come to realize that such design decisions are what distinguishes a product.  The Galaxy S21 Ultra is a large and bulky handset, and it would have felt rather too ordinary if not for this spectacular detail.

	In case you're curious to know, the phone doesn't feel heavy; instead, the weight is relatively balanced. A stronger Gorilla Glass Victus shield the front. There's also the guarantee of IP68 water and dustproof certification. 

	Samsung has gradually moved away from showy display curves, and the S21 Ultra is taking yet another step. For one, I like discreet display curves, and I'm pleased they're still there. 

	The display also comes with S Pen support, but an optional additional attachment stays in a case and is not as incorporated as on the Note. This would guarantee that there is more preference for individuals who need the S Pen features. 

	In the past, Samsung's in-display fingerprint detectors used to be extremely slower than the rivals, even on flagship phones, but that is no longer the case. After 2 years, Samsung has improved to a faster and more extensive (1.71x) ultrasonic reader, and this one appears to be relatively quick and reliable. It is placed where the thumb rests typically. 
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
