  NFL quarterback Peyton Lee Manning, born in New Orleans, Louisiana, in 1976. He's won the MVP award a record 4 times and led the Indianapolis Colts to victory in Super Bowl XLI.


  Early Years


  Peyton Lee Manning was born March 24, 1976, in New Orleans, Louisiana. The second of 3 boys, Peyton is son of previous NFL quarterback Archie Manning, and the older brother of New York Giants QB, Eli Manning.


  Fed by a competitive fire that surpassed even that of his 2 brothers, Peyton appeared destined to be a great quarterback practically from the time he can pick up a football. At Isidore Newman High School, Manning led the football team to a 34-5 record, throwing for more than 7,000 lawns, and was largely deemed the nation's first football sponsor in his senior season.


  In the fall of 1994, Manning registered at the University of Tennessee. There, his prominence continued. Over his four-year job, Manning torched challengers with a huge arm and dead-on reliability, setting an astonishing 42 conference, school and NCAA records. In all, he passed for 11,201 yards, signed up 863 completions, and linked for 89 touchdowns.


  Together with his physical gifts, the 6'5", 230-pound Manning also established a track record as a starved pupil of the game, poring over game film to analyze his opponents.
