Safari's significant upgrade introduces a beautiful simplified tab bar and powerful tab management with Tab Groups. Shortcuts also makes its Mac debut, automating common operations, while Focus assists users in staying on track and minimizing distractions. Additionally, Universal Control and AirPlay to Mac are new Continuity technologies that expand the ways in which Apple users can operate seamlessly across devices. macOS Monterey will support the most comprehensive range of Macs in history, including the latest iMac, MacBook Air, 13-inch MacBook Pro, and Mac mini, as well as all Intel-based Macs from Apple.

Safari, already the world's fastest browser, has been reimagined with a new tab design that allows users to see more of the page as they scroll. A new tab bar that matches the color of the webpage and unifies the tabs, tool bar, and search field into a single compact design. Tab Groups introduce a new approach to effortlessly save and manage tabs. They're ideal for vacation planning, shopping, and keeping the tabs that users frequent on a daily basis. Additionally, Tab Groups sync across Mac, iPhone, and iPad, allowing users to continue working on a project from any location and simply share tabs with friends and family.

On the Mac, a shortcut has been added to assist users in automating routine chores and achieving optimum productivity. As with the iPhone and iPad, Shortcuts for Mac enables users to swiftly complete tasks using their favorite apps. Users can instantly exchange files, create animated GIFs, and more with a vast portfolio of pre-built activities optimized for Mac. On Mac, advanced users can utilize the Shortcuts Editor to further tailor shortcuts to match their routines. Shortcuts is interwoven throughout macOS, including the menu bar, the Finder, Spotlight, and even hands-free with Siri, making it simple to launch shortcuts regardless of whatever app is open. Shortcuts enables users to quickly import existing Automator procedures and get up and running.
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Introducing Macos Monterey 
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During Apple's October 18 event, which also included the unveiling of the AirPods 3, the 14-inch MacBook Pro 2021, and the 16-inch MacBook Pro 2021, MacOS Monterey was revealed on October 25. The latest recent version of macOS, MacOS 12 Monterey, was unveiled at WWDC in June 2021 and was released on Monday, October 25.

A smaller upgrade than macOS Big Sur, MacOS Monterey nonetheless brings a bevy of useful enhancements to the Mac platform. With Universal Control, users can transition smoothly between an iPad and a Mac by simply moving their keyboard and mouse between the two devices without having to retype anything.

For example, an iPad Procreate logo can be imported into a Final Cut Pro project on a Mac. A combination of Bluetooth beacons, WiFi, and the iPad's touchscreen is used to do this.

"Shortcuts" have been branded "the future of automation on the Mac" by Apple, who demonstrated them in Monterey. Shortcuts will still be able to import workflows established in Automator, and this edition will still support Automator.

The app's interface is similar to that of iPad Shortcuts. New shortcuts can be created as well as accessed. Aside from connecting to Spotlight, Shortcuts appears in the Finder, allows multitasking, and expands in size with the Menu bar on a Macintosh. If you have numerous Macs and an iPad, the most notable update is Universal Control, which lets you use the same mouse, trackpad, and keyboard on all of them.

The Airplay to Mac feature has been included as well. Even if you don't own an Apple device, you can still transfer movies and music from your iPhone or iPad to your Mac.

In addition to the new tab bar look, Safari also supports Tab Groups for grouping open tabs together so that you don't lose your active tabs when switching between jobs.

You may share and sync tab groups between your devices.

With the new SharePlay feature, users can now use FaceTime to watch movies and television shows, as well as listen to music, and share their screens in real time with friends and family. All the content that you receive from people in Messages will be saved on your computer in the form of content that you may access through the Apple TV.

To ensure that all of your iPhone shortcuts (and more) are available on the Mac, macOS Monterey enhances the MacOS Shortcuts program to include the Mac. For those who don't know how to develop their own shortcuts from scratch, Apple has a library of pre-built options in the Shortcuts software that may be found across macOS.

In order to help you stay focused, Focus, an app also available for iOS, offers a variety of modes and adjustable options, including Work, Personal Life, and more. Using Focus, you can notify others that you are unavailable and filter out communications that aren't related to your current activity. All devices have the same focus on a single device.

