Chapter 1: Introduction

	 

	Dating, above all, is a process based on a mixture of factors and conditions related to genetics, circumstances and an individual’s approach style based on personality preferences. Failing to recognize any one of these factors may bring disappointment or result in numerous failed attempts to impress potential intimate partners. This book aims to provide a better overview of the dating process as a whole, while recognizing the role of people's strengths and weaknesses in their intimate initiatives. It is also important to see the differences in how men and women perceive each other, not the way they prefer to be perceived. 

	Date Runner is designed to ‘calculate’ the potential of couples in their dating period, not to provide advice for established or long term partnerships. There are a lot of criteria to be considered and they are not equally important for all people, to add to the complications, some factors are more commonly overlooked. Chapter 2: Approach Style

	 

	The approach style of a person represents the way a person expects new relationships to develop including the intensity and speed of interactions. Though people’s Dating Value also plays a major role in any potential dating ‘success story’, the real ‘gameplay’ is in the performance, verbal and physical approaches, toward the desired person. If we think about common approach styles, we can divide most people into four major Dating approach categories: ‘very active’, ‘active’, ‘semi-active’ and ‘passive’. Please note that the statistically insignificant extreme exceptions such as ‘hyperactive’ and ‘very passive’ will be considered as having the same traits as ‘very active’ and ‘passive’ temperaments accordingly.

	For further convenience, we will call the people with a passive approach Minuses and the ones with an active approach Pluses as follows: (-2) for ‘passive’, (-1) for ‘semi-active’, (+1) for ‘active’ and (+2) for ‘very active’. The higher the number, the more intense the approach toward the desired person. There are many behavioral differences deriving from this categorization which we will discuss below, but it usually boils down to more words coming from the Minuses vs more actions performed by the Pluses.

	All people can be more or less talkative, but when it comes to topics related to dating and sex there is a clear distinction between approach style categories. Verbal signals of sexual acceptance or catalyzing advances vs. resistance to those advances show the dynamics in interactions and can reveal approach style. Body language is arguably equally or more important to understand. Pluses (active or very active) prefer to close physical distances quickly while Minuses (passive to semi-active)  prefer to take their time and will avoid attempts to rush the process.
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
