Having to suffer physically death on the cross was a thorn in the flesh of Jesus that was why he rhetorically demanded that God should allow the cup pass over him, but God responded, “My dearest son, my grace is sufficient for you, in this weakness you will come out victorious. 

	 

	The presidents of countries all over the word have personal issues that continually turn their heart to God. Those you think are in affluence, have frightening issues, which in their closet, they often ask God to remove even if it will cost them their fortune. 

	 

	A relatively poor man sees a relatively rich man driving in posh car, and remarked that such person is enjoying life, whereas, the man cruising in the SUV knows where his shoe pinches him. 

	 

	Problems are dimensional. Some are physical, emotional and spiritual. Some thorns in the flesh are temporal while some are permanent. Satan hides under thorn in the flesh creating false impressions in the heart of the sufferer by blowing the thorns out of proportion, threatening that it will paralyze the man of destiny.

	 

	As individuals grow older in life temporary thorns usually disappears due to increasing sophistication of the soul – the mind; intelligence, emotion and will. In my primitive state, when I was in elementary school, stammering was one of the thorns in my flesh. Yes, I was a chronic stammerer. In high school, teachers would ask me questions in class I will know it but will not be able to answer because of the fear of stammering in an attempt to answer the question. The unlearned teacher would flog me hard. 

	 

	Thank God for His grace, I began to overcome this impediment gradually when I became an undergraduate. The first thing that helped was that I ran into a copy of Readers digest that gave tips on how to control stammering. Subsequently, I began to observe momentary pause while speaking, and follow my spirit to know when the speech impediment is activated by the devil and when I’m free. Today, I carry out my divine assignment without noticeable stammering. One of my instruments of ministry is my mouth. I’m a born teacher.

You can Overcome

	According to Nelson's Illustrated Bible Dictionary (Copyright © 1986, Thomas Nelson Publishers), thorn in the flesh is a reference to some extreme difficulty "in the flesh" which the apostle Paul encountered in his ministry (2 Cor 12:7). The purpose of this difficulty was to prevent Paul from being "exalted above measure." The thorn was designated as a "messenger of Satan," perhaps to indicate that Satan, as an adversary, resisted Paul's ministry. 

	 

	Many explanations have been offered about the nature or identity of Paul's "thorn in the flesh." If the best translation is "in the flesh," referring to the physical flesh, the thorn may refer to some physical infirmity such as epilepsy, malaria, or bad eyesight. The thorn may also refer to some painful experience which was spiritual in nature, such as temptation or the opposition of the Jews.

	 

	The purpose of the thorn, however, was to eliminate spiritual arrogance in Paul. Although Paul prayed for its removal, the Lord said to him, "My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness" (2 Cor 12:9). Thus Paul could boast in his "infirmities," because of the victorious power of Christ in his life (2 Cor 12:9).

	



	


Chapter 2

	Living Life without limit

	Paul had an extreme difficulty in the flesh that he lived with throughout his lifetime. He could have fold his hands and weep throughout his lifetime but he put the limitation behind faced life to success. The purpose was not to hinder him from doing what God designed him to do, but to prevent him from over arrogance when he actualizes his life purpose. Paul did exploit in life and ministry. He was not discouraged by the thorn in his flesh, or the pains of being without a companion – wife. He was highly focused, when he discovered what God had him to do in life, he pursued it with great vigour to the extent that he covered the largest evangelized area with unparallel success. 

	 

	If God had not de-pronounced beauty and handsomeness as a thorn, in the physique of many whose names are in Guinness book of records, Nobel Laurent winners, and first class holders, pride would have destroy them and hinder them from doing what God created them to do. The fit is usually a stepping-stone to their divine assignment if they humble themselves. Check that out!
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
