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CHAPTER ONE


 


LIFE IN THE SPIRIT




In studying the role of the Holy Spirit in the life of a believer, few roles are highlighted herein. The Holy Spirit, in many ways, helps believers who has been born of the Spirit and baptized with the Holy Spirit. We find that the Holy Spirit in us bears witness with our spirit that we are the children of God (Rom. 8:16). We likewise, find that "as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God" (Rom. 8:14) When the Holy Spirit bears witness with your spirit, it shows that the fellow is still a child in terms of spiritual growth. That why you hear some people say, “I heard something said to me or whisper to me, telling me not to go, but I choose to go and did not find him there.” On the other hand as many are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God. The sons of God have spiritually grown and they are led by the Holy Spirit because they have grown to understand how the Holy Spirit intruct them and they inturn obey the leading of the Holy Spirit. That is why the we see that the Holy Spirit bears witness with a child and and do lead a son. Child and son are significant to growth, while bearing witness and leading is how the Holy Spirit instruct a believer. So, irrespective of where you belong as a believer, either as a child or son, the Holy Spirit will bears withness with your spirit or will lead you. 


 


One will also find it is the Holy Spirit who quickens: "If the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken [or make full of life] your mortal bodies [your death-doomed bodies] by his Spirit that dwelleth in you" (Rom. 8:11).


  


One will find as well, how the Holy Spirit helps us pray. For example, in First Corinthians 14:14, Paul said, "For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prayeth...." Or, as The Amplified Bible has it: "For if I pray in an [unknown] tongue, my spirit [ by the Holy Spirit within me ] prays, but my mind is unproductive— bears no fruit and helps nobody.” A believer cannot achieve much in his or her praying life without the presence and help of the Holy Spirit.


 


Then what am I to do? I will pray with my spirit—  by the Holy Spirit that is within me; but I will also pray intelligently— with my mind and understanding; I will sing with my spirit—by the Holy Spirit that is within me; but I will sing (intelligently) with my mind and understanding also" (vv.14,15). 


 


In the book of Romans 8:26,27: Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities [or weaknesses]: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought.... One of our weaknesses is that we know not for what to pray as we ought! “...But the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groaning which cannot be uttered And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God." By putting these verses together, we can see that in groaning and in praying with other tongues, it's the Spirit helping us pray for things we do not know how to pray for as we should. That’s why for those who are observant, will noticed that while praying the Holy Spirit brings to your attention someone, a place, family or an event you should intercede for. And it turns out later, that prayer was needed. Thank God for that, He knows. Thank God for the Holy Spirit in the life of the believer!


 


Take another look again at what Jesus said to the disciples about the Holy Spirit in the fourteenth chapter of John:16,17 “And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world can-not receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth WITH you, and SHALL BE IN YOU.”


Many translations read, "I'll not leave you helpless. I'll send you another Helper." The Greek word parakletos that's translated "Comforter" here means "one called alongside to help." The Amplified translation brings out the seven fold meaning of the Greek word in this sixteenth verse: In other words, He is the Comforter, Counselor, Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener,and Standby—and He's all of these to us... we believers.
