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PREFACE

	The Bible is the most sold book, the most translated book, the most referenced book, the most used book, and the book from which many constitutions and laws of lands are derived. For such a book, there ought to be a proper understanding of it so that it may be positively effectual in our lives.

	As believers in Jesus, we believe the Bible contains the word of God; hence, we pour ourselves into this Book with the intent of reading and studying the word of God. The benefits of knowing the word of God are enormous, and very few believers can say they don’t know much about its benefits. Among these benefits are: it is the seed needed for transformation, it is knowing the heart and the will of the Father, it is the potential power, to learn wisdom, understanding, knowledge, and many more.

	I have been usually asked by amazing and precious believers what I think was that single secret to understanding the Bible. Like them, I have been asking the Lord what the secret was. I could give many hints that will aid one in understanding the Bible, but a single key? Until one day, a friend of mine and I visited a dear family. While chatting about the wonderful things God has done and is doing, our host asked the same question again. And I suddenly found myself revealing the secret I have long searched for. ‘In my little walk with God and studying of the scriptures,’ I said, ‘I have discovered one of the most important requirements or secrets to understanding the Bible is attention. If you can pay attention to the Bible, it will “pay attention” to you!’.

	As easy as this is, only a few pay attention. I love how Andrew Wommack puts it: “Some people are too poor they can’t even pay attention.”

	This truth was revealed by Christ Himself in Mark 4:24-25:

	Then he added, “Pay close attention to what you hear. The closer you listen, the more understanding you will be given—and you will receive even more. To those who listen to my teaching, more understanding will be given. But for those who are not listening, even what little understanding they have will be taken away from them.” NLT

	And He said to them, “Be careful what you hear. The measure [of thought and study] you give [to the truth you hear] will be the measure [of virtue and knowledge] that comes back to you—and more [besides] will be given to you who hear. For to him who has will more be given; and from him who has nothing, even what he has will be taken away [by force],” AMP

	He went on to say, “Pay attention to what you are listening to! Knowledge will be measured out to you by the measure of attention you give. This is the way knowledge increases. Those who understand these mysteries will be given more knowledge. However, some people don’t understand these mysteries. Even what they understand will be taken away from them.” GW

	To partake of the wisdom of God in His word, we must have a certain disposition towards the word, paying the necessary attention. These dispositions are "highly valued, earnestly desired, and diligently sought after His word."

	In this book, we aim to assist you in paying the necessary attention to your study of the Bible so you can gain a deeper understanding. Many materials on understanding the Bible typically focus on the methodology of reading and understanding the Bible while neglecting the heart one ought to bring to the place of study and other contributing factors to our understanding of the Bible.

	Some of these materials are written by high-class theologians, making them difficult for the average person to understand. However, this material is written for the understanding of all, as has been the mandate from the first time the pen was taken to strike a line on the pages.

	You will also be enlightened on the neglected spiritual dimension of understanding the Bible. Some believe understanding the Bible is solely a byproduct of hard study, while others believe it's only through spiritual enlightenment. Both perspectives have merit but are incomplete. In this material, heart posture, reading methodology, understanding through the working of grace, and the sovereignty of God in our understanding of the Bible will be considered and taught using scriptures to provide proper instruction.

	I believe that after reading this material, you will not only gain a better understanding of the Bible but also learn to rightly divide the word of truth, thus becoming a faithful custodian of the Truth of God’s word.

	
CHAPTER ONE

	UNDERSTANDING THE BIBLE

	 

	INTRODUCTION

	The Church of the Living God is known as the ground and Pillar of Truth (1 Tim. 3:15b), the place where the Truth of the Living God should be found and upheld. The Amplified version of this verse puts it this way: “which is the Church of the living God, the pillar and stay (the prop and support) of the Truth”.

	What is Truth? This was the same question Pilate asked Jesus and received no answer because Truth is only revealed to Believers. Truth is not saying the right words, nor is it stating the right facts. Truth is a personality (Jn. 14:6, Jn. 1:1-2) that is a Spirit (Jn. 16:13a) and it is the Word of God (Jn. 17:17). It’s not the scriptures (it could be found through the scriptures but it isn’t the scriptures); the scriptures are invitations to Truth. “Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.” Jn 5:39. Hence, our need to understand these invitations (the scriptures). The scripture’s invitation is not to the letters but to the Spirit of Life, in fact, to the very Person of God Himself (2Cor. 3:6).

