  Astrophysicists are reporting to be amazed that galaxies rotate differently than solar systems.




  As I look at the arithmetic data, it appears that the galaxies are actually working the same way. This is a study of the way galaxies and solar systems respond to Kepler’s three laws of planetary motion.




  The galaxies are collections of billions of suns, moons and planets.




  The apparent lack of difference in the sum of the mass caused by a difference in the distribution is not a deviation from Kepler’s Law.




  The total mass is equal to the sum of the mass inside the point of interest all the way from the center to the rim.
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
