Part One


About a year or two ago, I wrote a book. It's amusing, considering I've written many books, but this one, in particular, was about Heaven's Court. Today, God began to reveal some insights in that arena. I thought to myself, "Haven't I covered this before?"

It's fresh material, yet it's something we had set aside due to various reasons. You see, sometimes church life can steer you away from certain aspects of your faith journey. You become so engrossed in faith and belief in God that you inadvertently fall into religious patterns.
 Religion often dictates what you can or can't do, how you should believe, and what you should postpone. Before you know it, you start questioning if you're even living according to your Christian values. Many people attend church, but not everyone truly embraces the faith. Some attend church but are essentially on the road to destruction.
 We need to tap into the Courts of Heaven. What do I mean by that? We're about to explore some profound concepts, so stay with me.
 If you ever feel that there's something obstructing your connection with God, hindering your life, or preventing you from experiencing His best, then this sermon is meant for you. If you've ever thought, "This can't be right; I shouldn't have to endure this," because you believe that as a child of God, you should have His provision, healing, and freedom, then you're in the right place.
 Justice is where we'll find our answers. In the natural world, our legal system is designed to ensure fairness. It may take time, but there's always a process for restitution. If someone has caused harm in your life, there's a legal order to keep that person away from you.
 We're delving into a realm where we can petition the Courts of Heaven for a restraining order against the devil. Who wants a restraining order against the devil? I'm sure many of you do. Picture this: when the devil tries to meddle in your life, you can present a contract that says, "You're not allowed within 10 feet of me." Some might find this notion strange, but sometimes when I read a sermon, especially one I've prepared, it astonishes me.
 Can you relate? Are you ready? God is inviting us to enter Mount Zion, the highest place in heaven, to engage with Heaven's court and government. We should be eager to stand up against wrongdoing, not just in America but worldwide. It's time for justice for families and those affected by various issues.
 When we talk about Mount Zion, we're discussing a governmental realm, a high place in God's hierarchy where we can influence earthly matters and annul contracts made by Satan. Did you know that when we open certain doors in our lives, we unwittingly make agreements with Satan that allow him to afflict us? But by appealing to the heavenly courts, we can declare these contracts null and void. Who wants to tear up their contract with Satan? I'm sure many of you do.
  We need to be plain and simple but also open to where God is leading us. Here's your invitation: ascend higher and become a part of the heavenly court system. In Zechariah 3:7, it says that if you walk in God's ways and keep His charge, you'll judge His house and keep His courts. In Isaiah 2:3, it speaks of going up to the mountain of the Lord to learn His ways and walk in His paths.
 Hebrews 12:22-24 tells us that we've come to Mount Zion, the city of the living God, and to Jesus, our mediator, who allows us to interact with Heaven's court. We're here to release legislation into the earth and annul contracts made by Satan.
 We have discussed the power of God's hands being released to heal and set people free. We're learning how to pray from the court system, a different kind of prayer. The revelation of the court of heaven can change everything in your life, your region, and your nation.
 In Psalm 89:14, it's clear that righteousness and justice are the foundation of God's throne. His rule is built on righteousness and justice, which implies the existence of a heavenly court system. God is interested in ensuring the right things happen and in delivering justice to us, His creation.
 We've all had things stolen from us or experienced unjust situations. Sometimes, it feels like we've been robbed. God's promises are real, but obstacles can block their fulfillment. That's when we need to declare justice.
 We need to declare, "No, no, no, devil, you need to stop here." Thank you. We've experienced stolen health. We've experienced stolen destinies. We've experienced stolen inheritance. We've experienced stolen dreams. How many know that when you're really young, you can dream big dreams?
 I mean, I don't know about you, but when you're young, you can just dream those massive dreams. Then as you get older, those dreams seem to drift away. I don't know about you, but that should be unacceptable. It should be unlawful for something so significant in our lives to be taken away by the enemy – to prevent us from dreaming, to rob us of our inheritance, to hinder us from fulfilling the destiny God has for us, and to keep us in sickness when we're meant to be well. It's time for justice.
 It's time for the courts of heaven to bring down the gavel. Revivals in the past have been under attack and prematurely halted. That's unjust. Revival should never end, even when God directs us to move to another place as revival is ongoing.
 I'm telling you, those left behind should be able to continue the revival's fire. Every time we've left a place, revival was present, and they could have experienced it, but instead, they allowed the enemy to quench it.
 Nations that were destined to prosper have struggled with poverty. Much of what's happening in America today is influenced by our government's decisions and leaders' statements. Our nation is supposed to support and stand with Israel, but we're not doing that at the moment. This alone can bring consequences to our nation. However, as believers, we shouldn't suffer the nation's sentence. We should thrive even when our nation faces challenges.
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
