	When we talk of the riches and beauty of redemption, we talk of Christ who redeemed us by His blood from the power and bondage of Satan. It awesome that are freely saved from sin and redeemed from the power of Satan. 


	Humanity was sold so cheaply to the devil in the Garden of Eden by an act of disobedience, but he was costly purchased back to God by Christ death at Calvary after a night of wrestling in the Garden of Gethsemane. 


	It took just few second by a simple act of eating the forbidden fruit for all mankind to be sold into slavery, but it took Christ hours of agonizing prayers in the garden of Gethsemane, a whole night of torture and mockery in the hands of the chief priests and the high priest, a day of insult and abuse in the hands of Pilate and Herod with the Romans soldiers, half a day of pain and agony of hanging on a wooden cross after a long journey of oppression under the weight of the same cross,  and above all three days and three night in the womb of the earth and in hell, for any son of Adam (mankind); the seed of the woman to be redeemed. 


	Christianity is God living on the earth through man, and man living by God. It is the union or fusion of God into man just like a marriage relationship between a man and a woman. 


	Christianity can be summed up in these few words: God became man in the person of Jesus Christ, so that man might become "god" through Jesus Christ; In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God…And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth. (John 1:14)


	For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren. (Romans 8:29)


	I have said, Ye are gods; and all of you are children of the most High. (Psalms 82:6)


	God became flesh so that man might become spirit as God Himself is Spirit: But as many as received him, to them gave the power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name. (John 1:12)


	Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the Day of Judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world. (1 John 4:17)


	 So this is the beauty of Christianity; the riches of redemption: God my creator came down to my level to take me up to His level. God came down to earth to take me up to Heaven, and right now I am seated in Heavenly places in Christ Jesus far above the fallen angels and evil spirits that rule the unregenerate world of sinners.  


	The holy God, who knew no sin; became sin that I might be made the righteousness of God in Him; Christ had no sin, but God made him become sin so that in Christ we could be right with God. (2 Cor. 5:21 ERV)


	Christ never sinned! But God treated him as a sinner, so that Christ could make us acceptable to God. (2 Cor. 5:21 CEV)


	God became mortal and died that I might live eternally. God became man that I might become God, and now I am god; I am spirit. 


	Isn't it wonderful? It is, to my judgment! As we move on we shall break it down to better understand this. 


	Christianity is the sole way of God relating with His human creature. God is too holy to behold sin, but He devised a way to get man cleansed and out of the mess of sin so as to get connected back to Him as it was before the fall in Eden. 


	Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light: Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: IN WHOM WE HAVE REDEMPTION THROUGH HIS BLOOD, even the forgiveness of sins. (Colossians 1:12-14)


	Redemption is giving something or a price in exchange of a life or property of greater value. Huge sums of money are often given as ransom in exchange of people taken captive. 


	We were captives of Satan through Adam treason and God had to give the life of His only begotten Son as ransom to purchase us back to Himself; that is redemption; god did this because He loves us all and wants all men to be saved; For YE ARE BOUGHT with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's…Knowing that YOU WERE RANSOMED from the futile ways inherited from your forefathers, not with perishable things such as silver or gold, BUT with the precious BLOOD OF CHRIST, like that of a lamb without blemish or spot. (1 Cor. 6:20, 1 Peter 1:18-19) 


	This is good, and it is pleasing in the sight of God our Savior, who desires ALL people to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth. For there is one God, and there is one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself as a RANSOM for ALL, which is the testimony given at the proper time. (1 Timothy 2:3-6)

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	rom the beginning Man was in absolute peace and in a perfect relationship with God. Man was beautifully and wonderfully designed by God and placed in a rich garden; so rich that its river divided into four, having gold and all manner of precious stones. Everything was at the disposition of Man. Even angels envied Man because there was nothing like him in the whole of the universe. 


