To successfully use a French verb in a sentence, you should first know the difference be-
tween the three basic groups:

Group 1 includes all verbs ending in ER.
Example:
Donner (to give)

Group 2 includes all verbs ending in IR.
Example:
Finir (to ginish)

Group 3 includes all verbs ending in RE.
Example:
Vendre (to sell)

Note: The infinitive form of the verb is the basic or original form of the verb.

In English, the infinitive is indicated by to placed before the verb. This means that the verb
is not conjugated, or it has no tense.

Examples:
to eat, to go

In the French language, the infinitive is indicated by the endings ER, IR, and RE.

The French language has literally thousands (maybe millions) of words. It is advisable to
choose which words you want to prioritize and master.

Below are the most commonly used French verbs you should learn:

étre - to be avoir - to have
dire - to say, tell faire - to do, make
pouvoir - to be able voir - to see
aller - to go vouloir - to want
falloir - to be necessary savoir - to know
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
