Preface

  Obviously, there is a myriad of ‘what-if’ possiblenesses related to just one small and inconspicuous thing such as this book is. Not to speak of any other bigger and more important events, influencing the reader’s path.




  How did we come to the idea to write this particular book? The process of literary creation can also be thought of as a sequence of ‘what-if’ events, leading in turn, to a series of ordered groups of letters, words and sentences, comprising a book.

  The legacies of Tedeon

They have been out there for quite a while, just not visible to us and our senses; not understandable to our minds – hence there is nothing to be discovered as such.   Togxar’s speech made at the main reception held in honour of his ship’s successful return to Idones.




  My fellow Idonesians,




  If there has ever been a race, which was so close to the ultimate understanding of our realm of existence, then it was definitely Tedeonians… Let me briefly recapitulate for you their main legacy – their thoughts on our existence…




  They modelled it as a series of cyclical processes taking place in the dimensions 5 to 7, where there exist objects we call ‘bubbles’, for lack of a better word. One of their unique properties is that of possessing singularity surfaces delimiting and enclosing them. A hypothetical observer standing on one such surface would be present everywhere on it at the same time, as if it were one geometrical point. One can think of singularity surfaces as of inverted points. From the ‘inside’ of one such surface, the observer is located in many places at once; from the ‘outside’ - in only one.




  ‘Bubbles’ are in the permanent process of merging. Upon every merge of two bubbles into one, there is some excess singularity surface tension released in the form of proson1 waves into the dimensions 1 to 4, our dimensions… the dimensions we exist in, encapsulated by the ensuing new singularity surface.




  Proson waves are the building blocks of both what we call ‘matter’ and ‘empty space’.




  Depending on bubbles’ relative sizes, different merges lead to varying levels of excess singularity surface tension released – and to different basic tones of the resulting proson waves.




  Once the number of bubbles in the dimensions 5 to 7 is reduced to one and it can no longer retain the integrity of its singularity surface, such a surface ceases to exist – it ‘bursts’.




  The inverse process now takes place. The entire energy of prosons accumulated in the dimensions 1 to 4 is now transformed into an infinite number of new seed bubbles in the dimensions 5 to 6, which commences a new merge cycle.

Within moments the sphere got transformed into the image of the space-vessel Idones7. Togxar and his crew had used it some time back to prove in practice the validity of the Tedeonian theory of self-enclosed Universes.




  ‘This is awesome, Father!’ exclaimed his offspring, visibly shaken by the display of his creator’s telekinetic powers. Togxar was one of the rare few of his species, capable of morphing three dimensional holographic noise patterns into meaningful shapes.




  ‘Now, this is just a small example of what we ordinary mortals can do with our limited powers’, continued Togxar.




  ‘If we adopt the analogy with white noise, then even this could be full of real shapes and objects’ said Togxar and waved with his front appendage through the empty space between the two of them. ‘It is simply that we cannot feel and interact with them, as their ‘matter’ is different to ours.’ He paused for a while, looking at his offspring, as if pondering whether what he was about to say would be properly understood. Togxar sighed and continued...




  ‘We all know that after the initial Flash of Light, there emerged our dimensions 1 to 4 and all matter in them. It is our current belief, based on theoretical reasoning that the simplest and smallest manifestations of matter are prosons or proson waves, as they are also called by some. So what we call ‘matter’ is nothing more than a series of overtones, superimposed on the basic tone of its Universe i.e. that of its unique proson waves. An alternative school of thought believes that matter is made of interwoven, orthogonal prosons and that it inherits their property of being ‘everywhere’ – one just needs to ‘re-tune’ it to another set of coordinates in dimensions 1 to 4 and get the same material object(s) there...




  All subatomic particles are made of prosons – this is how our contemporary theory has it. Until now we have not been able to determine either their mass or frequency, due to their infinitely small size and obviously inadequate sensitivity of our instruments and experiments carried out so far. I suppose this might be something for your generation of offspring to look into...




  We further theorise that all prosons in one Universe possess identical energy levels and hence frequency. The existence of prosons is just a corollary of the well-known Tedeonian theory, which I am proud to say – I had the honour to help prove in practice. They are our link to the dimensions 5 to 7 from where they originate. Prosons’ energy is related to the amount of freed surface tension of bubble-like objects in dimensions 5 to 7, as they keep colliding and merging. Suffice it to say that prosons are the carriers of the initial energy, powering our Universe... its basic tone if you like... or Universes, I should better say... You see, in spite of the fact that these initial building blocks of matter have the same unique energy levels and frequencies, as an imprint of the bubble-merge event, which created them – their phases might well differ. And this is exactly where the possibility of having multiple interlaced non-interacting Universes, essentially made of the same stuff, tuned on the same basic tone, just a bit phase-shifted, comes in.   In a similar fashion, there exist prosons stemming from other bubble merge events, with frequencies different to that of the prosons comprising our own Universe. They also create interlacing but non-interacting Universes and realities of their own.
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
