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Nikole Sheri Hannah-jones is a columnist at the - New York Times publication and the Pulitzer Prize award winning author of The 1619 Project. She has devoted her career researching racial disparity and injustice, winning the MacArthur Fellowship, sometimes known as the Genius Award, a Peabody Award, two George Polk Awards, and three National Magazine Awards for her work. Hannah-jones was also chosen by the national association of black journalists (N.A.B.J) and the newswomen's club of New York a professional organization for women journalists as the reporter of the year. In addition, she received the John Chancellor Award for Distinguished Journalism. She was inducted into both the Society of American Historians and the North Carolina Media Hall of Fame in 2020 and 2021, respectively. In addition, Hannah-jones was nominated into the elite academy of arts and sciences.

She co-founded Ida B Wells society for investigative reporting in 2016 to increase the number of African American reporters and editors. She acquired her master's degree (Mass Comm) from the university of North Carolina and a bachelor's degree in history and African-American studies from University of Notre Dame.
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The 1619 Project by Nikole Hannah-Jones is a book-length elaboration of a New York Times Magazine article that examines the history of slavery in America and its several harmful ramifications.

Hannah-Jones, who was famously refused tenure at the University of North Carolina for her critical journalism, strikes a provocative tone right away: There are no slaves, just enslaved people, a phrase that "accurately expresses the circumstance without depriving these people of their humanity." At the same time, the more accurate labels replace the romantic plantation labor camp and forced labor camp—the 1619 Project aimed to include Black people as active agents in the dominant narrative of American history. Although White people enslaved them, Black people resisted and emancipated themselves and others from their arrival in Jamestown, Virginia, in 1619 until the present. Hannah-Jones and colleagues assess a country still grappling with the consequences of slavery, an imperfect Reconstruction, a legacy of Jim Crow legislation, and present legal measures to disenfranchise Black voters. As she points out, the ensuing pushback has been fierce, with senators such as Tom Cotton proposing legislation to withhold federal monies from institutions that teach the 1619 Project or critical race theory.
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
