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  Supreme Beauty




   




   




  Beauty is a mysterious force indeed. It has diverse levels, which lead to completely different experiences and conceptualizations of it. Most people experience it at a lower level, where it is linked to physical attributes. Their senses get attracted by them and create the desire to possess that which procures the sense of joy and satisfaction that is linked to its perception. It is a way of extending and owning an experience of something extraordinary that is basically ephemeral.




  There is, however, also another dimension of beauty that is not dependent, but rather independent of external stimuli. In fact, external stimuli of physical forms of beauty only disturb that sense of supreme beauty. The former, lower level experience of beauty, creates a form of relationship with the object that suggests beauty and the pleasure that are linked to its existence. The latter form of beauty is independent of anything external, creates no relationship of joy, pleasure or pain in the awareness of its fleeting existence. It suffices itself, reigns supremely beyond the material realm of the flesh and matter. It is an inner state whose origin is inside and which always points inside to its actual seat; to an unearthly realm within the material temple of the living. From there it radiates and dispenses a form of freedom and peace that cannot be found at the lower level of its expression, which is always limited by time and matter and the power of access to and ownership of its experience. As such it is the source of tension rather than of relaxation and deep satisfaction. It is usually linked to desire. And that is the crux with it. It is the reason why lasting peace and serenity cannot be found in it. Therefore the higher level nature of beauty refuses this experience of beauty as its own annihilation. It cannot exist at the level of the material and remains irreconcilable with it due to its utter incompatibility with it. Lower level beauty is a state of complete dependence, while higher level beauty is a state of complete independence – of infinite freedom, peace and serenity that cannot be touched by anything as long as it remains what it is and does not allow itself or the world to drag it down and to be confounded and mixed up with externally-based sources of beauty. The path and ways of worldly beauty ends, when the higher level beauty enters the scene. Nothing can follow it for its abode cannot be entered by the world. It is an absolute state that permits no extrusion of anything. It is a completely inner state, as opposed to the externally conditioned state of its lower reflections.
