Telegram’s firm stance on privacy has also placed it at odds with authorities around the world. It has faced bans, court orders, and fines in countries that sought access to encrypted communications. Notably, it survived multiple attempts at national-level blocking in Russia and Iran. These efforts were often ineffective due to Telegram’s dynamic infrastructure and support from technically adept communities that provided workarounds.

While the platform has been criticized for permitting extremist content and unregulated activity, its leadership has emphasized a refusal to engage in mass surveillance or hand over user data. Telegram does remove content in response to valid takedown requests regarding terrorism, pornography, and criminal activity—but its policies err on the side of individual liberty.
