  Born upon September 4, 1981, in Houston, Texas, Beyoncé Knowles first captured the public's eye as lead singer of the R&B team Destiny's Child. She later established a solo career, becoming one of songs's top-selling artists with sold-out tours and a multitude of awards.   Early Life and Career

  Teaming up with her cousin, Kelly Rowland, and 2 schoolmates, Beyoncé formed an all-female singing group. Her father, Matthew Knowles, worked as the band's supervisor. The group underwent some name and line-up modifications before landing a record deal in 1997 with Columbia Records. Destiny's Child quickly turned into one of the most popular R&B acts, with the release of their first, self-titled cd. Getting energy, the group scored its first No. 1 solitary on the pop graphes with "Bills, Bills, Bills," off their second cd. The recording likewise featured another play, "Say My Name."
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
