Earliest records



The legend of the coat of arms says that
the name Abdank comes from the thanks that the German emperor gave
to the Polish ambassador Skarbimir (Skarbek) at the time
of Bolesław
the Wrymouth . The German ruler, who wanted to
impress the Polish MP with wealth, showed him large chests full of
gold. Skarbek then took the ring from his finger and said, "Go
gold to gold. We Poland love iron more and we will we will with
iron." threw it into the imperial treasury. The surprised
emperor had no choice but to say "Habdank - thank you". These
words became a new vocation for the family that changed the
original name of the Skarbek coat of arms to
Abdank.

Coat of arms known from seals
from 1212 (Kastellan
von Kruszwica Lupus), 1228 (Voivode
von Sandomierz, Komes Pakosław), 1243 (Kastellan
von Kraków, Michał), 1343 (Dobiesław
Richter of the Kalisz region), the first written mention of sources
from 1402 . In
addition to the Kalisz region, he also performed in the Sandomierz
region, and in 1413
he was transferred to Lithuania (the
coat of arms was taken from Jan
Gasztołd , they were taken
over from Piotr from Widawa and Jakub from
Rogoźno).

Przerębski of the Nowina coat of arms, in
the Sieradz and Cracow Voivodeships, an old house and famous for
many chairs; the oldest is mentioned by our authors, Jan
Przerębski, castellan of Sieradz, around 1480, there were several
of his daughters, that is Dunin, the head of Sanock, the second is
Romiszowska, the third is Ławska, the mother of Stanisław, the
Masovian Voivode, the fourth is Tarnowska, the fifth is
Dzibałtowska, the sixth after Zbigniew Rocowska, Sibułtowski: two
sons: first Wincenty, first deputy crown chancellor in 1497. then
Bishop of Płock, with this title you will find him in Łask. in
stat. fol. 111. In 1503, however, of the same year he
went to Kujawskie, where he sat until 1513, when he died for
eternity. He was of an unusual science, of great understanding
and fearless in the most difficult situations, generous and
immeasurably human. Legation to Lithuania, Zygmunt I.
Invitation to the Polish throne, Biel. fol. 504.
Vapov. and in 1510 he was commissioner for peace treaties with
the Teutonic Order in Poznań, Vapov. White. f. 514. but
the author of f. 495 says that he was transferred from the diocese
of Przemyśl to the Kujawskie voivodeship, where he was mistaken,
because Łaski clearly shows that he was Płocki in 1503 and after
Boryszewski Bishop Przemyśl, in the same year that Drzewicki came
to Przemyskie, I argued in the first volume.

Zygmunt Karol, voivode of Sieradz, was
the first chamberlain of Sieradz in 1658. This year his tank
banner is mentioned in the army computer. Vespersow. in
the Analek. fol. The 330th states that the last will to
Our Lady in Czestochowa, made famous by miracles, received a ring
with a diamond so large that it was impossible to find respect for
it. With Anna, the daughter of Stanisław Potocki, the voivod
of Cracow, and the grand hetman of the crown, the remaining widow
of Ostroróg, Starost Rohatyn, he was connected for life: They
remember the voivod Konstytucje 1667. fol. 21. When the
Commissioner of the Republic of Poland was appointed to the borders
of Silesia.
