Do this intentionally by repeating back to them how they are feeling at any one point in time.

If it doesn't fit within “think” then rather do not say it, or re-frame how you say it.

Authentic, Speak your truth in the kindest way possible. Your words and voice-only convey part of your message. Your body language, your facial expressions, and the tone of your voice also have to match what you are saying.
