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    Introduction




    Those who read and follow me are used to very practical texts, with actual examples that have been confirmed. On the one hand I analyze and interpret consultations or events for the reader based on my personal and other viewpoints, I attempt to present the new hypothesis and theories that arise from my experience.




    In this text I will attempt to unite the two sides of the same coin. We will analyze a few incidents using the classical methods of astrology and, where possible, we will use the event to show that my new theories are not lacking astrological logic. The reader who knows the basics of astrology, or the more experienced, will definitely be able to read and analyze my methods of interpretation of the natal sky, transits and revolutions.




    Beginners will learn other interpretation methods – the stars – while experts will come away with a few good suggestions for going deeper into some of my assumptions and interpretation methods. I am not interested in writing a long treatise on astrology or prediction in the sense that there are talented writers who have used rivers of ink to explain individual planetary transits, the aspects, what they are, and so on.




    I must say that in the most part these authors have done a great job and, humbly, I would not know how do better, or at least I would have written an additional book about the same things that they have already written about only much more. I thought, though, that I would offer a different and original input for the reader.




    A prerequisite for the reading and understanding of this text is knowledge of the concept and value of the elements such as: aspects, planets and astrological houses. However, even the reader who enjoys this sector, despite having a minimal knowledge of the subject, will enjoy reading this text since I will not only explain the event from the viewpoint of astrology, but will tell you the story as if it were a good movie so as to keep you tuned to the channel.




    Some of these events have meant that I have had to engage in historical research that was sometimes difficult, but often an astrologer, in order to study a known character (or less known) must research a person, from how they are through to their career, etc. Often I have read astrological interpretations about past events on the web and in a few books that have been ‘forced’.




    My intent is not to apply force in explaining the event. There are colleagues also assign to the seventh sector the value of accidents or problems, while I limit myself to interpreting it as bureaucracy, law partners, attacks, and all meanings that most astrologers assign to the astrological houses. Otherwise we may end up being wrong, every time, explaining an accident if the Sun, an ascendant star, or Mars is present in the revolution or transiting in every house. This is too easy. I don’t like to force interpretations. I remember how many colleagues write about murderers and their natal charts by inventing absurd, forced interpretations, only to find out months later that the murderer was someone else.




    To give a purely simplified example, if I have to analyze a change of home, then I want to have an astrological method that signals the fourth sector. For example, to say that I'm not going to interpret the 7th as bureaucratic problems that are inherent to the house, just to prove that transits or revolutions work. If then the seventh were linked to values of 4 for revolutions or transits, then it maybe possible, but try to understand what I mean by ‘forcing’ an interpretation. I could have included events, where there are many charts that speak quite clearly, but the idea neither stimulates nor rewards me.




    Fundamentals for a productive reading




    Every astrologer interprets the stars according to their school or the author they follow or whose texts they read. I recommend reading as many authors as you can, learn from them all, as this is not such a bad thing. Doing consultations, our experiences, and then our art, leads to the personalization of our methods, which then become, gratifyingly, our philosophy of interpretation. I follow authors such as Barbault, Ciro Disciple, Volguine, Antares, Erik Van Slooten, and Morpurgo. Whoever buys this text, which may not be for everyone, but for beginners and professionals, will surely have read the authors mentioned and then will understand my comments and explanations that have been provided to analyze the events.




    I will also bring my own interpretation, don’t think that following certain authors means to copy their methods and ways of interpretation ‘all and everything’, but it is definitely a required premise, and will help you understand some of my interpretations of events. Since we'll talk a lot about planets, signs, aspects and houses; of this last, I would like to make a brief summary of their meanings so that I will not always have to mention them every time I analyze an event or name the specific house.




    




    
Houses and sector of experience:





    First House:




    Being and acting. Autonomy. Indicates the most effective way of expressing a person’s individuality and how we orient ourselves externally. How others perceive us.




    Second House




    Secure on the material level. Material possessions: money, property and means. Potential of the personality. Our image.




    Third House:




    Learn and communicate. Practical intelligence, the mode of communication. The surrounding circle: siblings, relatives, close friends. Writings. Short trips.




    Fourth House:




    The roots of being. Interior life, family, parents. Home and the environment




    Domestic. Sense of security. Admissions to hospital, the end of life, the second part of life.




    Fifth House:




    Creativity. Creation, recreation and procreation (love affairs, entertainment and sports, games, children, ...)




    Sixth House:




    Adaptation and training. Every-day life (health, employment), such as growth or as a defeat (awareness, suffering, disease, addiction).




