	Freezing Order is an exciting sequel to Red Notice, which was Bill Browder's debut novel and became a New York Times bestseller. Another engrossing drama, this one chronicles how Browder turned out to be Vladimir Putin's #1 enemy by revealing Putin's drive to steal, launder hundreds of billions of dollars as well as kill everyone who stands in his path.
