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    FROM MIND TO MIND




    Not surprising, as we go through episodes of telepathy, we learn how thoughts can be read throughout history. Primitive man used, in a natural way, telepathy. E. White, a researcher, states that parts of a same claim are similar to a collective and telepathic mind in relation to their needs, desires, and fears.




    What is known about telepathy? Who knows about telepathy? Nowadays, it is the paranormal phenomenon of a greater disclosure of all Psi functions, and the like, not repeatable. There are abundant studies and achievements within this field throughout the years. Unfortunately, disclosure is not public, except within the scientific fields—many people do not know anything about them.




    By the eighteenth century, the first scientific investigations began. At the end of this century, the interest in this phenomenon increased. The British institution, Society for Psychical Research (SPR), began searching for a formal explanation.




    Among the many definitions in the late XIX century (1882), F.W. Myers says telepathy is the transmission of thought from one person to another, from mind-to-mind, without recurring to the usual ways of communication. Today, we know it takes place in different frequencies and in relation to our senses, not related to those in distance between transmitter and receiver. Indeed, there are several ways to receive messages, including visual, hearing, and even symbolic in the above cases.




    In the years close to Myers’ statement, the development of recognition of Psi functions were encouraged when Albert Einstein prefaced the German edition of Sinclair’s book, which treated the subject of telepathy. Having Einstein’s prologue, and written by a famous writer, the issue gained particular interest.
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
