INTRODUCTION

	 

	The text recounts the tale of Rafael Bienvenido Cruz, a young Cuban revolutionary who joined the Marxist revolution at the age of fourteen. 

	 

	He had no knowledge of the hardships that would befall the Cuban people under his new comrades, Fidel Castro, and the corrupt dictator Fulgencio Batista. 

	 

	Born in Matanzas, his father grew up in a picturesque island paradise, where he crossed paths with a talented student named Laudelina, who later became the author's father's first-born son.

	 

	The father became part of the revolution and engaged in acts of sabotage to undermine the oppressive regime. His actions led to his arrest by Batista's police, who sought revenge brutally. 

	 

	The father was held responsible for every misfortune in the city, but the commandant refused to release him. Upon his return home, the author's mother wept as her eldest child had been beaten and covered in his own blood.

	 

	Her grandmother warned him to leave the country, but the father was determined to stay and join his fellow revolutionaries in preparing a military assault on the government.

	 

	In 1957, the father boarded a ferry to Key West, hoping to return to Cuba. He purchased a Greyhound bus ticket and embarked on a lonely journey to Austin, where he found a place to live and worked as a dishwasher, earning only a few cents per hour. 

	 

	This experience profoundly influenced the author's understanding of the struggle for freedom and the significance of family in the face of adversity.

	 

	Although the author's father initially couldn't speak English, he enrolled in English classes and quickly learned the language. His motivation was to avoid failing and risking the revocation of his student visa. 

	 

	He signed up for Spanish 101 and effectively learned the language by repeatedly watching movies. After mastering English, he delivered speeches about the revolution in Austin, praising Fidel Castro and urging Texans to support the guerrillas.

	 

	The revolution eventually succeeded, and on December 31, 1958, Fidel Castro fled Cuba, appointing fellow revolutionaries to his cabinet. 

	 

	Time magazine reported that they were "mostly responsible, moderate men, ready to get to work." However, Castro declared himself a Marxist and communist, transforming his revolution into a dictatorship.

	 

	Initially seen as a liberator, Batista was soon overshadowed by the brutal actions of Castro. Castro seized people's properties, homes, arrested those who dared to speak out, and executed hundreds. Those who resisted faced imprisonment, torture, and death.

	 

	The author's father's sister, Tia Sonia, joined a counter-revolution against the Castro regime, carrying out acts of sabotage and working to topple the oppressive government. 

	 

	She was imprisoned alongside her brother, Tia Miriam, and Tia Mela, who were also accomplished athletes. In 1960, the author's father returned to Cuba and witnessed firsthand the misery, suffering, poverty, and brutality of the revolution. 

	 

	He saw the severe abuse his younger sister endured and the devastating impact on his mother, who had been a sixth-grade teacher. When Castro took control, the revolutionaries targeted the youth, indoctrinating them and eventually removing them from school.

	 

	The author's father expressed remorse for misleading the people in Austin, apologizing for urging them to support an evil man and a Marxist regime.

	 

	In the late 1960s, various left-wing groups emerged in the United States with the aim of realizing Karl Marx's vision of a socialist utopia. 

	These groups, including terrorist organizations like the Weather Underground, were predominantly composed of young individuals deeply committed to Marxist principles. 

	 

	They employed violence and slogans derived from Marx and his followers to terrorize innocent people in pursuit of their political objectives. 

	 

	The 1968 Democratic Convention witnessed radical left-wing protesters clashing with police, causing significant property damage and turning public opinion against their cause. 

	 

	Influential figures of the New Left had the opportunity to reconsider their allegiance to Marxism as public sentiment shifted against them.

	 

	Some activists began to recognize the irrationality of Karl Marx's writings and the impracticality of his ideas. They may have revisited Marx and Friedrich Engels' writings and concluded that their propositions were nonsensical, regressive, and malevolent. 

	 

	Karl Marx's personal life, marked by his refusal to work, his residence in squalid European apartments, his poetic writings about Satan, and his virulent racism, made him an unsuitable role model for anyone, especially for those advocating for a global political movement. 

	 

	Modern left-wing activists who frequently reference his work often overlook these issues, including his frequent use of racial slurs in letters to friends and his vehement opposition to one of his daughters' marriage to a Cuban man.

	 

	As a Cuban American, Rafael Cruz had yet to fully grasp the havoc that Marxism had unleashed in his home country, as well as the other left-wing movements that emerged in the late 1960s. 

	 

	For more than a century, left-wing activists have turned to Karl Marx's writings as a blueprint for a revolutionary worker's paradise. 

	 

	Despite repeated failures, they persist in their attempts, hoping to create a world where individuals like Karl Marx can live leisurely, supported by the government.

	 

	In the early 1970s, many members of the New Left did not acknowledge their past mistakes and turned to their cherished texts to find new ways to implement Marxism in the United States. 
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
