end to the left and right, in the middle of an iron that a piece of
saber blade is supposed to cut through without a handle, to cut

Helmet decoration:: three ostrich
feathers. This coat of arms was given by King Boleslaw the
Bold to a knight Kosciesza, who had distinguished himself in the
Battle of Snowsk in 1072. The king saw him lying badly
wounded, with a split arrow in his body, the broken sword in his
hand. He gave him the arrow and the same crossed piece of
sword as a coat of arms, called the coat of arms after himself
Kogciesza. Dobieslaw Kogciesza, known as Strzegomia because of
his scowl, laid the Strzegom estate in the Sendomierz
Voivodeship. The coat of arms in this area was probably called
Strzegomia. The first homeland of the family was probably
Greater Poland, where Koscieszki were near Kruszwic and Koscieszyn
near Miedzyrzecz
(Meseritz).       Then

white arrow should almost be torn in half, turned
straight up with an iron hook, on it there is a cross over the
crack, red area of ​​the shield, three ostrich feathers on it the
helmet. It is widely used in the following
countries: Kalisz, Sieradz and Mazovia. The legend of the
coat of arms: The coat of arms is said to be given by
Boleslaw the Brave King of Poland in 1072, when
they called a lively battle at Snowsk a knight of Kosciesza,
he bravely and for a long time stumbled with the enemy, he He also
suffered many wounds in his body on this occasion: Bolesław saw it
and the arrow stuck in his body was peculiarly torn, and the sword
in his hand with which he hits or plagues opponents in this banter
is either badly broken or smashed Because he commemorates his
courage, the monarch is generous to the Bachelor men, he gave him
the arrow and the sword as if on a cross in the coat of arms: which
was later called Kościesza from the name of this knight or others
called it him Strzegomia. Poetry: It was used by about
150 families, including Marshal Józef Pilsudski.
