	This means that team members must feel safe to admit their mistakes, share their weaknesses, and ask for help without fear of judgment or reprisal. 

	 

	Without this level of trust, teams cannot engage in open and honest dialogue, which is essential for healthy conflict and effective decision-making. 

	 

	Leaders must take the first step in building trust by modeling vulnerability and creating an environment where team members feel comfortable doing the same. 

	 

	Practical exercises such as sharing personal histories and conducting personality assessments can help to build this foundation of trust.

	 

	Building on trust, the second dysfunction is the fear of conflict. Many teams avoid conflict because they associate it with negative emotions and destructive behavior. 

	 

	However, Lencioni argues that conflict is necessary for growth and innovation. When team members trust each other, they are more likely to engage in productive conflict, debating ideas passionately and challenging each other’s assumptions. 

	 

	This kind of healthy conflict leads to better decisions and more innovative solutions. Leaders must encourage this type of conflict by setting ground rules for respectful debate and actively seeking out diverse opinions. Techniques such as the Devil’s Advocate approach can be used to ensure that all perspectives are considered.

	 

	The third dysfunction, lack of commitment, arises when team members do not fully buy into the decisions being made. This often occurs when there is a lack of clarity or when team members feel their opinions have not been heard. 

	 

	Lencioni emphasizes that commitment does not require consensus, but it does require clarity and buy-in. Teams must be clear about their goals and the decisions they are making, and every member must feel that their voice has been heard. 

	 

	Commitment can be fostered through regular check-ins, clear communication, and public declarations of intent. By ensuring that everyone is on the same page and invested in the outcome, teams can move forward with confidence and unity.

	 

	Avoidance of accountability is the fourth dysfunction and can be particularly damaging to team performance. When team members are not held accountable for their actions, standards slip, and the team’s overall performance suffers. 

	 

	Accountability should be peer-driven rather than solely the responsibility of the leader. When team members hold each other accountable, it fosters a sense of mutual responsibility and respect. 

	 

	Regular progress reviews, clear expectations, and a culture of feedback are essential for maintaining accountability. Leaders must also be willing to address underperformance promptly and constructively.

	 

	The final dysfunction, inattention to results, occurs when team members prioritize their individual goals over the team’s collective success. 

	 

	This can lead to a lack of focus and a failure to achieve the team’s objectives. Lencioni stresses that a focus on results is essential for high-performing teams. 

	This requires a clear understanding of what success looks like and a relentless pursuit of the team’s goals. Visual tools such as dashboards and scorecards can help to keep the team’s objectives front and center. Regular progress reviews and recognition of achievements also reinforce the importance of focusing on results.