You may take notes in any app or website using the Quick Note function in the Notes app, and Quick Note works with connections from a variety of other apps. For example, there is an Activity View with edit history, as well as tags for categorizing and archiving information in notes. The interactive globe in the Maps application can be used to go to different parts of the world.

Text in photographs may be copied and pasted or otherwise interacted with just like typed text on Macs thanks to on-device machine learning. In order to find information about animals, art, geography, and flora from images using machine learning, Visual Lookup employs this technology. Mac OS X has both of these characteristics.

iCloud Private Relay, which encrypts your browsing history and IP address, was added to Apple's premium iCloud accounts.

You may also keep your email address secret with ICloud+'s Hide My Email feature, and Home Kit Secure Video is now compatible with ICloud+. Mail Privacy Protection, for example, blocks emails from containing tracking pixels, and a Mac recording indicator shows whether Mac applications is using the microphone.

AirPods 3rd generation, AirPods Pro, and AirPods Max all support Spatial Audio on M1 Macs, as well as improved Accessibility capabilities for users with disabilities. Make sure you know that some of the new capabilities in macOS Monterey, such Live Text, Portrait Mode for FaceTime, complete Maps and on-device keyboard dictation, are available exclusively on M1 Macs.

From any place, users may collaborate and take notes with Notes' new features. For the first time, Quick Note lets you take notes across all apps and websites, making it easy to record thoughts and ideas whenever they arise. Whether it's a link to a webpage in Safari or a place in Maps, users may now add links to their Quick Note from within an app. As part of Notes collaboration, users may post comments, see updates from their coworkers in the new Activity View, and tag their notes to make them more discoverable in the new Tag Browser and tag-based Smart Folders.

For Mac users, Focus allows them to stay focused on the task at hand by automatically removing notifications that are not relevant to their present work. In order to let others know when you're focusing and unavailable, you might designate a status. All following devices are automatically configured when Focus is set up on a single device. For example, it could be tailored to help them with an upcoming presentation or a school assignment.

	MacOS Monterey is currently running on macOS 12.2.1. On Thursday, February 10, macOS Monterey 12.2.1 was made available to the general public. The update contains a remedy for a Safari flaw that allowed browsing activity to be leaked and a fix for a fault that caused Bluetooth devices linked to Macs to drain their batteries excessively.



Additionally, the update addressed a number of bugs, including sluggish trackpads, obscured menu bar icons, crashes when watching HDR YouTube videos, and charging the MacBook Pro while it is switched off.

On Tuesday, March 1, Apple published the fifth beta version of macOS Monterey 12.3 to developers and public beta testers. Apple admits in the update's release notes that it has deprecated kernel extensions used by Drop box and Microsoft One Drive, but notes that both cloud storage services have developed alternatives for the beta capability. Additionally, the update includes new emojis, removes Python 2, improves password saving, and adds support for Universal Control. Additionally, the update appears to address a battery drain issue on MacBooks when in Sleep Mode caused by Bluetooth.
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Messages 
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There is a new "Shared with You" function in the Messages app that moves anything you receive in Messages to the appropriate app. Thus, if someone shares an Apple Music song, for example, the song will appear in Apple Music's For You area. When someone shares a website link, it appears in the Safari start page's "Shared with you" area.

Shared with You content is available in Photos, Safari, Apple News, Apple Podcasts, and the Apple TV app, and each of these apps' Shared with You sections also includes quick links to Messages, allowing you to respond to the person who originally sent the content when you finally get around to viewing it. Additionally, you may pin your favorite content directly within the Messages app to ensure that you see it later.

Along with Shared with You, Messages has received some minor design updates. When you send many images in a sequence to someone, they now appear as a small image collage or image stack that you can scroll through, rather than a collection of separate photos.
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Shortcuts App
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The Shortcuts app, which was only accessible for iPhone and iPad, is now available for Mac, allowing you to access all of your favorite Shortcuts. Apple has created Mac-specific shortcuts, which are accessible through the Gallery, and you can create your own.
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