	It could also be said in the words of a great Man of God, Apt Kolawole Obaseye; “the written word is meant to lead you to the Living Word”. This means the fulfilment of scripture is when it has successfully led you to the Spirit of it and you walk in the light of the word by its life that works in you (1Thes. 2:13). It is possible to know the scriptures and never walk in the light of Truth (2Tim. 3:7).

	This reminds me of the powerful song written by Michael W. Smith, “Ancient Words”. Surely the word of God is ever true, yet it sounds and looks inactive and non-operational in some lives. This is due to many factors, but the major reason is our misunderstanding of the scriptures. The scriptures can be manipulated to be ineffective in leading one to Truth, but the Word of God (Truth) can never be manipulated; it is forever sure and nothing can be done against it (2Cor. 13:8, Jas. 3:14).

	The Bible is a documentation of the words of God, but not everything in the Bible is the Word of God. The documentation is supposed to lead us to the heart of God, which is His Word. Literal words can be misunderstood by an audience who doesn’t have access to the heart of the speaker but can’t be misunderstood by one who understands the heart of the speaker.

	The major reason for wrong doctrines in the Body of Christ is due to the misunderstanding and misinterpretation of the Scriptures (Mk. 12:24, Matt. 22:29). Of course, there are some that meddle with the word of God for their selfish gains (2Cor. 2:17), but I am referring to well-meaning believers who truly desire to know Jesus.

	I understand that there are also false teachers who teach what they don’t understand, and also those who teach the doctrines of devils (1 Tim. 4:1). But if you understand the Bible for yourself and follow the unction of the Holy Spirit in you, no man can deceive you, except you choose to be deceived (1 Jn. 2:18-27). This places understanding the Bible at a high level of priority and as a crucial need for members of the body of Christ. You have the right to search the scriptures for yourself. Don’t allow anyone to rob you of that right.

	This is not to disapprove of the place of teachers, mentors, instructors, and books. Rather, it is to help believers to be able to test and uphold what is true. It's your responsibility to find and stand on and for truth. It is to bring us to the point where we understand that it takes the teaching ministry of the Holy Spirit, the willingness, and obedience of the student to learn and use the required Bible understanding tools, and the availability of a good human teacher to make a wonderful Bible student.

	Many young believers, in the quest of knowing and studying the Bible for themselves, have gone to study Greek and Hebrew, Aramaic words, and root words, which left them more confused or with some puffiness and pride, thinking they understand the Scripture (1 Cor. 8:2). Sorry to burst your bubble, but you can know all the root words yet never understand what scripture is saying.

	This is by no means saying knowing the root words isn’t a means to understanding the Bible more. No! This is to tell young believers, “Know what is said first, understand it in context, then you can, for further understanding, go for the root words”.

	I honour and love seeing teachers go deep into all the root words to bring more understanding to the truth they are trying to convey. They use these root words to deepen their understanding of what they have already studied. Remember, you cannot dive into a pool from beneath the pool but from the surface and then into the deep. So is with the scriptures, you understand it from the surface to the deep, not the other way around. Understanding this will relieve you of the unnecessary pressure on young vibrant believers desiring to know the scriptures more.

	There was a season of my life when I was also caught up in the root word race, yet I didn’t know jack about the scriptures. This was because I was intimidated; I wanted to also be recognized with the “Bible Big Boys”, and because I wanted to know the Bible from a sincere heart, I thought the revelation was in them (the Greek and Hebrew). Don’t ask me how all these could be my motives, but they truly were. This continued until somebody said “until” (laughs) until some scriptures hit me hard, scriptures like:

	“In that hour Jesus rejoiced in spirit, and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes: even so, Father; for so it seemed good in thy sight.” (Luke 10:21). 

	“He answered and said unto them, 'Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.” Luke 13:11.

	“The entrance of thy words giveth light; it giveth understanding unto the simple.” Psalms 119:130.

	These scriptures, among others, make it clear that I don’t need to be "wise" or "prudent" to access the word of God; rather, it's the other way around. It is given to all believers to access the word, even to the "simple." If you are not wise, accessing the word would make you wise; if you are not prudent, accessing the word of God would make you prudent, if and only if you access the word of God and allow His light to dawn in you. As a believer, you have been given access to the word of God. Make use of it to access truth for your life and destiny.
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