	All that Satan; the fallen and defeated angel; ever wanted was to separate Man from God, as he was so jealous of such a wonderful creature God has designed for Himself, and gave him (man) upper hand over all the creation, including him (Satan). He could not stand it, yet he was powerless as long as man stayed in touch with God. He had no peace until he carried out his coup d'état in the garden. This time, knowing he already failed in Heaven and the same would repeat itself on the earth, he came in cunningly through deception, and succeeded in his mission. God expected man to cling to His own voice, despising any other voice in order to stay in touch, and put Satan where he belongs, but he failed in his responsibility as the in-charge on the earth. The result was separation between man and his maker.  


	God in His infinite love could not rest. He planned the redemption of man from the foundation of the earth, so as to restore his beauty and the lost riches. 


	Man was now far away from Him, under the power and harassments of Satan. Man had returned to dust, and Himself had given Satan the free right to feed on dust. Henceforth, reconciliation through the shedding of the blood of a just and sinless person in the likeness of man was the only way for man's escape. God, the all-wise devised a way of reconciling his man back to Himself. 


	That way is called Christianity made possible by the death, burial, resurrection and ascension of Jesus Christ. Jesus Himself; the reason and beginning of Christianity said of Himself: “I am the way, the truth, and the life, no man comes to the Father except through me.” 


	Until you locate and journey on that route, you will never get to God; the creator of the whole universe. There's no way you can journey northward and expect to ever get to the South. 


	You are God’s creation or creature. You must realize every creation, invention or manufactured thing has a destiny or purpose, which is best defined only by its creator, inventor, or manufacturer. It is true that throughout generations, new technologies and renovations keep coming up, bringing modifications to so many things that the designer, inventor or manufacturer never did imagine, adding functions, or even changing completely the primary intention of the initiator, but the original purpose of its inventor remains unchanged. You might buy your own new exercise book and decide to tear it off to sell sugar or decorate your walls; yet that does not change the fact that exercise books are made for writing. It was originally made for something better. 


	Whatever men do to fit into their societies or become, it does change the original intention of the Creator for man. He alone can best tell why He made a thing called man, for He alone made Man: “In the day THAT GOD CREATED man, He MADE him in the likeness of God. HE CREATED THEM male and female, and blessed them and called them MANKIND in the day THEY WERE CREATED.” (Genesis 5:1-2 NKJ)


	So I was created, I was planned, I was designed, I was willfully and purposely made by God. I don't know about you. Religion, tradition and ancestors did not create you, it was God. Do not be deceived; “When GOD CREATED MAN, He MADE HIM in the likeness of God. HE CREATED male and female and blessed them and named them [both] Adam [Man] at the time THEY WERE CREATED.” (Genesis 5:1-2 AMP)


	The purpose of man’s creation will never change, even when evil and pretentious men use their fellow men as guinea pigs and otherwise. You are not an accident of nature; neither are you a mere product of a union between a man and a woman. God simply used them to bring His product into existence. It is like a manufacturer of cars who chooses to transit his product from America to Africa through a ship. Ship did not make those cars; it simply played a vital role in getting them down to Africa. The ship cannot come now and tell the cars, “pay tribute to me because without me you couldn't get down here”. Never! 


	This is what we have been trying to do throughout the ages. We put God aside, and tell our children and fellow man that we are his 'god', and they ought to take everything from us, while we take nothing from the Creator. And this is where man's problem on earth lies. 


	To sum it up, you are made by God in His image and likeness so as to commune with Him on daily bases. But sin came into Eden and built a separation between you and your creator: Behold, the LORD's hand is not shortened, that it cannot save; neither his ear heavy that it cannot hear: BUT your iniquities have separated between you and your God, and your sins have hid his face from you, that he will not hear. (Isaiah 59:1-2)


	But your God devised a way for your escape, so you can return back to Him as He cannot behold sin. That way is called Christianity, ratified by the righteous, sinless and innocent blood of His Son Jesus Christ, through His death, crucifixion, resurrection and ascension.