    Seventh House:




    Being and acting towards others. Way of relating. Relationships in general and especially marriage, associations.




    The partner. Declared enemies, aggression.




    Eighth House:




    Feeling of security on the emotional level. Method of managing relationships and assets. Sex, business, death, the occult. Regeneration.




    Ninth House:




    Learning about oneself outside oneself through expansion. Travel, philosophy, religion, and law. Distance, Symbols.




    Tenth House:




    To realize oneself and to act concretely on the social level. Success, responsibility, social role. Ambitions.




    Eleventh House:




    The Self’s drive towards the future (our projects). Ideals and objectives. Friends and social life.




    Twelfth House:

The Tragedy of the Titanic
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    The first event I'm going to analyze is in an attempt to prove my hypothesis that astrology also works on objects. It is known, as many astrologers agree, that astrology can be applied to humans and animals. Many disagreements arise among them when in fact the only decision to be made is whether astrology also works on objects, less on shops or industries (these last two are understood to be associations or societies). The main problem arises when an object or company’s exact time of ‘birth’ cannot be verified; the astrologer will be unable to construct the chart.




    For example, if we wanted to know our car’s time of birth, we would not know if we should take as the reference the moment when the chief engineer designed the machine, or the time when you set it in motion for the first time, or the instant it was registered at the Department of Motor Vehicles. These are the same complications as for a company, is it born in the hour the prospective members make a verbal agreement at a dinner? Or when the agreement has been signed on paper? Or when the company is recorded at the business registry? I remember how this argument disrupted a relationship between a colleague and myself who claimed that the soccer sports club AS Roma came into being at the time of the agreement between the different clubs, while I declared the reference to be a few months later, where everything was put 'pen to paper'. We will see my astrological study concerning the foundation of the club AS Roma at the end of the book.




    Now let's return to my initial hypothesis – does astrology also work for objects? This presumption leads us to my new theory, namely that of: THE CONTAINER PREVAILS OVER THE CONTENT. This theory is not entirely new, but it has not been studied very much and has been neglected in research publications and in real consultations because of reasons of time and objectively given the difficulties related to the availability of certain data such as the day and/or time an object or society came into being.




    The container is the object: ship, airplane, etc. the content is us for example. If the Titanic ship object (container) sank, it follows that those who bear the brunt are the contained (the people – travelers). Rightly, the opponents of astrology ask ironically: “if a plane falls and 160 passengers die, why didn't they all have the same zodiac sign?” This question has not been expressed well but retains an original truth. The detractors of astrology meant that it is highly unlikely that all 160 passengers all had the same negative transits at the time of the accident. In fact, I think, that without taking into consideration the dates and times of birth of each individual I would agree with this concern. With the theory I propose, "the container prevails over the content", astrology may be the answer. In fact, our destiny binds with that of the container.




    Some ask, however, why people manage to survive these incidents, thus posing the case where the container does not ‘win’ over the content. I won’t delay answering. The object is similar to a person, in the sense that it must be seen or understood as having a body and therefore head, lungs, legs and feet.




    Here are two examples: If the ship was the Titanic – hit – the foot (the hull) and those who survived were mostly those who were wealthier and were able to buy a ticket (at a higher cost), which included a cabin on the ship’s upper decks.




    Another example is that of the Twin Towers. The attack struck the top of the two towers, which we can compare to the head and lungs. Isn’t it true that the people who were saved were mostly on the lower floors? If an object is valid in astrology, then the ‘anatomical’ parts of the object can be identified, its weak points, strong, can have friends or enemies and a greater proportion corresponds to everything you see in the chart for a person such as transits and revolutions. We shall see this in a moment when the Titanic is explained astrologically.




    I could propose different events but a 400-page book would not be logically. I would still like to provide the reader food for thought besides technical astrology, but also pleasant reading that will keep them ‘glued’ to the book like a novel with compelling stories that can be read with great curiosity and pleasure but would risk of getting lost in a 400-page text, which instead shall be left to astrological dissertations and guides that require a lot more space.




    The research has been difficult with regard to the time of birth, and less for the data. I had four dates to take into consideration. The first is for the start of construction of the Titanic on 31 March 1909, the second that of 31 May 1911 for the launch, the third for completion 31 March 1912, the fourth for commissioning 10 April 1912.




    Obviously I didn’t think it was possible to determine the time construction began, as for completion, and therefore the respective charts are placed at the 12th hour, but without a study being made on my part, whereas the astrological houses are not reliable compared to the time for the launch, which is probable. All charts pertaining to the Titanic can be found in the text, so you won’t have to search for them throughout the book while reading.
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    In the image of the journey of the Titanic, its point of impact with the iceberg is shown on the night of 14 April 1912 at 23.40 hours. The ship was found 900 km off Newfoundland at 41.43 N and 49.56 W. The curious (used by some astrologers) can create a chart with these coordinates, whereas I don’t find that it to be a sound method for constructing a chart for the hour of the accident in a given place/city. The astrologer can explain many events in retrospect, but only with intellectual honesty can the ‘mistake’ of forcing the interpretation be avoided.




    The charts:




    Beginning setting 31 March 1909
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    Completion 31 March 1912
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    Even if you see the transits only, compared to the last two charts, no significant aspects are noted and I don’t want to force the interpretation. For this reason they will not be taken into account, and for another rational reason. It is impossible to find the time of birth. I challenge anyone to determine or know the start time for the setting up and completion of a ship.     Launching 31 May 1911 12:15 pm Belfast (Ireland)

    Entry into service 10 April 1912 hours 12:06 Belfast
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    I have scrapped this chart, but not because of the transits, and a lunar revolution that coincides with the natal chart. Simply the chart provides me information about the launching of the Titanic’s important sister ships and what may be its regret about a trip abroad. The two dispositors of the 12th house are in the 9th house, that of distance. The Sun then is almost conjunct to MC. Another clue leads me to select the launch date, which is of the Carpathia, the ship that aided the Titanic. This ship was also launched on 6 August 1902 and then its Sun in Leo is placed in the 11 house: home (friends, aid) in the chart created for the launching of the Titanic; in the chart created for the time and date of commissioning it is placed in the 12 house (secret enemies, exile, etc.). Definitely the Carpathia helped the Titanic and I have no doubt, this represented help from a 'friend'.




    The Carpathia moon is on the Titanic ascendant, its sensitivity towards providing help. There is also Pluto, which connects the Titanic MC but I don’t want to force the reading. For myself, I repeat, the Carpathia Sun has to be in the Titanic's 11 house. Therefore, let's examine the transits and the lunar revolution, given that the solar coincides with that of birth. Some of the exact times are shown on the following pages for delivery of the ship.




    A little after midday, with a gesture from Lord William James Pirrie, the Titanic was launched within a minute it would reach a speed of 22 knots; it needed many chains and more again to halt its progress.

    The transatlantic rested on pillars, which were removed shortly before the launch to ensure the hull rested on hydraulic platforms. At 12:13, with a gesture from Lord William James Pierre, the Titanic began its descent on 22 tons of tallow soap and thus began its life at sea. The whole ceremony lasted about one minute. Shortly after the ship was brought back to the basin to begin the work of preparation.
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    Those who had tickets for the launch could watch from inside the scaffolding.




    




    Before starting to examine the Titanic we have to make a few assumptions. One is that when building the ship some workers lost their lives because of the lack of dedicated security systems. The other is that the Titanic had two prestigious sisters named Olympic and Britannic, the latter sank a few years later. We have seen how these sisters are present in the natal chart of the Titanic.




    The White Star Company decided to build three transatlantic twins of enormous size that would guarantee passengers luxury and safety. The three ships were the Olympic, the Titanic and the Gigantic (then renamed Britannic).




    





    
Astrological analysis of the Titanic
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    We have seen that the Titanic was 'born' in Ireland in Belfast at 12:15 the ascendant is in Virgo and takes part of Libra and this makes you quickly think of how it was imagined/perceived and seen by others, a perfect machine, built with care and also very beautiful and luxurious. So much so that the liner was said to be 'indestructible'. The Sun in MC adds royalty and prestige to this transatlantic. Pluto confirms the power and ambition of this ship. Jupiter in the second cusp – third house and in Scorpio explains the richness of the ocean liner and the fact of there being two major sisters (3rd house). Unfortunately, the ruler of the third house is Pluto, which governs sector 10, which in turn is the 8th house derived from the 3rd house (brothers or sisters) and in fact the Olympic suffered accidents shortly after its commissioning as the Britannic sank in 1916.




    Saturn joint node and Mercury in radix 9 accompany trials abroad and Mars in 7 all the lawsuits endured by the transatlantic. More than a few people have admitted the project had its declared enemies. We shall add to the premise stated on the previous pages that there was also a certain aggressiveness, indirectly exercised by the ship, which 'cost' injury to several workers who were injured and who died during its construction and launching, including the passengers in the tragedy.
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
